BAD BLAINE.

Another Chapter from the Record of
the Republican Candidate for

President.

A Leaf from the Records of the United
States Conrt at Little Rock

Report Upon

His Claim Against the Fort Smith Rail
road How He Secured Bonds on

Compromise. v

Little Rock. Ark.. August 24.
The following transcript from the rec-
ord of the United States Circuit Court
at this place has just been unearthed. It
will be found of interest, in view of rev-
elations made of Blaine's connection
with Little Rock and Fort Smith bonds.
It was filed December 13, 1S75 :

writ on the 9th day of December, 1874,
having heard the claim presented by J as.
G. Blaine, respectfully submit the fol
lowing report :

HE BOUGHT BONDS.

Prior to the month of December, 1870,
the claimant had induced numerous
friends of his residing in the State of
Maine to bny large amounts of the first
mortgage railroad or Well or land grant
bonds issued by said Little Rock and
Fort Smiih Railroad Company. The
bonds were bought from Warren Fisher,
jr., of Boston, who was the contractor
lor building and equipping the entire
ine of said railroad, with whom this

claimant had, previous to the aforesaid
purchase, numerous business transac-
tions, and in whom he, as well as the
business community in general, placed
great confidence as a man of financial
strength andability, and also of integrity.

V hile the claimant was pas-in- g through
Boston, on his way from Washington, to
Augusta, Me., in December, 1870, he
was informed that the affairs of said com-
pany were in a flourishing condition; that
the newly elected officers of the com-
pany, who had recently visited Arkansas
for the purpose of investigating into the
condition and prospects of the road, were
highly gratified with the results; that
the bonds had been put upon the market
by one ot the leading and most trust-
worthy banking houses in Boston with a
considerable degree of success in short,
that the future outlook was very en-

couraging, but that to meet pressing de-

mands it was necessary that the com-
pany should immediately have more
ready money.

HE LOANED THEM MONEY.

Inasmuch as tbe claimant had sold a
large amount of the bonds among his
friends, as before stated, he was asked to
try and raise money among them upon
the assurance that the loan was to be
merely temporary and would soon be re-

paid to him. This claimant accord-
ingly raised the sum of $24,000, and
while passing through lioston on his re
turn to Washington in last December, at
the reauest of said Fisher, who was then
sick in bed, and with whom the claimant
only had a short interview, handed said
sum of 24,000 to the president of said
company, the claimant does not re
member what kind ot a receipt was given
him for this money, nor, in fact, dis
tinctly, whether any receipt was given at
all. At our request he has made exami
nation among his papers, for the purpose
of ascertaining these facts, but reports
that he is unable to find any receipt for
this money.

riSHJCK.
Said Fisher was at that time (Decem

ber, 1870), the contractor for the said
railroad company, and by virtue of his
contract was entitled to receive all the
bonds and securities of the company.
and the company itself could not dispose
ot its securities except by the consent ot
said r lsber and through him. It appears
that the president of the company in be-

half of the company kept an account
with Fisher, upon one side of which he
was credited with moneys paid by him or
derived irom tbe sale ot bonds, and upon
the other side charged with disburse
ments made by said president in behalf
ol the company and lor its beneht. caid
r ishcr is credited in this account as f ol
lows: December, 1870, received of
Blaine $24,000. The precise date is not
given, nor does the account show for
what purpose the money was paid or
what, it anything, was to be given tor it.
There is no entry of the transaction, nor
indeed of any other transaction, upon
the books of the company except entries
showing the issue ot bonds to tbe con
tractor.

ONLY A LOAN.

The claimant, however, emphatically
states that this money was not paid by
virtue of any understanding or agreement
previously had with said r isher or with
the company by virtue ot which . he was
to buy or receive bonds ot the company,
but that it was simply and purely a loan
of a mere temporary nature, and to be
repaid as soon as the exigency which cre
ated the necessity bad passed ; also tnat
the loan was made upon the belief and
una unaer tne representation mat tne
oompany was in the nourishing financial
condition above stated. It also appears
from the above account kept by the pres-
ident of the company, that during the
last of December, 1S70, and early in Jan-
uary. 1S71, said Fisher was charged with
sundry payments, amounting to about
$00,000, including a house in Little Rock
cash to pay couiions on bonds tor iron
freight, pay-roll- s and his own check, upon
which a bank had advanced money for
the benefit of the company. It is im
possible to state for what specific pur
pose the money paid by the claimant
was applied, but there can be no
doubt that it was for the use
of the company and to enable the con
a .
