FOPULAR MAJORITIES.

The Republican party has wever had
the gympathies of a majority of the Amer-
ican people. Wiih all the wmachinery of
the government under its control it has
managed to held its power for twenty
vears, but the popular vote shows
it has never been strong with the
masses, In four of the seven Presidential
elections in which the Republican party
hus had candidstes the majority of the
popular vote was against it. It 1851 Gen,
Fremont received s arccl}‘ one vote oul
of fonr that were cast. In 1806 the aggre-
gutn vote ;iven to the other three eandi-
daton exceoded those throwa te Lineoln
by nearly 1,100,000, In 1576 Tilden bhad
a popular plurality of 250,000 over Hayes,
and there were HO000 more voles cast
aeninst the latter than for him.

| opposition vote exceeded his by more
than 300,000, Tn 1864, 1868 and 1872 the
Republican nominees led the poll, but
in cach one of these years they obtained
their majorities by the vote of the re-
cently enfranchised freedimnen and the dis-
franchisement of white Democrats. In
those contests the ma-
nipalated this vote as if it were a per-
sonal chattel. The vote was cast, as it
was told, to place the ballot. In 1868
(Gen, Grant had in the Northern
States, in which the franchise was
enjoyed by substantially the same classes
as possessed it in 1860, and by none oth-
ers, a majority of 295,000, Missouri and
West Virginia were practically disquali-
fied. Louisiana was thrown out. Count-
ing these States, his majority would have
been less than 150,000, and with an hon-
ext count in the Southern States the ma-
jority against him would have been close
on to 300,000, These facts show that the
American people are in sympathy with
the great national Democratic party.
The Republican party has been so
corrupt that with all the moneyed
power of the government, backed
by 100,000 office-holders and a
corruption fund to purchase voters
at s0 much a head that its existence has
been precarious. If the Democratic party
had sseonded to power in 1860, with the
advantages enjoyed by the Republican
party, it would have orushed out all or-
ganized opposition, and if defeated, it
would not have been on account of the
unpopularity of its principles, but be-
cause, like all other parties, it had grown
corrupt from its long lease of power.
The waning weakness of the Republican
party and the growing strength of the
Demoeraoy was never so apparentas in
this canvass. There is a general revolt
among honest Republicans against the
methods of the Republican party, and
especially against Blaine, The office-
holders see that defeat is inevitable and
are silent sod sulky—refuse to make
“wvoluntary” contributions, and in a
Presidential election the Republican
party is nothing without a eorruption
fund. With al] its power, patronage and
immense advantages, the Republican
party, for twelve years, has managed to
drag out a precarious existence, but the
end will come in November.

FEARFUL LOSSES

OF the Chinese at the Dombardment of
Foo Choo—0One Thousand
Killed

And Three Thousand Wounded—Reporis
That the French Have Been An-
nikilated in

Tonquin in an Engagement With a Great
ChinesejArmy—Foreign News—
The Cholera.

LoxpoN, August 27.—A dispateh of
to-day from Shanghai to Reuter's agency
says: “The French loss in the bombard-
ment of Foo Choo was seven killed and
fourteen wounded; the Chinese loss is
estimated at 1000 killed and 300X wound-
ed. The Chinese mun-sf-war Yangwu
was exploded by a torpedo after it had
fired a broadside at a French torpedo
boat. The boiler of the latter was ex-
ploded by hand grenades thrown from
the Yangwu, after which the boat was
sunk by the Volta to prevent it being
captured by the Chinese. The French
expected to ocoupy the hights command-
ing the Pagoda anchorage. It is re-
ported that there are 75,000 Chinese |
troops in the vicinity of Foo Choo.
According to the reporis received at |
Bontay 80.000 Chinese troops invaded
Tonquin and had an engagement with
the French. In this battle it is asserted
the French were annihilated while sev-
eral thousand Chinese were killed.

Oflicial Report of the Bombardment.

Panis, August 27.—The official report
of the bombardment of Foo Choo Satur-
day, received from Admiral Courbet, is
as follows :

Foo Cioo, August 24, 1884,

A good beginning has been made, We
opened fire yesterday, and in four hours
nine Chinese men-of-war and twelve
junks were sunk and a Krupp battery
commanding the arsenal was silenced.
Our loss was six killed and twenty-seven
wounded, ‘1he flect suffered no serious
damages excepting the burstiog of a boi-
ler of a torpedo boat. 'The Chinese
losses were heavy, During the night the
flect was beset i: burning wrecks and
logs. The torpedo bouts will clear all
this away to-day jand afterward we will
bhombard the arsenal. We shall not leave
the river before the 29th or 30th instant.

One of our torpedo boats sank a large
(’hinese ocruiser. he vesscls which
took part in the action were the Voli,
which heisted my flag; the Dugay, Tro-
uin, Tricwphant, \'irl.nis, Destaing, As-
Eic.

Loxvox, August 27 —Uireles interest-
ed in commercial velatious with China
are debating the advisability of present-
ing a memorial to Earl Graoville, Secre-
tary of Foreign Affairs. This would
urge the Foreign Department to eo-oper-
ate with Amertea and Germany in rep-
resenting to France the serious injury
which wonld be inflicted upon trade by
interfering with the Chinese treaty ports.

Lipynox, August 27 —A Ualeutta dis-
patch says: "“The war between (China and
France thus far has had buat little if oy
effect on the lodian trade or the money
market. The bad effect will be only
slight unless the war is prolonged.”

Foo Choo, The “HMappy Clty.”

Foo Choo, the geene o! the opeaing of
hostilities between Fruoce aud Chioa, 1s
called by the natives Hokehiu, or Happy
City. t lies in latitude 2675 north,
alui‘ longitude 119° 201 east. on the north-
orn side of the Mip, thirty-four miles
trom its mouth, and nine miles from Pa-
goda Island. The city is sjtuated ina
plain, surrounded by hills. formiog 2
patural and most magunificent amphi-
theator of vast dimensions, whose fertility
emulates gnd adds to its benuty. Suburbs
extend from the walls three miles to the
bagoks gud streteh along on both sides of
the stream. They are connccled with
each other, and g small islet in the river,
by & stone bridge built in the eleventh
century. The seemery is bold, and such
parts of the surrounding hills as
are mnot cultivated or used for

raves are covered with  pines
Some of the hills north of the city
are 3000 feet high. Opposite Foo (Choo
the land is lower, and the suburb ig'built
upon an island formerly the division of
the main chanuel, seven miles above the
city. The branches reunite at Pagoda
1stund. This island uod the plain on
each side form a large basin about twenty
miles longand fifteen wide. The river is
crowded with floating habitations, ferry-
boats and trading craft, rendering its
surfuce an auimated and noisy seenc.
Tha flowers grown in pots+in the boats
and those uspally worn by the boat-
women in their hair aiwayg assist in im-
parting a pleasing aspect to the jively
sight. The walls are about thirty feet
high and twelve feet wide at the top.
The tes, seven in number, are over-
Im.l‘.mfnby high towers; smaller guard-
hojses stand upon the walls at short in-
tervals, in which a few soldiers lodge,
and where tyo or three canoor indicate
their object. Fho city is divided into
wards and veighborhoods, each of “which
is under its own police and head men,
who are respounsible for the peace in their
respective districts. From the Wa-shiu-
shan, an eminevce on the north side of
the city, the view is extensive, and pre-
senis g great diversity of charming
objeota, he gquare battlements of the
wall are seen extanding in a devious and
irregular cirenit for more thzn ejght
miles, and inclosing most of the build-
ings, eccent on the south. On the south-
east a hill rises abruptly more than 200
fect, its ridge built up with interspersed
dwellings, and another on the extreme
nopidi of the city, surmounting & watch-
tower, closes tha grospect in that direc-’
tion. Two pagndas within and fantastic

Dr. Salmon, of the Burean of Animal
Industry, Positive That the Out-
break in Ilinois

Is the Genuine _Cuuls_gleus Disease—
The Resnlt of His Investigas
tions—Should

Present Suspicions be Verilled tiie Re-
sult is More Serions Than at
First Anticipated.

Curcaco, August 27.—The Breeders'
(Fazette will to-morrow publish the results
of its investigations as to the distribu-
tion of cattle sold by a man named Ep-
ler last winter, from which it is supposed
the recent ecases of pleuro-preumonia
originated. Purchases were made at
that sale by M. (3. Clarke, ot (Gencva,
NL; D. H. and 8. Tripp, of Peoris;
Peter Yates, of Springfield: Frank Gas-
ton, of Normal; ha-\i.-‘. of Virginia, 111,
and Rawlins, of Jacksonville. From
these the infection was carried to the
herd of Keifer, at Sterling, 11l.  John
Boyd, at Elmhurst, and O. J. Bailey, at
Peorin. In all these herds there was
sickness and thirty-two animals died or
had been killed, becanse they were af-
fected with plenro-pucumonia. OF these
which died, before the infection was
made public, the disease was varionsly
stated as a severe cold, poeumonia,
pleuro pneumonia, lockjaw asd hepati-
gation.

Report of Dr. Snlman, of the Burcan of
Antmnl Jodnstry.

I will
say positively this disease is peither the
result of scrofula nor exposure to in-
clement weather or like caunses.
