the previous year, Banks were casily
negotiating all the money they desired at
eight per cent., which rate had been
adopted early in the August preceding.
Thore was a heavy demand for money
which the raiss in rates could not eheck,
and bankers found that their own regolar
cus all they eould
becnuse of the very active trade in
cotton, inspired by the astisfuotory prices
paid in Memphis, aod the heavy business
in general merchandise. Al the loeal
bunks wore thus daring September, Octo-
ber and earrying Tlar.or
loans than the records of several yeurs
pust—if oot lurger than ever—will show.

loans would soon be, if not already, in
exooss ol the supply, to counternct which
they were forcod ou about the first or
sceond week ia May to restore the eight
per cent. rate, hoping thus to cheek the
dangerous ineresses in ealls upon them
Jor money, The result was not as they
wish d—the demand continued unabated,
borrowers paying the eight por cent. as
frealy as they Aid the lower rate of six per
esnt. Tt was a enmplaint on the part of
tho bankers that cocotry merchants, in-
spired by the inducemonts ol heavy dis-
counts for cuxh, would draw upon Mem:
phis factors for money with which to pay
Northern snd Eastern merohants” for
spring stocks of morchandize, bought on
a oredit, wod which Memphis merchants,
antuatod paturally by a spirit of competi-
tion, had not the eourage to resist. The
eansequenss was the surplus money of
the country went North and East. It
was on seconnt of these eonditions that
bankers ware forced lor their own saflety
when the financial fluery ocourred in
Now York, about the middle of May, to
rostrict their loans to the utmost extent
possible, making no new discounts and
foroing payment on mature obligations
whenever it could be done without dis-
aster o the obligators, This eell-
protective policy of the banks reacted
with fearful foree upon the partiss who
had o injudicionsly brought about the
neoessity, aod for awhile the trade of
the city was almost pavalyzed. But
during all the finencial tightness eonfi-
donce in tho ability of onr finaocial in-
stitutlons was not in the lcast shiken,
a% it is a fuer that ar no time during the
Now Yark trouble and the financial em-
barrasgmonts that prevailed more or less
all over the eountry were any fands
withdrawn from Memphis banks for
want of confidonce in their condition,
This no doubt sided in a great moasure
the vestoration of the finaneial and com-
mereial conditious of easiness that gradu-
ally csmoe abont, and beginniug with
the early duya of June, although loana
waro being largely ocurtailed in certain
quarters, logitimate trade received fair
and proper accommodation, whigh in-
coreasoil a¢ the monoth advaneed, and
throngh July snd the closing month of
the commaorcial year tho«w conditions
onme ensterand penernl hasiness realize
the greator relief.

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GENERAL TRADE.

A Noiable Improvement in All Branches,
Especially the Grain Trade, Which
Shows Plainly the

Inflnence of the Kansas City, Springfield
and Memphis Railroad —Tables of
Imports and Exports

From the Merchants’ Exchange, Which
Make a Most Gratifying Exhibit
of tho Growth of Business,

Sustaining the Belief that Memphis is on
Solid Ground and Above All Con-
tingencies of the Fature.

The year's business in general trade
makes an unprecedented exhibit ot en-
largement, especially as relates to cer-
tain lines, of which the grain traffic
takes the lead. Receipts and exports ot
corn in bulk—a new departure for Mem-
phis grain handlers—have been increased
quite three-fold as compared with the
preceding year. The details below show
receipts of corn in bulk to 'have been
11363,073 bushels; exports, 604,646
bushels. The flour and cornmeal trade
also shows a favorable increase, the
business in flour last year being 292264
barrels, and exports 170,432 barrels. Of
cornmeal receipts were 30,582 barrels;

exports, 69245 barrels,. The trade in

hog products is next wost conspicuous,
the imports of pork sides being 28,520,-
707 pounds, and exports 22197454
pounds. Pork in barrels were, imports,
2278 barrels; exports, 2430 barrels, Of
bacon, 16,5663 packages were received,
and 1213 packages shipped. Receipts
of lard were 40,739 packages. and ship-
ment 29,969 packages. In produce the
showing is favorable compared with the
gloomy prospect which characterized
the planting season. The loeal yield fell
short of the previous very abundant
yield, and satisfactory prices were real-
ized in view of the latenessin getting to
market with the first products. The
tropieal fruit trade, as will be seen by
reference to the statements below,-is be-
ginning to form no small part in the trade
of Memphis. From a very small busi-
ness of o few years ago it has risen to a
magnitude involving the investment of
hundreds of thousands ot dollars. This
increase is due to enlargement of trans-
portation facilities and accommodations
by local wholesale dealers in handling
fruit on arrival. Reference is made to
the tropical fruit statement below. In
other lines of trade the showing is favor-
able, notwithstanding the extreme dull-
ness brought about by the exceedingly
stringent money market.

Graln,

The griin trade of Memphis has been
more satisfactory than was the case the
préevious season. There is a change in
the system of handling grain from the
old custom of transporting it in sacks to
the more modern and convenient way of
carrying it in bulk, Then there was com-
plaint from retailers that consumers were
becoming self-sustaining and the grain
merchant was forced into the wholesale
trade and of course must prepare to com-
pete wi'h other wholesale centers. In
their efforts in this direction they were
abundantly aided by the opening up of
new and greater avenues to the grain pro-
ducing centers of the West and North-
west, and by the increased facilities for
handling grain in bulk. They are thus
enabled to successfully compete with
markets that had hitherto held a monopol

of the trnde Esst and Southeast, as well
ns points South contignous to the lines of
railway that traverse north and south
longitndes east of us, by extending the
advantsge of the superior facthties the
new connections afforded and with which
the ex-monopolies could not compete.
By relerepos to the official reports of the
Merchants' Exchangeit isseen these efforts
were not without successful resulta. The
imports of corn the past year were 1,008,
075 bushels. Last year's reports, which
embraced seven months principally de-
voted to thatransportation of grain, showed
bt 91418 sacks, or about 275,000 hushels,
The exports of the samao cereal the past
year were OG04 (046 bushels, against 16,750
sacks or 50,000 bushels durning the sume
months of the previous season. It is sefe
to say that no other branch of trade
can boast euch an  increase. And
in the Arrear's interview with the
grain  dealers it was that
with the increased facilities offored tha
coming vear they will be able to make
equally as favorable showiog. Last year
# barge line from Memphis to New Or-
leans was talked of. Suach an enterprise
has not yet culminated, and time will tell
whether it will be or not. It would ap-
pear that the above showing would make
such n venture a necessity, but there is as
yet nothing but talk about it. The move-
ment in wheat, though of far less magni-
tude, shows a corresponding inercase. The
total imports of wheat the past year were
38,161 bushe's, against 329 sacks, or 987
bushels, the seven months of the preced-
ing year. Exports were 5251 bushels,
against 387 bushels the seven months of

Flour.
There was very little difference in the
condition of the tlonur trade last year com-
pared with the previons year, cxeepting
perhaps a little lower range of prices, and
steadier tone of the market. Values fluc-
tuated bat little during the year, and in-
variably to lower quotatious, The magni-
tude of the flour trade is indicated in the
joerease shown in imports and exports
during the year, receints being 202 264
barrels, against 141,705 barrels the same
months of t'e yrevious vear. KExporis
during the rame time sere 170,452 barrels,
agninst 00,415 barrels the previous year.
In addition to thesestatistics the tlour-mill
referred to in another place adds its pro-
duaclion to exports this year, increasing
the export e in that proportion.
Cornmeal,

The trade in cornmeal which showed a
decline the previsus year differed but lit-
tle the year just closed. There was a de-
cidad falling off in imports, the threclacal
mills sapplying nearly all the local and
export demand. The Memphismills have
a capacity of about 1000 to 1500 barrelaa
day, and have been kept busy nearly all
the vear round, with the exception of
periodien]l stoppages when the supply
showed mp in excess of the demand.
Prjces have been fuirly steady thronghont
the year, ranging from $2 50 to §3 25.

Augusi Report of the Burenn of Agri-
culinre.

Corvmsrs, Augnst 31.—The August
crop repurt of the Ohio Board of Agricul-
ture gives the following figures and esti-
mates for wheat, oats and barley. They
are based on the returns of actuel thresh-
ing up to Aogust 18th by some 3000 ma-
chines. For other crops they mre based
on eatimates made by 1022 regular town-
ship correspondents. The estimates are
in percentages compared with a fall
average crop or condition of growth:

Wheat—Acres threshed, 500,47%0; bash-
els from the same, 7.805,006; vield per
acre, 164 bushels; total bushels at same
rate, 43.952900; quality, 101 per cent.

RIVER MATTERS.

Carefal Review of the River Interests
of Memphis — Reorganizations and
Changes in Packet Lines.

Increase of Busisess in the Varlous
Trades, and the Provisions for Its
Aceommodation,

Official Report of the Local Inspectors—
List of Accidents and Casualtles of
the Year.

Memphis Reach and Harkor—Appropria-
tion and Imprevement—High and
Low Water Mark.

The river commerce of the year just
closed possesses yory few new features of
importance, beyoad sthe consolidation of
three lines of paccets, which will be re-
ferred to in anbthér place. The difficulty
in obtaining data from the various lines
from which to estimate an aggregate of
the vear's business, prevents a review of
that branch of transportation in such
manner as to it reliable for future
refercnce, except asto generalities. The
bulk of the steamboat eade now is the
transportation of eotéon from the planta-
tions on the bovder of the river to mar-
ket. 'The past year shows that of
the 450,077 bales of eotton brought to
this market the past year, 96,127 bales
were brought by steamer, Of this
amonnt 12,747 bales came out of White
river and about 4000 bales out of Arkan-
sas river, the remainder being brought by
local packets in npper and lower Missis-
sippi river trades. OFf the package and
passenger business, no data could be ob-
tained, in some instances the managers
positively refusing to give information.
Some seem to hold to the idea that a fa-
vorable showing of business would invite
competition, while othera, perhaps, are
governed by the wish to keep their own
business to themselves, without regard to
what part such ioformation would
take in showing up the true
condition of the country’'s pros-
perity. Navigation of the river during
the year was interrupted by low water
early in September, which continued
throughont that month and the follow-
ing October. Steamers could not carry
loads, and because of the ever-changing
channels the lightest draft steamers
were constantly in trouble. Anocther
impediment came in the form of ice. The
upper river froze up early in the winter,
and Memphis was until Jannary 8,
1884, the head of navigation on the Mis-
sissippi. On that date, however, a par-
tial suspension of navigation ocourred,
and several local packets went to bank.
L All Arkansas steamers were frozen in
that stream between Pine Bluff and the

one week, when navigation between
Memphis and Cairo was resumed, and
no further trouble was experienced from
that quarter during the winter. The
lines doing business the past year were
the Memphis and New Orleans Packet
Company, embracivg the Henry Frank,
Capt. J. F. Ficks; Charles P. Choutean,
Capt. Wm. H. Thorwegan, leaving every
alternate Thuraday each during the
cotton season. In connection with these
two packets the Heleua, Capt. John C.
Crane, ran from here to New Orleans
as a consort during the heaviest
part of the season, sometimes making
short runs by turning back to New Or-
leans at Helena and Terrene. The
Memphis and Vicksburg Packet Com-
pany, which started out with the E. W,
Cale, which ran abont two months,
when the Will 8. Hays, Capt. Ed Now-
land, was placed in the trade in upposi-
tion. A formidable rivalry was the re-
sult until, a8 usual, neither packet was
earning salt. Consolidation of the Mem-
phis and Arkansas River, Memphis and
Arkansas City, and the Memphis and
Vieksburg was brought about, whieh re-
tired the E. W. Cole leaving the trade
to the Will 8. Hays. The Kate Adama
remained in the Arkansas City trade,
but made connection at Terrene with
smaller eraft running up Arkansas river
as high as Pine Bluff, there connecting
with Little Rock steamers. The Lee
Line packets, cousisting of the James
Lee, Coahoma and Dean Adams, coveriog
the local trades of Memphiz and Friars
Point below and Memphis and Osceola
above, were in about the same positions
ss reported the previous season, with the
exeeption that during the heavy ecotton
business the Coshoma was placed in
the Osceola trade in- place of the Dean
Mams, the latter boat running from
Memphis to Heleon a8 auxiliary to the
James Lee. The White river trade em-
braced the Josie Harry, Capt. Milt R,
Harry, and the Hard Cssh, Capt. Ed
Postal, making a semi-weekly line. No
change occurred until the destruction by
fire of the Jozie Harry on December
14th, which left the Hard Cash alons in
that trade. Capt. Milt Harry afterward
started the Dean Adams and made a few
trips in the Josie Harry's place, until the
extreme high water caused the with-
drawal of trains on the Memphis and
Little Rock railway, when a transfer had
to be made by steamer at Madison. Capt.
Harry, who had perfected arrangemeuts
with that road to conmect with
the Milt Harry at Devalls Bluff with
the upper White river business,
chartered the Conhoma and did
the railway transfer business at Madison.
Up to the close of the business season
the Josie Harry's place was not supplied,
but in this connectién it is proper to
state that he has purchased the Hard
Cash and will enter ker in the trade this
season. The Hard Cash continued mak-
iog regular weekly trips, but was sold by
Capt. Postal to parties in the Yazoo river

new steamer C(hickasaw, built by Capt.
Postal expressly for the increasing busi-
ness in White river. The Chickassw
has been running steadily ever since. The
8t, Franeis River Line was represented by
the Rene Macready, Capt. 0. K. Joplin,
and owned by Capt. J. D. Randall. She

lumber, and 500.000 to 600,000 pipe
staves, besides the heavy cotton and cot-
ton-seed business, have been shipped out
during the season just closed. Another
growing trade is that of the Mem-
phis, New Madrid and Forked Deer
River Line, embracing the Gayoso
and Mark T'wain, of which Capt. W. P.
Hall is owner. They are both small
steamers, but anidea of the importance
of the trade is drawn from the fact that
during the past semson they jointly
brought to this market 4150 bales of cot-
ton, 987 bags of seed-cotton, 21,057 sacks
of cotton-seed, and 30,344 sacks of corn,
besides sundries package and live-stock
business, In return they were nearly
always fully loaded with merchandise.
The Memphiz and Ohio Riser Packet
Company reorganized their line last sea-
son, but employed a less number
of steamers owing to the falling
off in business it had formerly econ-
trolled. The Anchor Line made
several changes by the addition of new
steamers, but not materially changing
the order of running. These embrace
all the regular packet lines by which
the marine commerce of Memphis was
handled. Preparations for the coming
season are being rapidly consummated,
and proepects for a busivess remunera-
tive to the marines are in view.

MEMPHISREACH AND HARBOR

Just before the adjournment of Con-
gressthe Uotton and Merchanta' Exchan
and the City Council considared the im-
portance of procuriog ald from the na-
tional govarnment to protect the harbor
of Memphis, and appointed committees to
go to Was ington for the ?nrpme of ob-
taining an appropriation, il poasible. The
river and harpor bill, which was soon al-
terward passed, conteined a clause giving
$200,000 for that purpose, besides a large
amount for the protection of the United
States cnatomhouse, which is just being
filunished, and which stands in considera-
ble danger from the crumbling of the bluu
upon which it stands. The work of pre-
tecting the river front has already begun.

It is proj to revet the bank from the
mouth of Wolf river to the vicinity of Fort
Pickering, a distance of about 10 feet.
The method employed is as follows: A
deep-water mattress 312 feet wide is built

sunk, and the upper bank is protected
by a brush and stone covering about 100
feet wide. The dugwalnr mattress is
strengthened longitudinally by u.llnf iron
rods or wire rope, and transversely by
meuns of an extra number of poles. In
building the mattress two coal shells are
used as mooring barges, which bave been
