I have this to say, that the
duty each and every citisen is called upon to per-
form is a solemn onu; a duty whioh he should
pevform for himelf and for his own interest, lie
should tike hoed not to be misled bv unscrupu-
lous loaders, lie should take hoed that he is not
deceived hy misrepresent tions. but in a spirit
of candor, feeling the responsibility of what he
does, he should exii:nina for himself with .all the
intelligence Ood ha given him, making use of
all the mliirmntiitn wrnin his reach and perform
his duty luitlilully and in accordance with tbe
dictates of Ins una conscience. Applause.!
When this if done !r every voter all will go well
with our republic, the people will have their

nnimpaircd, and the government will
ileis the people which hat created it.

Similarly situated, Butler and Blaine
would have ranted in praise of them-
selves ar in the expression of the clap-tra- p

phrases of the demagogue. But Gov.
Cleveland in simple and earnest language
reminds the people of the solemn duty
imposed on them. He exhibits his strong
sense, his patriotism and his fitness for
the Presidency in appropriate language.

THE WAT TUE WIHD BLOWS.
The election in Vermont on Monday

shows which way the wind is blowing
with as much certainty as the vane upon
the church steeplo. A reduced majority
in Vermont has more significance than tho
victory in Ohio last fall which gave the
fctato to tho Democrats. The people of
Vermont are pijr-head- fanatics. They
are as fixed and immovable in their preju-
dices as their rock-ribbe- d hills. Vermont
has always been the
Gibraltar of the Republican party. Great
Democratic tidal waves have swept over
other States. But Vermont never wavers.
Tlie Republicans, as a matter of course,
elected their candidate for Governor, but
by a redueed majority. Ia Suptember,
lsso, the Republican majority was 26,(103,
but in the recent elocsion it has been re-

duced to about 21,000- -a falling olT in the
Republican majority of four years ago of
over 5000 votes. The same ratio of gains
in other States will give Cleveland all the
doubtful States and elect him by an over-
whelming majority of the popular vote.
Mr. Pingree, the Republican candidate
for Governor, is an exceptionally popular
man. He had no opposition in his own
party. But Mr. Blaine was a load too
heavy for him to carry. If an honest and
unobjectionable Republican candidate for
Governor loses oOUO votes on account of
his support of Blaine, is not presum-
able that in the Presidential election
Blaine will loso from 10,000 to 20,000
Republicans? When'disalTection begins
to show itself in a State as fanatical and
extreme as Vermont has been in its pol-
itics the country may look for a
complete revolution in other States.
The result in Vermont is the strongest in
dication that has yet manifested itself as to
the desire of the people for change in the
administration of tiie government Hon-
est Republicans see that their party no
longer represents the principles on which
it succeeded twenty-fou- r years ago that
it is no longer tho party of the men who

The Venerable Wcmau IVho Has De

Toted Her Life to the Caiwe of Ire-

land's Independence,

Is Hopeful of the Election of Grover
Clevelaad as President of tlie

Because lie is a Friend ot Ireland, the
Irish, and Will Do What He Law

fully Can for Them.

Naw York, September 4. Mrs. Delia F.
Stewart Parnell has been in this city for
several days. She is stopping at present
at No. 222 West Thirty-secon- d street.
There she was seen yesterday by a corre-
spondent of the She was
dressed in black, with nothing to relieve
its somberness but a gold chain, which
encircled her neck and depended to her
waist, where it was attached to a tiny
watch. Notwithstanding her advauced

ge she retains a youngish look, and she
is still a handsome woman and possessed
of extraordinary intellectual attainments.
In regard to her attendance at the great
Irish-Americ- demonstration at the
Academy of Music in favor of the regular
Democratic candidate for the Presidency,
she said it was not true, as had been
stated, that a delegate ot the Irish .Nation-
al Convention had secured her presence
there. She went of her own free Till, and
had not even received an invitation. Sha
would have addressed the immense gath-
ering if the honr had not been an lnta.
Aiter a lew minutes reflection, she re-
marked :

"Who have had time to forget that we
have a constitution when they say matters
are mixed? Our interests are increasing
and need a Democratic platform, support
ing the law and the Will of tba people and
not of the autocrat."

Your correspondent asked if her father,
the illustrious Admiral Stewart, had not
been all bis life a consistent Democrat and
made manr sacrifices for his party.

'ii)!e and incontrovertible proof, were
unheeded and he was executed. My son
is a strong Democrat. The success of the
Democratic party in this country, and the
spread of democratic or radical idea", as
they call them, ia England mean the
success of Ireland's cause, and my great
object all t hese years has been to get Irish
men aoroau ana at home to pull
UNITEDLY AND HARMONIOUSLY TOGETHER."

"Who of the candidates for the Presi-
dency do you favor?"

"I think Gov. Cleveland is the man for
the present crisis. The other leaders of
the Democratic party are fine men in their
way, but Cleveland, with his cool and
critical power of thought and the nicety
with which he weighs matters, is the man
wanted at the helm. He is
independent and discriminating. I never
saw him, but 1 judge of him by his past
record. rte tws proved nlmseTT to orthe
true friend of the people. The Demo-
cratic party has always been the friend of
the people, and a man who professes alle-
giance to it cannot help but be so. The
Republican party is just th9 contrary.
The members of the Irish National party
are mostly in favor of Blaine. It looks as
if the Clan-na-Ga- el would go over to him
in a body, but I hope they won't. They
will make a mistake if they do. In the el ami
that I take I think I am representing the
true interests of Ireland."

"If your son were here what attitude
would betake?"

"His connection with the National
League, which is made up of all parties,
would perhaps induce him to remain neu-
tral, lie is a Democrat, as I said before.
He has at heart the interests of the work-
ing classes. He is a great financier, ant?
understands the interests and require-
ments of trade and commerce. He has a
plank in the National League platform to
test the nationalization of the land. The
League now bnys up the vacated land,
rents it and collects the rents, which go to
defray the expenses of the League. That
was the plan which Davitt favored on a
more comprehensive scale. If it su ceeds,
the Irish leaders will have the land of Ire-
land in their own hands for the people."

"Has your son expressed an opinion in
regard to the plattorin of tne Democratic
party?"

"He is thoroughly in harmony with the
principles enunciated so ably, albeit so
briefly, in Cleveland's letter of acceptance.
As to twiBting the British lion's tail, he is
doin that himself." Mrs. Parnell con-
tinued: "lam looking for extraordinarily
marvelous almost miraculous changes.
I think England is going to become thor-
oughly radical.

TUB PRINCE or WALKS

has declared himself a Radical. He sees
that is the only boat in which he can sail.
He has always been a kind-hearte- goodr
natured man, whatever his other faults
may be. The changes that are taking
place in England and Ireland t rough the
spread of radicalism will harmonize the
interests of Ireland with this country.
The present position of the European
powers is based on the interests of their
own trade and commerce, and hostile to
the monopolies that Great Britain has es-
tablished. The evident tendency is to-
ward the destruction of monopolies, and
the general welfare of man' ind. Our
constitution was thoroughly democratic,
and a part of the policy aimed at the pre-
vention and suppression of corporate mo-
nopolies. Those who wander away from
the prniciples of the constitution and
teach other false doctrines are not serving
their country."

"How would you advise the Irish-America-

to vote in the forthcoming
elections?"

"I would earnestly advise them to vote
for Cleveland for the sake of their op-
pressed nation, and also for the sake of
the land of their adoption. --They have
nothing to expect from the Republican
party. That party has been dead against
them all along, and adverse especially to
the National party in Ireland. There
seems to be wrong leaven in it. The
Democrats have not been able to do any-
thing in twenty-fou- r years, but we know
what the antecedents of the party are and
the record which they made for seventy-fiv- e

veara and more. Let me call to vour
recollection a very important fact which
all Irishmen should know. In the cen-
tennial year my son and O'Connor Power
came to this country with an address from
the Irish nation to Grant, who was Presi-
dent then. They o tiered to him the ad-
dress, which only contained the expres-
sions of the good will of the Irish nation
to him, his government and his country.
What did he do? Receive it? By no
means ;

BE REFCSED TO RECEIVE IT.
It was subsequently presented to Con-
gress, and by that body, which was then
Democratic, it was accepted and an ap-
propriate response made. Gen. Grant, it
appears, rejected the address because he
found that if he acted otherwise he would
oll'end the British Ministers. The English
Ministers y are more afraid oi us
than we are of them. Whenever an Irish
national issue has been at stake it baa
been the Democratic party that has fought
for it. The Democrats displayed wisdom
in selecting Cleveland as thfir standard-beare- r.

He is the right man for the place,
being possessed of character, intelligence
and, whatia of supreme importance, hon-
esty. He is alive to the issues of the honr,
and can be trusted with the management
of affairs here."

"Are you honeiul of his success?"
"If he is not elected I will give up this

country in despair; 1 will despair of the
success of Ireland's cause."

Mrs. Parnell said, in tlie course of
further conversation, that the constitu-
tional policy which is being pursued by
her son is the only one suited to the time.
English trade is being injured ; but," said
she, "we ought to leave the enemy a
bruise to run over; that bridge will" be
Radical Republicanism. The Eastern
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question will eventually destroy imperial
rule in Europe."

In conclusion, Mrs. Parnell suggested
that certain Irish gocds, especially friezes,
should be admitted to this country free of
duty. She considered that such a course
would be mutually advantageous.

The
excitement incident, to ine laie ciate ana
county election was gradually dying away.
Upon inquiry, I learned that much "bad
blood" has existed, and still exists, among
the rank and file of the Democracy of the
county. Notwithstanding the county is
largely Democratic, Simon P. Hughes re-

ceived a majority of only 155 when it
should have been 400. A negro was
elected Representative over two Demo-
crats, who were aspiring for the same
office. A white Republican defeated
Maj. 8. S. Semmes by a majority
of 142 for county judge, and a
negro was elected over his white op-

ponent by a large majority for the oilice
of county assessor. Mr. Bard Edrington,
a popular gentleman, well known in Mem-

phis, candidate for prosecuting attorney,
received a majority of 847. Mr. Hugh R.
McVeigh, for clerk, beat his chief op-

ponent, J. O. Blackwood, Republican, by
320 majority. W. B. Haskins, well and
widely known in police and detective
circles, was by a majority of
nearly 600. There seems to be an ad-

mixture of legarthy and disaffection in
the rank and file of the Democrats of this
