STABBED TO THE HEART.

| A Plumber Hilled by am Usnknown
Negro on Jeferson Ntreef,

Hear FPourth—A Woman in the Cane
“T'%0 Arrests,

Abont 10 o'clock last night Joe Grimes,
a plumber, employed by J. W, X, Browne,
was stabbed to the heart on Jefierson
street near the corner of Foprth, by &
negro whoee name %as 1ol yet been ascer-
taine’l. ¥rom the statements of witnesses
it ippears that Grimes had been drinking
conwdorably, as is his habit, and in
tbhat condition started ont Jefferson
street toward the «circus. As  he
reached a point about filty yards
from the entrance, he ran against a
negro woman, who was wulkmg toward
Sevond street with a negro man. The lat-
ter halted and asked Grimes if he meant
to insult the woman. Grimes replied that
he did not,and the darky replitd that if
he did e wonld ¥nock his head off.

“You had better put up your dukes if
you are going to talk that wey,” said
Grimes, squaring himself for a fight. The
darky drew back, and one or two pergons
who were stacding about supposed he in-
tended simply to use his fists, He struck
out once and then ran off, the woman fol-
lowing rapidly. Grimes gave no signs
of having been hurt, wslked on
nearly to the entrance of the circus, turned
and staggered back about ten alepa, then
pulled uwp his shirt with one hand and
called out, “Boys, 1'm gone!"” James Carr
Fwho 8 near, caught him as he fell and
lnid him on the gronad. Dr. J. E. B'ack,
who happened to be in the ne hborbnod
was summoned, arriving on the scene a
minute or two after Grimes fell; He put
his ear to his breast and thought he felt a
slight pulsation, but before he could send
for restoralives life had vanished. The
wonnd was inflicted by the large blade of
a knife, penetrating the heart, The mur-
dered man was about thirty-tive years of
age, and came here several months ago
from St. Lonis. He had no lamily.
