Mrs. Wainwright carried her hand to
her hair with a8 quick, nervous motion,
raised her eves slowly from the corpse,
and then drawing a deep bieath answered
with a strong efiort at caimness: “‘I don't
know. I do not think it looks like him.”

Then followed & namber of geestions by
the coroner, in the conrse of which Mrs.
Wainwright quickly regained her com-
posure. 85 e could not be got to say that
the body was that of her husband or that
it was not. A gearon the brides of the
nose and one on the toot of the corpse
were pointed out to her, She admitted
that her hushand had had such scars,
Certain irregulacities in the teeth were
also similar to those of her husband’s
teeth,

BY THEIR FATHER'S BODY.

After Mrs. Wainwright had been sent
away her daughter Emma wes led in.
Emma Wainwright is twenty-three years
old, tall and very pale, with very black
eyes. Asshe was led forward two jurors
stood between her and the corpse, ob-
sirncting her view. Asthey stepped aside
she was suddeanly brought face to lace with
the corpse.

“*Is that the body of your father, James
Wainwright 7" asked tha coroner,

There was no answer to the guestion.
The girl stood with dilated eves, hloodless
lis and a face in which terror was most
vividly depicted. An instant later she
wheeled around, uttered a piercing cry,
and seizing the sheriff ¢lurg to him with
frantic desperation. Shriek followed
ghriek. The girl was in hvsterics.

James Whainwright's three son=s were
next brought forward to identify the
corpse. They behaved with much cool-
ness, displaying no emotion whatever.
As George bent over the cornse the re-
semblan e between him eod the dead
man was plainly noticeable. All the sons
identifiéd the body as that of their father.
T'he body was also ijentified by Joseph
Wainwrnight, biother of the decessad, Ex-
Sheriff Robbins and a nomber of citizans
who had khown James Wainwright inti-
mately. The taking of testimony we1 then
adjourned, and a past-mortern examinsation
by Drs. Mariin and Carmichael was began.
The post-mertem examination showed that
Wainwright had been shot twice—once in
the back and once in the head. The
weapon used was apparently a shotgan,
and it had been loaded with bnlleis of a
small caliber and also with buckshot. In
the opinion of the doctors death must have
followed very gquickly upon the infliction
of the wounds.

A PATHETIC EFISODE.

Prior to the coroner’s ingnest a painfal
scene had been gracted in the jail where
Elison K. Rockwali liea charged with the
murder of James Wainwright, Rockwell
is & widower and the father of two un-
married danghters, aged respectively
eighteen and twenty years, One of these
danghters is away from Toms River on a
vigit to Brooklyn. The other daughter,
Miss Lizzie Rockwell, was at home when
her father wes arrested, having just re-
turned from a trip to some [riends in
another town. The story of her
father's arrest wrs jealously kept from
her as far ae posesible. At last, when
reticence wos no longer practicable, the
news was broken to her as pently us pessi-
bie by Mr. Joseph W. Shinn, a friend of
the family. The girl insisted upon going
at once to her faiber, and Mr. Shinn drove
her in his carrizge to the jail. The girl
struggled bravely to maintain her com-
posure as she overwhelmed her father
with caresses, When the time came when
they munst part, Rockwell said to her, with
forced cheerfulness: 'Lio not worey, my
dear, ahout thi=s matter. It will all come
right, I suppose. 1 am innocent——"

well-known antagecnism petween Wain-
wright and his family aod the strange
¢bnduct of his sons in the first few days
following his disappearance constitute the
gronnd of suspicion againsi them.

The evidence against the Thompsous is
purely ol a circunistantial character. On
the day following Wainwright's disa
pearance young Thompson, it is sllegL\T
made the following remark to Charles
Wainwright while passing through the
woods near the spot where Wainwright
was shot. down “Therg is the place
% bere your isther was killed !"

He menaged
the eogine of the Moni'or in her fight
with the Merrimac, having to be bhrought
to the deck between timey b caunse of
fainting in the cloe almozphere of the
engine-room. He wes ignorant which way
the battle was going until the victory was
won. When rssistant engincer of a irigate
in the war he was publicly thankad by the
Secretary of the Navy for his heroic con-
duct during a fire on the ship. When the
crew wes inclined to abandon her he
threatened to brain any man who sttempt-
ed to pass him on the gangway, where he
bad sfationed himself.
