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T steamship Naros cleared yesterday
at New Orleans for Antwerp with 150,000
bushels of bulk grain, the largest carge
ever taken from that perf.”

On
the whole things may be said to be look-
ing up & little, The gloom that has hung
over ua since May is beginning to disap-
pear, The receipts of cotton since the lst of
Beplember foot up 4405 bales, against 12,-
878 bales same time last season. The
price of middling declined yesterday to
nine and five-eighths cents, and tending
.down,against ten and one-eighths cents the
sume day last season when prices were ad-
vancing. The stock of cotton on hand
vesterday was 7240 bales, against 4740
balen the same day last week, and agninst
11,856 bales the same time last season.
