wheat market. The volume of business
hias largely increased, and there seems to
be a growing confidence in the fature of
this grain. The “pit,” which for many
weeks has been spmel y attended, is now
daily crowded to its utmost capacity, in-
dicatling a revival of interest in the trade.
The movement from first hands is light,
and should this feature continue a hard-
ening tendency in values is predicted,
while should receipts materially increase,
many operators declare the trade here
would grow restive and a reaction occur.

“1 feel, however,” said George Brine,
this morning, “that the time has passed
when any serious decline from present

rices need be feared, and I look for &

igher range as the season advances.
Numerous reports from the winter whea:
belt seem to contirm the quite general ex-
pectation of de reased wheat acreage, and
while nothing definite on this point can
for some time be known, I think the re-
cent depression in values all over the
world must certainly curtail seeding of
wheat everywhere, current prices oﬂ'urlng
no inducement for its production.”

Provisiona are active, both for cash and
futare delivery, and lard is the favorite
article, but ribs attract a good deal of sat-
tention. Pork, except for cash, is hardly
mentioned, and quotations are merely
nominal.
