making a study of the beet sugar industry
of ties countries, and of the nroceraes

The Governor said: "The
ugar industry in these countries is in a

very much muddled condition. The gov-
ernments have subsidized the manui'ac
uro np to that point where it does not

pay the cost of production. The price ol
sugar in the London market to-da- y is
about ten shillings a hundred weight,
while the cost of production in Germany
is about $u or twenty'onr shilling
a hundred Weiaht. buear making
in Germany is chiefly cariied on by the
farmers, who have clubbed together,
organized their companies and divided tha
atock among themselves. Each farmer
binds himself to grow at least three and
one-ha- lt acres of beets for each share of
stock he holds, subject to fine if he fails to
do si. The result is that most of them
ror more- - than the minimum acreage

The mills buy the beels at twentv-:w- o

marks (the equivalent of twenty-tw- o

shillings) a ton. They par a tax to the
German government of sixteen marks a
ton, and the cost ot manufacture amounts
ti about ten marks a ton, making the total
cjat ot production forty-ele- marks per
ton. A ton of beets produces 200 pounds
ot sugar, so that the cost of angar is twer-t- y

four marks (about b!x (hilliugn) per 100
pounds. The ann ial product of Germai fii about K0,0Kj tons of sugir. The

subsidy is given in the form of a
rebate of the tax on a'.l sugar that is ex-
ported. As this is really a premium on
tho exportation of sugar, the article is
actually much higher priced in Germany
than it is in England, and about thret-fourt-

of the product is exported. Still,
the article does not pay the cost of pro-
duction, and the problem just now present-
ed to the manufacturers is how tj reduce
that coet. It can be salved only by reduc-
tion of the price oi beets.to which, however,
the farmer, who are the real mill owner,
strenuously object, and the reduction of
the tax on beets. The methods em-
ployed in the manufacture of sugar are
greatly anperior to ours. The beets are
not crushed, as is Oar cane, but are cut
into thin slips and treated under a system
of dilfusion, in which the principle of
osmose is applied. In that system the
slips of beet are subjected to repeated
drenshinga of hot water, until a chemical
left of beet sub&tanee shows that every
particle ot sugar has been extracted
Consequently there is do waste of sugar
as there is in tho grindiag of cane. The
ii ii usion system can be applied to cane

a'so, but the cane will have to be cut in
slips instead of being ground. I am in
formed oy letters l have received that Dr.
Lorin?, the head o! the Department of
Agriculture, is now erectinsF a hittnrv for
the trial of the diffusion system on my
plantation in Louisiana."
