The repablic in France,
and coocessons to the popular demands
in En:and, have saved those countries
from dangers paging elsewhere, but Eng-
land iy pronouncing rsenienzce npon ita
House of Lords and its nobility, and with
them upon the slavery of class distine-
tion. In Germany Lhere are ominons
signs of coming trouble. The achjavi-
monts of the army under the Emperor
and Hlsmarok keep their rule cdmpara-
tively secare. They sre old men and ¢an
ba borne with for a few years, but when
they are gone Germans will assert their
righta to freedom, to deliverance from the
harsh hand of arbitrary power. The signg
of the approaching tempest are showing
themsslves in that country. Allthe power
of the Emperor and all the jinesss of the
indomitgble will of Bismarck have been
exeried to the ptmost for years to put
down Boclallsm. Tyramoaops new laws
have bLeen puacted againgt thep; they
have been imprisoned and exiled, and
with what resalt? At the elegtion just
cloged in Garmany mare socialists were
olgctgd than ever belore. Imperial Ber-
lin, the city of the court and the home of
the no%les, has, for the grgt time, elected
8 Boci dlist. ‘Such events show whitaer the
curraal jende. And ourselves, are we
free from the possihility of danger from a
people indignant againgt wegng? Therich
grow 1icher and the poor pootgr—miilisn~
slres lift wp their destructive heads, and as
they increase, penury, want, destite-
tion, hesrirending distress aad pitifol
hunger increase, and the people are
beginning to cry out sgainst the tyranny
of wronz. Thote who have opportunity
(o ge 2 a wide list of newspapers know that
the cry is going up daily, sometimes in the
accenis of restrainod emotion, sometimes
in tho ontspoken tones of {kyeat.
