Tha clearings of the week ending Octe-
ber 25th showed improvement over the pre-
vions week, the former was 28.4 per cent.

The clearings of five prineipal
cities—New York, Boston, Philadelphia,
Baltimore and 8t, Louis—flve days
later, to Ooctober Bist, show & de-
erease  in  their apgregate clearings
of 422 per cent. against the same
date & year before, The comparison hence
is less favorable than that of the week
ending October 25th ; the change is attribut-
ed o the agitation caused by the presiden-
tial election. If that theory be correct, it
will ba conflrmed by an advance of busi-
nesi activity when the election is over.
