miacionerof Indian Affairs, is a moat in-

teresting ducuoient and "well worthy of
the attention of all who feel kindly for
the race that is dying out under the press
ure of the injustice that has so long been

"dealt out. to it The. Commissioner
says that daring the year more Indiana
than before are living in bouses and fewer
in toiieeat more are cultivating the soil
and fewer engaging in hunting. There
are also more carpenter's, blacksmith's and
other mechanical shops. There are more
Indians trying to gain a living by industry
and fewer attending the scalp dance and
sun dance. Several hundred more are at-

tending the industrial schools provided
for them, whore they are fitting them-
selves to promote civilization among their,
race. Within the past year many Indians,
with their own earnings, have purchased
machinery aud agricultural implements,
and are making efforts to support their
families by agriculture. The Commis-
sioner foresees a not distant future when
the Indian, by the aid of schools and
other civilizing influences now at length
extended to him, will be able to take caie
of himself without depending upon the
government. The appropriation made
ior the Indians is too small. The er

tutys: "The Indiana actually
get of' the money belonging to the gov-

ernment, to feed and clothe them, only
about $7 per annum per capita, or a frac-
tion less than tw'o cents a, day for each
Indian. It takes from the Treasury of
the government $100 a year fir each sol-di- et

in our army, whose chief business it
is to seo that peace is preaervt d on the
frontier, while it takes from the same
source for each Indian only $7." To sup-

ply the means oi clvilizini? the I uJiang
and inducing them to engage in regular
labor would, in the end, cost far lera than
$1000 a year soldiers, rendered necessary
by their barbarism. The Indian is not
alone rejpongiblofor his Blow progrets.
Our laws are not sufficiently rigid against
those who supply them with liquor.
cases when creatures engaged in this
fiend Uih traffic have been prosecuted at an
expense of $100 to $500, the convicted
scoundrel has been let loose to pursue his
vile avocation again on paying $1 fine and
enduring one day's imprisonment. That
is a specimen of the way in which the
United States cares for the welfare of "the
wards of the nation." The Commissioner
recommends a fine of $'00 and an itupris
onment of two years, and every good man
knows such a penalty is none too severe.
The Commissioner adds that "the Indians
themselves complain of the government
allowing while men to furnish liquor
to their people, and in some cases do all
in their power to cure this evil by severely
punishing their own people who indulge
in the use of intoxicating liquors." In
some of the Indian agencies courts have
been established where Indian offenses
are dealt with, and the results 'have
proved very beneficial. They are well
received by the Indians, the decisions are
respected and enforced quietly, but the
judgoa are underpaid. The Commissioner
thinks that at lest they might be allowed
$--

"0 a month, a very modest elaim. Theee
courts have been instrumental in abolish-
ing many pernicious customs. By properly
sustaining them the Commissioner believes
that, in a few years, polygamy and the
degrading dancing festivals aould be
abolished, Indian police orgauixa-doin- g

tions are much good, they
3o their duties impartially, arrest- -
ing chief, warrior, or those of low
degree, or white offenders quietly and
with equal impartiality. The establish-
ment of schools among the Indians is go-

ing on, and some progress haa been made
in enforcing compulsory education. It haa
proved successful in four of the agencies,
and the beat results may be expected from
teaching the young Indian how to work
and maintain himself intelligently. The
compulsion consists in withholding ra-

tions or annual payments. On the whole
it is evident that, if the country will do its
duty toward the Indian, he may be made

useful citixen instead of remaining a
burden.

There in no more important matter con-nrte- 4

with the improvement of the con-
dition of the South than that of varying
ics productions. The grain growers of the
North aro now apprehending the same
fact, and the more intelligent of them are
urging upon the attention of agrieultur
ists there that "all wheat," like "all cot-
ton," is destructive to the interest of the
grower. In varying his crop we recom-
mend to the care of the grower attention
to th,e vegetation of his own garden and
of the fields and woods,and eminences and
bottoms around him. We see by an En-gi- h

journal that in East Kent the farmers,
who cannot grow in competition with our
own farmers, are assiduously seeking out
products that can profitably be substi-
tuted for wheat. Among other things,
they are this season growing large
crops of lavender and peppermint,
with a view to extracting their oils,
which are articles of value. Experi-
mental trials, made near the ancient city
M Canterbury, have proved so satisfactory

Great Deatrnetlon ef Property No loan

Farthkb PoiKT.yorember 5. A fearful
snow and wind storm from the east has
been raging since midnight along the
coaRt, and averages seventy miles per
hour. The sea is tremendous, and hits
CTOfsed the higways and inundated fields
in all the parishes along the coast here.
The l ighthouse and telegraph office are
completely surrounded by the raging
waves. The roads are all undermined,
and the watch-hous- e here and several
small buildings near here and at Iii
inaski were carried away. A great num-
ber of people have vacated the buildings
at Kimaski, and much uneasiness
will be felt about t's tide if
the storm does not go down before
then. The Inter-Coloni- al railroad track
roadway washed away between Rimaski
and Jtuc. o lives were lost so far as is
known.

Chafiea Ji Faulkner, who acted as Min
ister to Franca from the United States
during the last year ot President Buch-
anan's administration, died at lhe old
Bovd homestead, Boydville, W. Va., early
Saturday morning, after a lingering ill-

Mr. Faulkner leaves a widow ana a large
family of children, among whore are the'
Hon. . Boyd Faulkner, 'a leading law'yer

Berkeley county, W. Va.; Judge
Charles James Faulkner, of the Circuit
Court of West Virginia; Mrs. Thomas 8.
Bocock, Mrs. Joel W. Flood and Mrs. W.

Love, of Virginia; Mrs. McSherry, of
Marti nab org; Mrs. J. P. Campbell, of
Kentucky, and Mrs. Fierce, of New York.

Mr. Faulkner was born in Berkeley
county, Va., in 1806, and lost both his
parents when very young, tie araaiea
hard, however, ana in ia.j naa sacceeaea
in qualifying himself for admission to the
Virginia bar, 'of which he was afterward
to become one of the most prominent
leaders. In 1832 Mr. Faulkner first en-
tered public life, taking hia seat in the
Virginia House of Delegates. President
Jackson had just issned his famous "proc
lamation of force." wniea boldly asserted
the supremacy of the United States gov
ernment over that of any State, and vonng
Faulkner, seeing in the temper of the po
litical factions the seeds ot a contest on
the slavery question, submitted to the
Legislature and advocated a preposition
for the gradual abolition of slavery in
Virginia, by declaring that all children. i . r. ti i i o in
should be free. His proposition was voted
down, but it did not prevent his c-

tion in the louowing year, idb aoouuou
ernaada began in 133. and Mr. Faulkner
then became a bitter opponent to the
Northern idea.

for fonr sncessi re terms. In 1856 he was
a member ot the Cincinnati Convention
which nominated Buchanan, and when
Mr. Buchanan was inaugurated he ten-rlere- d

Mr. Fanlkflef the mission to France.
He declined the office because he would
not disturb an old personal friend, tbe
Hon. John Y. Mason, who then held the
position. Mr. Mason died, however, in
1859,and the mission being again tendered
to MrTFaulkner he accepted it and took
np his residents in Parisf

While acting as Minister td Franco Air.
Faalkner secured the admission for thti
first time by the French government of
the right of expatriation, and through his
efforts naturalized citisens of this conn-tr- y

were accorded the right to visit the
land of their birth without molestation or
fear of military espionage. Daring his
service the arffied conflict betceen the
North and South became imminent,
and the sympathies of NafWleon were
early enlisted on the side of tbe South.

On Mr. Lincoln being inaugurated Mr.
Faulkner was recalled, bnt after settling
his accounts with the government he was
about to leave for his home in Martins-bur- g,

Vs., when he was arrested and
thrown into prison. He appealed to the
Secretary of War.old Simon Cameron, who
told him he was held as a hostage for the
safety of James McGraw, State Treasurer
of Pennsylvania, captured at the battle of
Bull Run.

After being confined in Washington for
a month; Mr. Faulkner was transferred to
Fort Lafayette, in New York harbor.
While imprisoned here he was offered his
liberty on condition of taking the oath of
allegiance to the United States. He re-
fused to accept a release on these terms,
insisting that aa he had been guilty of no
offense he would submit to no conditions.
As a result of this he was transferred from
the custody of the Secretary of War to
that of the Secretary of State as a political
prisoner, and removed to Fort Warren, in
Boston harbor. After quite a long con-
finement Mr. Faulkner was finally ex-
changed for Congressman Ely, of New
York, who had been captured while a
spectator at the battle of Bull Run, and
was held prisoner in Richmond. Then he
joined the Confederate forces as a staff
officer of Gen. Stonewall Jackson, and
served until the close of the war, which
found him near Appomattox, when
Gen. Lee surrendered. Tbe State ef
West Virginia had been carved out of
the Old Dominion when Mr. Faalkner re-
turned to his home. There were new men
at tbe helm and a new order of things
generally. The sting of war had left its
rankling in the statutes of the new State,
and ba found himself not only debarred
from the rights of citissnsbip, but even
from practing his profession as a lawyer,
as the penalty ot having borne arms
against his country. It was not until June,
1872, that his politisal disabilities were re-

moved, and two years later he was elected
to the House of Representatives. At the
close of his term in 1877 he declined a re-

election in order to become a candidate
for th United States Senate, but for this
position be was defeated in the Legislature.
He afterward tried to secure the nomina-
tion for Governor of West Virginia, but
was again'defeated by a combination of
hostile interests, and after that he retired
permanently from pnblic life.
