return to Greenville and make s thorongh
investigation into her conduct. In all my
experience I have never seen such a look
of hopeless despair as camo into her face
at this annonncement.

“Instantly upon onr departure from
Gireenville the scandal burst into a flame.
Investigation was barsly necessary. Facts
of the most positive character, attested by
proois of the most positive nature, cams
to my knowledge without being sought.
I fought to the very last for my poor
wife's fame. Thoogh the evidence was
overwhelming, I still maintained her in-
nocence. The fiercest hattle was with
myself, my judgment finally surrendering
to my love.

Bhe conlessed
the awful truth and begged my forgive-
nesy. Her letters in my possession tell
the etory. She was not bad. She intend-
ed no wrong. Bhe lost ber will under
the intluence of a villain, possessed of a
strange power, which God in his wisdom
has clothied in mystery. She went strange-
Iy, like one being led while asleep iuto
the abysa.”

Aftertheconfession Capt. Johnson came
to Indianapolis and had an interview with
his wifa relative to their property and the
futare of their son. It was evident that
the wife expected her husband to condone
her [ault, but he left without communicat-
ing to her his intentions. That night she
wrote him a letter, as follows:

“I have done as you requested—given
up everything into yoar hands, I intrust
you with every defense that I Lave., 1
send you all the letters yon have wiitten,
all the promises you have made. I leaye
myself nothing, not even the few kiad
words that were to me so precious in
them. I bave broughton youa hard fate,
but what is mine? While you will have
sympathy, I will have condemnation, for
who ever heard of sympsthy with a
woman under such circumstances, no
matter what her plea? Her only defense
is proved innocence, and that is denbied,
If you would tell me what you propose to
do I t help and remove some ol-
stacle. ore might be some minor fact
thot yet might be imporuaoe. 1 do mnot

o vonceal anything now,"”

As & postacript to thisshe wrote; “There
is nothing for me to save by staying, and
I have suflfered enough by not going be-
fore. I have humiliated myself to no pur-
pose. So now farewell, and may God have
the mercy that ull on earth refuse.” The
next morning she was found dead in her
bed. It was supposed that Mrs. Johnson's
suicide was diae to temporary insanity
until her husband’s friends were forced by
her relatives to tell sume portions of his
story in self-defense. After his wife's
funeral Onpt. Johnson, who had sworn to
kill Henry, went to Tennessee and re-
mained there, cstensibly on a hunling ex-
pedition, until he had found the man
whom he songht. Great interest is felt
here in the approaching trial.

A WOMAN MURDERED

By an Spiritunl Medium, to Whose Mn-
nipulations She Hnad Subjected
Hernell,

Mount Verxox, O., November 24.—A
sensation has rtncentiy transpired here
arousing to great excitement the residenta
of the townships of Colleze and Howard,
six miles east of here. Your correspond=-
ent went on a tour of investigation with
the following results: For several months
the community has been torn up by the
visit and teachings of a Spiritualist. " One
of the converis was George Burris,a well-
to-do farmer, aged about fifty years, and
weighing about 200 pounds. One day last
week a convert named Mrs. Barah
Walker, nged about thirty years, and
weigling less than 100 pounds, who had
been suffering from inflammation of the
bowele, was persuaded by friends to per-
mit Buarris to administer to her wante. He
came and declared that the evil spirit of
Dick Lybarger, who had been dead about
five years, had entered her person and
was causing all the tronble., Thereupon
he went into a trance, when be claimed to
be nnder the influence of a Choctaw
Indian, and while in this condi-
tion said he would endeavor to
cast ont the evil epirit permeating
the woman. He began by kneeling
on her abdomen, and then transferring his
power to other portions of her bedy, be-
gan his efforts to eliminate the evil one by
using his muscle+ on her face, head, spine
and hips. The woman died on Wednes-
day, but 8o carried away were her friends
by the spiritual craze that they refused
neighbors and friends permission to enter
the house., In the meantime they claimed
that she had only been in a trance; that
her jaws moved and eyes opened. All the
time the lapiritual cran bk Burris had been
exerting his powers, but to no purpose.
On Saturda ?a.;t the neighbors, becomi
exasperated beyond endurance, repo
the case to the coroner, who promptly re-
sponded.

y and it showed that the woman had
been a sufferer from peritonitis, and also
developed that her face, head, sh
spine and hips were black
fraom the “apiritnal” treatment adminise
tered by Burrie. It was developed that
the woman had been confined two months
ago and had vever since been able to leave
her bed. The coroner and physiciaus who
conduacted the autopsy express the opinion
that desth was caused by the treatment
administered by Burris.
