At the start, provisions, which since tbe
culmination of Armour's gigantic pork
corner have been neglected by soeculators,
suddenly developed an extraordinary
amount of lifa. Oeorge Brine attempted
to cover some 1000 or so barrels of short
pork, and tbe difficulty he experienced in
getting it together, with rumors that Fa-
vorite was buying for Armour, caused a
scramble among the crowd, who had sold
what they did not have. Cudah7, Hutch-
inson and the other packers, however, ap-
peared loath to part with any of their hold-
ings, and sold in' small parcels, as if it
were precious stuff. Their prices were
advanced about a dollar, but iust as the
floating crowd of room traders, who
drift about the floor taking flying
deals ia times of excitement, had made
up their minds that strong parties were
getting under the market to stay, sales sud-
denly became free and values started on
the down grade. As usual, the packers
had caught the outsiders both ways. Still
pork barrels are easily counted and com-
mission houses that have sent men out for
that purpose report the stock of new pork
m store to be only about i ,uuo Darreis.
This, in connection with the fact that the
recent purchases made by the twoor three
large firms controlling the market are
estimated at 250,0. .0 barrels, gives the out-
look rather a bullish aspect. Many
operators, however, are suspicious.

"I am advising my customers to let pro-
visions entirely alone," said H. J. Britton

"The market is seldom or never
free from manipulation. The manufact-
urers of the article control it, and when-
ever there is enough trading to make it an
object they will push prices either up or
down.""

Wheat started fairly firm. Lester was
still buying, and a small army of tailers
had joined him, but prices went up hard,
especially after the announcement of
the 1,750,000 increase in the visible sup-
ply.
