HISTORICAL CLOSE VOTES.

Early Contests which are Becorded for
‘Their Closenons,

Newark (N. J.) Press:  As early as 1824,
in the contest between Adams and Jack-
son, there was a difference of only 106 in
Maryland’s vote on these two candidates
in favor of Adams. Four years later that
State voted on these two candidates, and
though there were nearly 25,000 addition-
al votes divided beiween them, Adams
still led by 1181. 1In 1832, when Clay and
Jackson were the rival candidstea, Dela-
ware gave Clay but 1866 more votes than
Jackson got, and in Maryland there was
an actual diflerence of only four votes,
Olay gesting 19,160 and Jackson 19,156,
The vote in New Jersey that year stood,
Clay, 32302; Jackson, 28,859, a tritling,
et all-important, ditfference of 464 voles.

Between
Clay and Polk, in 1844, there was a differ-
ence in Louisiana of 701 votes, in New
Jersey 523, and in Tennessee, Polk’s bome,
Clay led him by just 113 votes. In 1848,
between Taylor and Cass, the difference
hetween votes for the two was: In Ala-
bamwa, 981: in Delaware, 523; in Iowa,
1009 ; in Missisgippi, 614, and in Virginis,
1462,

The race of Pierce against Scott in 1852
was correspondingly cloge in some States,
the advantage being in Delaware only
twenty-five voles, in Louisiana 1302, in
North Carolina 686, and in Tennessee 1880,
In the memorable and remarkabls contest
of 1860 Lincoln had only 657 votes the
better of Douglas in California. In 1864
McQlellan got 612 more votes than Lin-
coln in Delaware. In California in 1868
Grant received bat 506 wore votes than
Seymour, and in Oregon but 164 majority.
In 1872 again, between Greeley and Grant,
Delaware held her party votes within 909
of each other.

Address of Wolcome by Bishop Andrews

Prayer wss offered by the Rev. Mr.
Gardner, of Canada.

Bishop Anpdrews made an address of
weicome. He said in the city of Balti-
more the first sociely was organized, the
first chspel bnilt,and in 1784 the first
conference held. At that daythe Balti-
more Conference sent missionaries to
Nova Beotia, and the Church had spread
throogh Canada and New Engiand, to the
Sonth and throngh the West to the Pa-

cific.

The Rev. Dr. McFerrin, of the Chureh
South, made a responss, He said he was
the only one present from the Souath who
attended the General Conferences as a
delegate in 1536 and 1840 He loved the
Methodist doctrine of justification by faith,
and he hoped the Church would never
depart from it.
