AH IXPOBTAIT MOVEHKKT.
Those who have lived long enough to

remember are well aware that.'before the
United States required that steamboat en
gineers should pass examination and re-

ceive license to ply their avocation,
steamboat explosions were frequent and
often terrible. Since the licensing system
has been in operation similar accidents
have become rare. When the licensing
system was proposed it was objected to as
unnecessary, on the ground that the in
tercets of the steamboat owners was
sufficient safeguard against the employ
ment of incompetent engineers. That
the argument was is proved
by the decrease of steamboat explosions
bince the measure to secure competent
engineers has been in operation. The
fact wu that the temptation to employ
cheap engineers overcame other consider-
ations. The same error abounds in the
employment of engineers in factories,
workshops elsewhere. There is in
such cases risk of life and property as there
is on the water, yet no examination
ia made and no license required in the
case of engineers employed on land. A
committee, appointed at the last meeting
of the National Association Stationary
Engineers at Baltimore, ba drawn up
memorial to Congress apon this subject,
and none know as well as the engineers
themselves the need of legislating upon
the subject. They say that more than
ninety per cent of the steam boiler ex-

plosions in this country are the direct and
legitimate result of the employment of in-

competent and unskilled engineers illit
erate men, uneducated even in the funda
mental theories of generation and nppl:
cation of steam, as well as of the me- -
chanictl appliances under their control.
They ask that there be the same protec
tion for life and property on land as on
water; that examination and license be
required in one case asinthe other. They
also acknowledge it is necessary that
each State should introduce this national
system as well as the central government.
