Among the great variety ot epitaphs
whoso perusal has occupied many an hour
of mv leisure, there are a few of which
wo will take note.

Here ia one which recalls the first trage-
dian of his day. Hour strange it is to
think of the cheers and encores; of tbe
crowded pit, box and gallery ; the music,
uasel and mock ?rown,and tbe triumphs,
in connection with the grave. With such
thoughts I read tbe inscription which
mils that this monument waa "Krected to
the memory of Geerge F. Cooke by Kd-rau-

Kean." Cooke and Kean ere
rivals, and played against each other
niKht after night on the London stages.
Cooke's fame spread to America, where he
came and played with great brilliancy m
til sudden death, ended his career. The
funeral ai:lrg passed down Broadway,
and '.he old Park Theater beheld the great
star that had graced ks boards setting for
ever in the grave. Kean visited America
some years after, and finding the crave of
his rival neglected and unhonored, with a
sympathy which speaks volumes for hia
better nature, erected at once this stately
monument. Twenty-fiv- e years later, when
Kean, too, had laid aside the mask and
Cut off tbe sock and buskin, and death

silenced all their rivalries, Kean's son
repaired the monument and renewed his
father's generosity.

Near the southeast corner of the grounds
ia the name of Col. Robinson, the owner
of the house on the banks of the Hndson,
where Benedict Arnold met Maj. Andre
to perfect their plan of treason. Another
inscription recalls the days of 1776; it is
in memory ot Sienr do Rochefontaine,
one of our earliest French allies. A pair
of slabs, laid aide by aide, excite pecu'iar
emotions and suggest the inquiry why
that unity should ever have been broken.

One to the memory 01 Nai. John i.ucas,
of the Georsia Line, Army of the Revolu
tion, the other to Mii. Job Sumner, of
the Massachusetts Line of the same army.
Alas ! that Georgia and Massachusetts
should have seen the time when they
greeted each other with shot and shell in
the madness of the deadly conflict.

A little to tbe right of toe rear entrance
of the chapel ia the tomb of John Holt,
the printer, an of Williams-
burg, owner and printer of the famous
New 1 orx trtuette. Ha dared dety the
Kina'a authority, and was obliged to fly
from New York, but taking his press with
him to continued to publish it until the
close ol the war, from varioua secluded
points.

Of all the storied urns and graven eulo-
gies, none are more eloquent than a
broken, time-wor- n stone. The inscription
haa been blurred and effaced by time, but
some affectionate hand has attempted to
resist the march of oblivion by the letters
coarsely done in black with a painter's
brush. ''My Mother."

To the south o! the church rises the

yer Ireland ever produced. He was exiled,
and came to New York in 1S04, and estab-
lishing himself in his profession, soon be-

came famous, not only as an advocate, but
in giving immortality to Irish genius. To
tho north of the church is another impos-
ing column to Kmmeit'a om patriot, Dr.
MacNeven, who came about the same time.

A salute was fired, and the ashes of the
venerated hero and departed husband
passed on, but the spartan widow, over-
come by the tender emotions of the mo
ment, had swooned and fallen. Mingled
with her private anguish was the gratifi
cation of knowing that such honors rarely
are ever paid an individual by a republic.

The
Hon. Martin I. Townsend arrived from
New York to-da-y and proceeded to the
White House, where he had an interview
with the President. It was Townsend
who put Mr. Arthur in nomination before
the Chicago . Convention, and he h
ranked as one of the President's warmert
friends and most confidential advisers.
He said at the Arlington y

that there would - be no doubt of
Mr. Arthur's election if he would
come out squarely a ' announce bis can
didacy. The purpose of his visit here js
to join with other friends who have pre
ceded him in urging the President to make
the race. He says that the President ade
sire for-th- e nomination, if it is practiccjly
unanimous, cannot be realized, but that
that he can be elected by a close vote,; if
he win authorize tne U9e ot his name.

It is believed here that Mr. Arthur will
enter the race with the chances in his fa
vor, bat with success by no meane as
sured. The declaration of Warner Miller
that he would not, under any circum
stance;, combine with the friends of Ar
thur, is looked on as a rather ominous an
nouncement, aa it was expected that Sen-
ator Miller would take himself and at least
a small following to the President. With
the support of Miller and his HalTBreed
associates, the Stalwart defection from
Mr. Arthur would have been more
than offset. As it is the chances of Mr,
Morton have suddenly grown brighter,
and the Half-Bree- here in Congress be
lieve that his election is almost assured.
