vided a reasonable amount in value of the
creditors of the city of Memphis shall in
dicate a willingness to accept the terms of
compromise shown in said act.

Kaolved, That it is also the sense of
this council that the compromise with the
creditors ot the city of Memphis should

that it is the sense of this council that if
the creditors shall push their supposed
remedy by mandamus to a final ju !gmeut,
in tbe c tirts of last resort, and &ucb judg
ment Bhall bo against them, the compro
mise exiencea to and accepted bv other
creditor oeiore such final
ahoniu not be left open to them after eucn
adverse result.

Retolrtd. That the president of the Board
of Fire and Police Commissioners be, aud
neis nereby instructed, to address to each
of the creditors cf the city of Memphis a
circular, inclosing a copy tf these resolu
tions, a lull statement, of all that was done
under the compromise act of 1S83. and
such o'.ber f icts as he may deem material,
and get from the creditors an expression
of their willingness or r to
accept a compromise on the terms pre-
scribed in said act of 1SS3; and that tbe
president cf said board shall submit to the
council from time to time such informa
tion i.s he shall deem material to farther
action on this subject.'

Adopted.
