Fargason A Co., told him not ten days ago that

Now, these
holders of the building company's stock have a
right to be beard, and it is of vital interest to
them that tbe next administration of the Cotton
Exchange be pledged, and in no equivocal man-
ner, in favor of the new Exchange. Very few Of
Mr. Crawford's strongest supporters have any
stock in it. and mo.t ot them none. Mr. Craw-
ford nor his firm have not a single dollar in it.
Mr. Fulmer plainly eavs he does n-- want the
presidency at the cost of a contest, and will sup-
port any man who ran be elected who has stock
in and has or will work for the success of the new
Exchange bntldins: the proer opening oi
which be considers the most important mark of
progress and enterprise in the eity, and that it
elevates the dignity f the merchants more than
anything ule, and that he will oppo'e any man
who is arainstitto the vary last.

Mr. Wrs f. Cram rortt's Candidacy.
An Appeal "reporter havine heard

rumors in connection with Mr. Wes J.Crawford's
candidacy for president of the Cotton Exchange,
that, in case of his eUction, tbe new building
now in course of erection at the corner of Madi-
son and Second streets would be rented out. and
the Exchange kept where it is now, yesterday
called uon tbat gent'eman to learn his views on
the subject. Mr. Crawford. stated t tbe reporter
that he was making no per ,nal canvass for the
position, bnt tbat a number of his friends, who
were anxious for him to have the place, were
working in his behalf, and that if he was elected
he would serve.

The reporter then called Mr. Crawford's atten-
tion to the rumor he bad beard, and. in answer to
the question as to what truth there was in them.
Mr. Crawford replied: "Why. the whole tbinjr is
farcical in the extreme. ia well knowa, 1 was
opposed te changing the location -- ot the r.

and when the matter was fir t broaebed,
I worked against it. When the Exchinge decid-
ed upon the chang , however, I acquiesced quit-l- v

Clarence Hunt, the president, and told him I
would subscribe nH to put up tbe building if it
were necessary. You can readily see the folly of
the Exchange putting over fcU,00U in a building
peculiarly adapted to its purposes, and built for
its occu nancy, and then renting it out. it is the
most arrant nonsense, and I am the last person in
the world to give my consent to such an idea.
