The attitude of Germany is no leas embar-

rassing. Some months ago Australia noti
fied the British government mat some

neighboring islands, including New

Guinea, were a danger to them from con-

victs harboring there, and also that com-

mercial reasons made it desirable that the
territory should not be allowed to fall into
foreign hands. Mr. Gladstone did not
comply with their dBire that New Guinea
should be annexed, and another portion of

the Appeal's foreign telegrams states that
Germany has attached New Guinea to ber
empire. This will add to the Premiers
troubles in Egypt new troubles to his
government that will arise from the inev-

itable mortification and discontent in
Australia, a colony that now possesses in
portant influence. This is not the only
unfriendly act of Germany toward Eng-

land. It has taken possesion of territory
in Africa adjoining the country under
English protection, where the Boers now
and for years past have given Englaad so

much trouble. In case of any trouble
arising between England and Germany,
this will put the Germans in tho same
threatening position toward England in
Africa that Kuaeia presents toward them
in India. To those who have watched
the coarse of events for the last twenty-fiv- e

years, or are familiar with the histor-
ical occurrences the eloquent lecturer,
Dr. Lamson, is now so graphically laying
open to a portion of our citizens, the se
rious significance of these events will be
evident. France also gives signs of add
ing iU share to England's trouble.
It has all along been dissatisfied with the
attitude of England in Egypt and its
financial policy, and it is taking advan-
tage of the Congo Conference to advance
the interests of the territory it has seized

upon the Congi, and to make its action in
the conference subsorvient to its Egyptian
policy. Tho intelligent corre pondent of

the Salt Lake Tri'iune, from whom we

havenuoted. savs: "The Germans and
French have all the cards in their hands.
They use the Congo Conference to get
concessions in Egypt, and Eypt to get

concessions on the Congo, while the
fierce necessity of Gladstone to have some
kind of a settlement or other, to stay
Egypt on her rush to bankruptcy, raises
the. chan-c- s of a gfiod settlement or the
German aud I" rencu bouiltiolileis. me
relentless use which the continental
nawera are making of their advantugs
has produced a cry of universal diBgust
and alarm in Enulaud. To this is to
be added that the news lately received iu
England from the Khartoum expedition up
the. Nile has been gloomy, and one writer
from it even goes to the length of sayint
that it wonld be best to throw up he
sponge and submit to defeat. At that
date, December 15th, the writer says the
news from India was alarming, and the
concerted action of Germany and Russia

ia Egypt increases suspicion of agreement
between them aa to Russian action against
England in Central Asia; a suspicion this
morning'e news favors. These contin-
gencies and their possible consequences
aro probably at the bottom of the more
conciliatory policy in the late speech of

the Chief Secretary of Ireland. The Irish
people know that England's extremity, is
Ireland's opportunity, and the govern
ment appear themselves to admit the fact

and to be preparing to meet it with con
cessions that awakens anew the ideas of

an Irish Parliament meeting once more on

College Green. Paroell appears likely to

be master of the situation, be ia marshal
ing his forces, and important changes in
the government Irish policy begins to be
entertained. In this state of things the
news of American treaties and an Anier
ican canal npon Nif araguan territory give

the English commercial world additional
distaste for the unpalatable condition of

their country's foreign affairs. The farm
