RELIEY FOR THE POOR.

In former years the Christmas holidays
were made the occasion for dispensing
aline, Remember the poor was the appeal
of the press and the pulpit. Bat these
appeals are gradually growing fewer and
feehler. We presume this is attributable
to the fact that organised charity has
tgken the place of that promiscuous charity
which made no diserimination between
worthy objects and the impostors. Sys
teinatic charity is bacoming the policy of
all civilized countries. In many cities
street begging is punished, because there
are organized institotions which provide
nid for the deserving poor. It has been
discovered that indiscriminate charity in-
creases the demand for relief. Those who
visit the tenement quarters and the slums
of our citiea find the same {act that Rob-
ort Trent, of Boston, recently described in
these words:

Picture for a moment the retura of the profos
slounl memdicant, laden with booty. into the
same lesementhonse where other meun aad wo-
weon are lnhoring hard and earning less. \Vhal
infinencs can be worss [or all who see that be

ing pays botter than werk? This bame i» all
ot beggar and workaer, for adults, and oa;-uulliy
ior the young. Ilow guiek children are to see—
lyrw cager to compare! What worse polson ean
tint the hlood of boys and girls when their char-
woler, Jike wax, is 1o receive the staunp to lnst
thiough life than the belief that hquuu BISEpErs
while houest ipdustry is bungry?

In &ll large cities there 18 a tendency to
whst may be termed unjustifiable pover-
ty. People have become paupers simply
because they will not work and can make
a living by begging. I such cases pau-
periem is a crime and it is & crime to en-
eonrage it. It hos been discovered that as
the chbaritable fund increases pauperism
increates. The dispensation of charity in
Eogland has furnished the world with all
the dagta necessary to form a correct con-
clusion as to Lhe effects certain (v be pro-
duced. It m known that, pregisely in pro-
poriion aathe mmounts douated to clare
itable fands and the ngencie: for their dis-

tribution bave increased, the demands for

asslstance have grown. The rotionale of
this Is obvious at sight. There is a large
class of people who, when assured that re-
lie! may be depended on in case of ex-
tremity, decline to make any effort for
thir own support, either at present or in
the future. These soon become a class ol
permanent smendicants, they and their
children. There are others who would
wuwk and “do” for themselves il they
torsasw that only their effurts lay be-
tween themselves and absolute want.
They gradnally make less effort to earn
their living, certain, in any event, that
thsy will be cared for in case of extremity.
In time this body attaches itseli io, and
bzcomes & part of, the permanent mendi-
cautl class; and thus the total js gwollen
from year to year, always, in growth,
keeping abreast with the increase ot the
agencies of reliel. The Arersar favors the
most cstholic methods of relief, best cal-
culated to sorve the needs of the deserving
poor, and to preveml pociety from being
msde a party to schemes of vagabonds
who refuse to work. But the impositions
of the impostors shonld not prevent the
bastowal of charity on the deserving. In
every ward hore in Memphis there are
thwoee suffering for tha necessaries of life.
Their neighbors know them to be honest
and worthy, ready to work, but
through sickness and accumulated
misfortunes have been driven to beggary.
All such should be remembered.
The more fortunate, those blessed with
plenty, have spent the past week in pur-
chasing and bestowing valoable presents,
and they should devote the remnant of
the Christmas holidays in contributing to
the wanta of their poor neighbors—known
to be deserving hnt unfortunate. The
chilly winds and biting cg!ds of winter
ars ppon us, and the deserving poor,
without sea! mud wood, lood and cloth-
ing, should not be famgotten. Or shall it
be said of those who are surleited with
the luxuriesof the holidays:

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BUCK’S STORY.

Young Grant, on the Witness Stand,
Gives Some Interesting Informa-
tion Regarding the

Late Firm of @rant & Ward and Their
Creoked Transactions—How the
Yanderhilt

Loan was Obtained—Their Relations
With Fish and the Marine Bank
—Chaffee’s Interesi.

New Yorx, December 27.—In the suit
brought by Senator Chaffee against the
receiver of the defunct firm of Grant &
Ward to recover about £500,000 worth of
secarities found among the assets of the
firma but claimed by Chatfee, Ulysses 8,
Grant, jr., testified that he was a partner
in the firm of Grant & Ward ard ason-in-
law of Chaffee. Mr. Chaffee gave witness
some bonds, on which bhe borrowed
$40,000 and went to Europe. Heintended
to repay his [ather-in-law, bat instead
on his return borrowed an additional
$100,000. This money went into the firm
a8 his individual interest. Witness had
¢ of all of Chaffee’'s securities and
ow ' him $1560,000. Ward suggested that
it would be better to use the money of a
{riend rather than an onum.ler, and wit-
ness, after wnbng(‘hnﬂ'ae and telling him
what a good thing it was, obtained his
consent to transfer the securities. Ward
guaranteed the loan of money, which was
supposed to be used in filiing govern-
ment contracte and making loans 1o rail-
roads with ﬁlsyﬁ;er cent. profit. Ward
frequently showed advertisements of

GOVERNMENT CONTRACTS

and eaid he would try to get them. The
profits were to be distributed among the
members of the firm equally, but some-
times when ‘they were emaller than usaal
Ward would take his share and divide the
balance. On the profits made on loans ol
the firm Chsaflee was 1o huve fifty per
cent. of the profit, out of which he al-
lowed something to the witness. Ward
knew the lcans were [rom Chaflee, be-
cause the witness told bhim so. Ward
displayed great knowledge of what
went on in the oflice, and if the
witness had $5000 or $10,000 in bank
to his own sccount Ward generally
borrowed it. When the contraciz of the
firm, with contingent profits, amounted
(on paper) to £2,000,000 or $3,000,600, wit-
ness asked Ward if they conld be let in,
but Waid replied that he wanted to build
up the banking-house, and contracts were
outside matters for which he was respon-
sible; he said he had got contracts away
from David Dowe, and somebody migh:
in turn get them away from him. Sothey
had better be kept separste. Witness
said he had advaoced in
CLEAN MONEY

for business various sums. He had $200,-
000 or $300,000 before he went into busi-
ness with Ward., Sunday, May 1st, he
first learned of the trouble, when Ward
came to his honse and said he was afraid
all was up with them. Witness ws-ed
what he meant, and Ward explained that
the Marine Bank had drawn heavily on ils
reserve, and there was $750,000 to the
credit of the inn thers. The lailure of
the bank would make it difficult to oebtain
loans on the street. Ward said if money
counld be raised they would be all richu
Witness gaid he eould not raise any
mongy, but that his father might.
Witness and father then went ta Mr,
Vanderbilt and got a check for £150,000.
Gen. Grant told Vanderbilt he thought
the check of Grant & Ward was as good
as the check of Vanderbilt. The check
was drawn to the order ol Gen. Grant.
Next day witness took a check lor §150,-
000 to Mr. Vanderbilt and he regretted he
had not had it certified, as it was drawn
onthe Marine Bink. That day witness
received the letter addressed
“DEAR BUCK,"”
