COTTON FROM CINDER.

Curious Sabstance Hiown from Fare
uace Siag by n Steam Jet.

Pittsh: Chronicle- Telegraph: A process
hrunﬁmthosh;orciudu from blast
furnacea; recently discovered, is now un-
dergoing experiments at the Isabella Fuor-
naces, &n.rmburg. The prodoct is in ap-

ce similar to third-grade cotton, bat

in weight is about eighty per cent. heavier.
The method of producing the slag fiber is
as follows: Alypat thirty feet from the fur-
nane is a light inclosure twelve feet square,
made of Running from this in-
closore to within two feet of the gutter,
into whiek: the slag from the furnace ia
Iy tapped, is u tunnel constrocted

of sheet-iron and wood. At the end of
the gutter farthest from the tap
hole is a stenm pipe, so0 laced
that when steam ix tarve on
it sirikes against one side of
the hot flowing slag. The operation
blows the slag into innumerable sparks
and into the tunnel, where they are met
half way between the ends of the tunnel
hiifn second steam jet, which forces the
disintegrated slag into the inclosure.
When it gets there it is transformed into
the substance herelofore daseribed. The
process can be conducted only during the
flow of the hot slag, which lasts from ten
to fifteen minutes, and in this tie about
filty pounds of 'be light cotton-like sub-
siance is produced. Suaperintendent H.
Kennedy was ssk&i regarding the pro-ess
and the uses of the product, bat he said
that the scientista had not yet got to the
bottom of the matter. He toak a handfal
and wrap it around a red-hot poker
without the slightest effect on the ma-
terial, though upon placing the iron into
a strong fire it would not burn in the
A handful of the fiber thrown into
a hot fire is not affected,

three years since, and an establishment is
operated 'b{ & New York firm, in which W.
T, Shinn, of this city, s interested, where it
is made. The nses to which it oy be s
plisd are various, and as it is pnu:ﬁulg
incombustible it will eventusily take the

lace of abestos, [t has nlso been nsed

or deadening the sound aud reducing the
danger from fire in sleeping and ordinary
railway coaches, and bhas been tried b
upholsterers for Ion.nmchujn and rail-
way car eeats.
