Another Dynamite Ountrage In London—

Mapnp, January 2. —Shocks of earth-
quuke weres again experienced st Alhsma
last night. The town is in rains. A panic
prevails among the inhavitants of Anti-
qonera, twenty-eight miles north of Malegs,
where shocks have already been felt:
