In order to secure
more intimate commercial relations be-
tween the United States and the several
countries cf Central and South A merica,
the commission finds that there must be,
tirst, a regular direct steam communica
tion; setond, commercial treaties and re-
ciprocal concessions on tariff duties;

of customs regulations in Central and
South American countries; fourth, an in-

crease and improvement ot the consular
service; fifth, the establishment of Amer-
ican mercantile houses in Central and
South America; sixth, more intimate
knowledge ameis American manufact
urers of the wants of th j people of Cen-
tral and South America; seventh, a sys-
tem of banking connection and a com-
mon standard of value ; eighth, more liberal
credits by our merchants; ninth, the in-

troduction of a bonded warehouse system
nto thesa countries. With reference to

the fourth proposition, the commission
says it has been urged with much force to
recommend the establishment of a new
executive department cf the government.
similar to the Board of Trade of England,
with a member of the Cabinet lor tbe
head, to which shall be committed the
caie and arrangement of our foreign com
merce.
