Lee and Stonewall Jackson were traitors
who deserved death by hanging. This
charge produced much indignation and
abuse. But it is now stated that Mr.
Moody denies emphatically that he ever
preached such a sermon or used such
Jauguage. It is certainly inconsistent
with his forgiving nature and the loving
brotherhood and unbounded charity he
has uniformly preached from the pulpit-

Even it Mr. Moody did utter the atro
cious sentiments attributed to him, they
tihtfuld be forgotten and forgiven by the
Southern people, as they were inspired
by the icad passions born iu war. Twenty
years ago, when the Northern people
were in mourning over their slain chil
dreu und the South was billowed
with new-mad- e graves. Davis. Lee
and Jackson were execrated as traitors
who deserved death by fire and fagot
The people of the South, at that period,
bad no love for those who invaded their
noil and slew in war their best men, and
when their mothers, sisters and daugh
ters pointed to their desolated homes aud
told the sad stcrv of their wrongs and
sufferings, bitter were the imprecations.
But the business of the hour is not to
delve into the past and dig up what the
ministers, politicians and editors had to
say of each other, but what they are say
ing now.

The fireman and
engineer were killed, and but for their
presence of niiBd and bravery in Btaying

by the locomotive and stopping the
train, most of the passengers must have
shared a like fate. The employes of the
railroad company extracted a confession
from the wretch's boy, tock the old man
from the jail, burned him with
red hot iions till his carcass

the scalded bodies of his
victims, tied him to a tree near where
frc; ifxt attempts have been made to
wn k trains, and after depositing bullets
ami Lack-h- ot about his person sufficient
to prevent the cadaver from walking off,

left it as a warning to other eccentric
people of his kind. There were thirty-liv- e

armed men in the mob, and while they

bad their captive on the train carrying

him to the place of execution they seat-

ed him on a hot stove, and tortured him

with red-ho- t irons to extort a confes-

sion. Such diabolism a disgrace to civil-

ization. It is bad enough lor a mob to

take the law into its own hands and
murder a human being, but when the

victim is subjected to the most cruel
tortures the crime is doubly atrocious

and shocking to humanity. The eftort

to make the Southern people respon-

sible for the cruelties of a maddened

mob, goaded to desperation by

the malevolenee of a fiend, is
as vUked as it is unjust In startling
headlines the Northern people are told
by the press which stil! strives to per-

petuate sectional hatteds, that the
tortures which Jordon Parker received

arc in keeping with the cruelties of a

people wnose cmet pastime consists
torturing negroes and strange

Republicans in their midst. These
charges are as cruel as the deviltry of

the aged Louisiana truin-wrecke- r. Be-

tween the two sections there is so little
difference that neither can make any
just charge against the other. Innate,
total depravity is confined to no one sec-

tion ot the Union. The following dis
patch was published in the Appeal on
Thursday morning last:

The people of the South are no more
responsible for the murder and cruelties
inflicted on Jordon Parker by a mob of
tramps than the people of Pennsylvania
are responsible for the tortures which
the Pennsylvania tramps inmcted on
John Varek. Human nature is the same
everywhere. In all countries and in all
ages there has been robbery, arson, mur
der, cruelty and mob violence, and there
will be to the end of time. The last
published census of crime showed that
Ohio was the banner murder State in
the Union, with 116 murders charged to
its account more than Texas, with its
lotu line of frontier nd its frontier des
peradoes, can boast; that the great State
of New York is second on the list, tying
the border State of Missouri. In sui
cides and such offenses the North leads,
with New York first upon the list,
furnishing of all the victims
in the country, and nearly as many as
all the Southern States combined. As for
violence, brutality and fiendish crimes,
New England stands well at the head of
the list, with the great flourishing West
next behind it. The Southern murderer
does not appear to bo yet civilized up to
the standard of his New Hampshire and
Michigan brother, and seldom unites
outrage, robbery, murder and arson in a
single crime, and seldom murders more
than three persons in a morning. We
do not refer to these statistics with the
view ot showing that there is more
crime in the North than the South, but
merely to demonstrate that the Soufh is
no worse than that section which points
to the torture of Parker as evidence that
our people are more cruel and depraved
than those of the North. All must ad
mit that there is a wave of crime sweep
ing over the country atrocities confined
to no one section aud all should unite in
seeking the cause and the remedy.

It urges the ladies to show
the contempt they feel for the cowards,
bullies and brigands who are guilty of
the practice, and" upon honorable young
men to exclude such irom their com
pany, as taking pattern from the Western
cowboys inconsistent with the character
and manners of a gentleman; while the
newspapers should hold to strict account
ability every official concerned in cases
where murder from secreted weapons has
occurred.

and enterprise, but thoroughly familiar
with tbe wants of the people.

discovered full stocks of every charac
ter of farm animal, aud considerable de
mand already begun, and prices ranging
anoiit tne same as last year tnis tmin j
to $150 for mules, and $50 to $250 for
horses. The stables have been generally
enlarged, as Lave also the stock lots and
other facilities for handling.

The mule must measure from four-
teen to fifteen hands histi. and it does not
make any difference whether he nas ever
looked through a collar or not. When he
gets beyond the Mason and Dixon line
tbe southern darky will make him work.
Last week mules of this kind sold all tbe
way fromS'JO to $125.

Tho idea that Kentucky
produced the finest males is rapidly being
corrected by the superior size and quality
of the Missouri animal ; for it is an estab- -
fisnen la t that buyers from the Corn
Ciacker State come to this market for fine
targe mules and sell them for their own
native breed. Southerners recognize the
difference in the stock, backing their
pre:erence for tbe Mis-wur- mule with
considerable more money. The Miasouri
mule, they claim, is; as a rule, not only
larger, but tougher by reason of a slower
growth than, the beasts that thrive on
Kentucky blue grass.

A much heavier animal than the cotton
mnle, of the same species, is what is
known as the timber mule, taken princi
pally in the southern lumber regions.
where they are used in draft teams for
hauling yello r pice, pitch and turpen
tine. Ihese mules must measure from
sixteen to sixteen and a half hands hiirh
and weigh in proportion ; a slight blemish
nere ana tnere is not considered of much
consequence, strength being the main ob
ject. such mules sold during tLe past
lew days at from Sllio to $2 JO.

Baltimore buyers have been taking tbe
pick cf medium size mules for Eastern
farmnni. They reject an animal with the
slightest blemish ; it must be between
fourteen and a half and fifteen hands high
and broke to work ; for such perfection
the priva averages $130. Draft mules
without blemish, weighing 1003 pounds
ana upwara, are also oougnt lor use in th
Uyster Uity at from $lt to $250.

last week, their standard is a sound mule

nephew of a wealthy farmer who has no
other legal heirs, fell in love, about three
years ago, with a young woman namd
Anna McGarry, whose lather was a well-to-d- o

and respectable farmer in Perry
county. He became engaged to her, but
the young conple quarreled and the en-
gagement was broken off. Mooney then
b?gan paying his attention to Betty, tbe

sister of his late
The two became engaged. Two

days before the proposed wedding day
Betty took offense at Mooney and uncere-
moniously broke the engagement. Anna
McGarry, Moonoy's former allianced,
had not spoken to him Einc
their estrangement. He was surprised
to receive a letter from her some days
after the engagement with Betty was
broken. It simply expressed to bim her
regrets that her sister had treated him eo
shabbMy. In a few weeks the old rela-
tions between Mooney and his first love
were renewed, and thev were irarried in
the spring of lSf-3- . On their wedding
trip they visited the reiat ves of the young
husband in Susquehanna county. Three
months later Mrs. Mooney died. The next
winter the younsr widower paid court to
his sister-in-la- Betty, who, h:ul refused
to marry him a year before.
