The coursfi a id prospect of the whe; t

trade of the I'lticd States should attrai t
the serious attvntidC of farmers and of
the country at large. Our wheat ex ports
are great sources of trade, and b'iog in
much of the gold that comes to this
country from Europe. The Appeal has
already shown how India has rivaled this
oountrv in the markets of Europe sinre
the extension of r.iilroads into the wheat
lands. As the British government has
undertaken to extend the Indian rail-
roads still further, that rivalry will, of
course, become greater. But that is not
all that is working against this country.
Tho Kussian exports of wheat to Great
Britain are rapidly increasing and our
own By a table pub-
lished in the New York LulltttH we see
that, in 1S79, the cxporu from the Black
sea to Great Britain amounted to
2 13 tons, from the United Slates, C7,

0i7; in 1851. froia the Llaek Sea,
from the Unitad States. 4S.S4S;

during nine months in lcS-l-, from the
jBlack Sea, 23,860; from the Uuiud
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States, lS.Stij tons. These figures show
the present course of t trade,
and they cannot be contemplated by the
American grower or the American pub
lic without concern. One cause ot the
chaiisc against us here indicated, as
statel by the American consul at Lon
donderry, Ireland, is that the merchants
exporting Kussiau wheat sell on condi-
tion that if the grade fails to come up to
the agreement, arbitrators shall settle
the difference and the buyer be protect-
ed from loss. The Americau export
merchants sell by inspector's grading,
and if the cargo is damaged com-n-

from the United States, the loss
falls upon the British buyer, and
the consul remarks: "It is impossible to
suppose that the manifest advantago
of these last named terms should not
prevail, even agaiust some difference ot
price iu securing a preference for the
market that is governed by them."' This
source of injury to our commerce will of
course be corrected when our exporters
discover where the'r own interests lio,
but the desTe of England to deal as
little as possible with a pjwer that by its
heavy tariff limits English tiade with
America, can be removed only when we
judiciously and effectually reform our
tariff. A country naturally prelers to
buy from those who buy from it, other
things being equal. The American
taruicr is tola to loot to tne Dome mar
ket, but the home market will not sua
tain him. Ho grows a surplus above
what the home market can consume, and
must sell abroad or be embarrassed by
" overproduction," as the manufact-
urers are embarrassed, and as
the cotton-grower- s would be em
barrassed were they confined to the
home market. We repeat that the
course of our grain trade is becoming a
very serious matter for the farmers.
They cannot afford to have a Chinese
wall built by a high tariff around the
country. They must have access to the
world s markets aud be able to compete
there with the other nations of the earth
The manufacturers are coming to the
ime position. They can turn out avast

quantity of products beyond what the
United States cau consume, and they
also must have access to the foreign mar
kets. This is a necessity that is inevi
table, and that will overthrow the high
tariff as sure as the morning's sun brings
dsyl'uht. Before this inevitable neces
sity, monopoly must break down, and the
man who makes his fortune from taxes
paid by his fellow-citize- must seek
another and more creditable way of mak
ing a living.

pie the government annually sends free
through the mails hundreds aud thou
sands of volumes and pamphlets. The
newspaper spreads information to the
people to an extent and with minuteness
of detail and a promptness of communi
cation aud a variety of subject the gov
ernment cannot possibly rival. Whili
the government publications reach cer
tain hands, too newspaper circulates
ererywhere. It is in the kitchen and
the blacksmith s shop, in the banker's
parlor and the millionaire's palatial
drawing room. It is the great educator
of the people. The public school teach s
the citizen how to read, the newspaper
sapplifshim with what to read. Ouick
as tho electric impulse au dart, the
newspaper Epreads before ths people in

formation from the four of the
world. Trout continent and island, from
inland solitudes and busy marts, from
legislative aalis, busy haunts of com-

merce, church convocations, and where
the boom of c.uuou and the cries of
wounded men make up the horrid scene
ot the battleneld, the newspaper
quiajjs gathers all that transpires
and spreads the vast sum in
few hours before the people. And all
become iaformed on mauers affecting
their tortunes, their personal wellare
and the welfare of their own country
afld of foreun lands to the extreme
limits of civilization. While the publi
cations of the government reach compar- -

a ively few hands and embrace compara
tively few subjects, the newspaper is all
comprehensive, asd small is the propor
t;on that iu this land do cot gee a news-
paper at least once a week. The govern
ment publications that pass free througl
the postofEce only occasionally reach the
hands of readers; the newspapers visits
are incessant, constant as the sun, regu- -

lir&sthe recurring seasons. The gov

ernment publications not only pass free
through the postouice, but they are
printed free, in (.he face of all this,
who can say that while it i. f rorer the
government publications should pass
free through the postolfiec it is proper to
charge postace upon the newspaper?
Why? On what grounds? In com-

pliance with what rational require-
ment should tho newspaper be denied
the frse transmission to its pur-
chasers that th? other publicatiot s
have to those who have aoi purchased ?

Let the reader suminou up all hi. lic'
and tell, if t.9 can, why, if the inferior
aud more limited moJa cf spreading in-

formation go free through the mail, the
superior and universal one should be
burdened with the weight of postal
charges? Intelligent men generally ad.-m- it

that a freedom from burden granted
to any other publications should, with
much njore emphasis, beextended to the
newspaper. Of six bills and resolutions
n iw before Congress, lour favor the free,
aafottered circulation of newspaper.).
CongrcsJ his before it a bill to reduce
newspaper postage one-hal- f, and it is fa-

vored by the Postmaster General him-

self. Such a reduction vould be a bene-it- ;

whatever to the widest possible circula-
tion of the nation's greatest teacher, the

of Cleveland,

And Also a Quite Apropos Story of His

Father and lieu, Jackson's Offer
Of a Cabinet Position.

Cleveland's Pretence and Counsel Needed
to Keep the Patty Straight What

He Says About Oflices.

Washington, January 28. Before the

end of next wee'f President-Elec- t Cleve-
land will be domiciled either at the Hoff
man House or the Fifth Avenue Hotel,
where leading Democrats will have easy
access to him. In making this move Mr.
Cleveland is consulting the convenience of
those whom he wants to see and those
who want to see him, as New York City is
much neater Washington than Albany.
The proposed consultations will have
irueh to do with the construction of the
Cabinet. Tbe opinion prevails among
some of the Democrats who have had fa-

cilities for learning something of the Pres
ident elect's ideas about his Cabinet, that
he wants active, practical business men,
and that he has a preference for what is
generally known as tbe "Young Democ
racy." It ia said that Mr. Cleveland
does not regard old age as essential to suc-

cess in the administration of any branch
of the government; but on the contrary,
he has an idea that men in the full vigor
of physical and mental life are likely to
do better than men who have fallen into
the sere and yellow leaf.

Of late theie has been some earnest talk
about Representative Mitchell, of Connect-

icut, for the Cabinet. He is about forty
years of sg, and has accumulated a fort-

une by business enterprise and applica
tion. It is no Fecret that Ex-Go- Waller
ianot popular among the Democratic lead
ers of his State, or at leaat that he is un
popular enough to be strongly opposed for

the Cabinet. Eaton, who has
been mentioned, is somewhat advanced in
years, and Mr. Mitchell is spoken of
by his friends as "the very sort of a man
Cleveland likes." In the last campaign
Mr. Mitchell is credited with having done
more prictical work toward carrying
Connecticut than acy of his party asso-

ciates. He devoted himself entirely to
the work, knowing the State would be
close, and succeede 1 in rolling up an in-

creased majority in his district, which car
ried the electoral vote through. It is
claimed for Connecticut that sheisenti
tied to a Cabinet and, taking
snc'a hints as Mr. Cleveland has dropped
about the kind of men he takes most into
consideration, Mr. Mitchell's friends
maintain that he fills the bill more accu
rately than any other party leader of the
State.

He was in Chicago for a while, where
they knew him as James Gilbert, ami be-

fore that in Philadelphia and New York,
from tho latter of which places he brought
me a letter of introduction under the
name of James Cunningham. He was a
harcOFS-make-r by trade, and I got him a
a situition here, at which he worked
steadily during his stay. It was in a fac
tory on "ine street between Sixth and
Seventh. While, at work in thUfactorv one
of your reporters found and interviewed
him.

"He came to this roun'ry," the gentle-
man went on, he had to do so.
He was ore of a lot of young fellowa im-
plicated in the muidrof a landlord, and,
fearing detection, he and some of the oth-
ers made their way to the United States.
I think, myself, the young fellow, in his
anxiety to magnify his own importance
as a factor in the cause of Irish freedom,
stretched the enormity iA any crime he
was implicated in, and while here, at any
rate, seemed to me to he laborin- - under a
strange, but strong, hallucination that the
city was crowded with English detectives
who were looking lor him.

Jjiete voung men arg
college graduates, iurniy uave com to
this country and filled rofessorships of
chemistry.

When
proficient in their work their separate
duties would be allotted to them aud thi ir
mission exp ained. That misnion was the
simultaneous destruction of all the public
bnildiigs of London How was it to be
done? Easv enough. Byrne had it all
plaomid eut; and I have a map of London
that it all marked up with red ink where
Byrne wrote the buildings he wanted to
destroy. The 100 young men were to
get in:o London and carry their material
with them as nest tney couin, or tuey
might manufacture the machines or ex-
plosive packages in London. A certain
day and a ce tain hour were to be desig-
nated for the destruction. The signal was
to be a mid-ai- r explosion of a dynamite
bomb, dropped from a balloon over the
Engliih Cipital The mid-ai- r explosion
was to boot suthcient force to startle all
London, and while the city was in ex
citement machines timed for three or four
minuuas were to be placed under the walls
of all public buildings.

It ran into a coal train and wi s
npsst; the other three cars were wrecked
Th accident was witnessed by a mounted
policeman, who telephoned the facts to
ponce headquarters. Ine various hospitals
dispatched nurgeons and ambulances to
the seen?. Up to the present time twenty-fiv- e

wounded persons have been removed
from the wreck. Many more are yet to
be extricated. Seventy s were
on board the train at the time tf the ac
cident.

There waa a pause in the proceedings for
a few moments, which was broken by
Mr. Henry, of New York, who said: "I see
nobody is willing to father that bill. I
wish to leave silver and gold alone, and I
move to lay the resolution on the table."

Mr. Sterne immediately objected, and
matte an animated attack upon the silver
dollar.

Mr. Henry deprecated any interference
with the silver coinage. He should not
wonder if it appeared that certain banks in
New York were at the bottom of this
movement, and one of their means w as to
threaten a panic if the nse of silver were
persisted in. The matter should be left
entirely to C jngress, and this board should
not alarm the country by dabbling ia it

Mr. Thnrber offered the following as a
substitute (or the resolutions under dis-
cussion :

Itetolrrd, That the suspension of the coinage of
silver may become and tbat tbe Secre-rar- y

of tho ! reatury should be em powered t sus-
pend the compulsory purchase of silver bullion

Mr. Buchanan said he did not bolieve
in lodging power of the kind proposed in
the hands of any Secretary of the Treas-
ury, especially at this time, when tbat of-
ficial ia to be changed, and the country is
all at sa as to who the new official will
be. He proposed to amend the proposi-
tion of the Philadelphia Board of Trade,
so as to make it read that, in addition to
the repeal of the law making such coinage
compulsory, Congress should also provide
for the coinage of silver dollars of sub-
stantial gold value.

Mr. John A. Gano, Cincinnati, said he
thought the country in much greater
peril from the fact that greenbacks had
not been demonetized than from the fact
that silver nas not been so treated. The
great peril now in regard to silver is, he
said, the peril ot apprehension at the
great surplus. This country is out of
joint with other nations on the question
of silver, and he thought if this country
should Btop coining silver now that ques-
tion would soon be adjusted. He ob-
jected to the compul-or- y feature of tbe
silver law as unnatural. He prepared as
a substitute for the resolution tee follow-
ing:

Whkbias, Tho compntsory coinage of silver
dollars i against public policy and threatens the
country with serious financial disturbance.

htHjlcrd, That the act providing lor tbe
purchase and coinage of silver bull on

into d.d-ar- to tbe extent of e.,0o0,ul0 per month
should be repealed.

Mr. Fraley, president of the board, ad-
dressed the meeting at considerable
lnuttth, and then the proposition offered
by Mr. Gano waa voted down 9 to 15.

The proposition submitted by Mr. Bu-
chanan was lost without division and tbe
ThurbersubsiiiutM wa voted down in the
same way, after which the resolution of
he Philadelphia Board of Trade was
agrwed to without a dissenting vote.

Mr. Hafely proposed an amendment to
the resolutions by the addition of a resolu-
tion, aa follows:

Congress the prompt passage ot House bill

No. rVHo to provide for the inspection of live
stock, hog products and dressed beef for export,
and to authorize the President, in bis discretion,
to prohibit the importation of adulterated or

articles of food or drink.
The resolutions as amended were adopt-

ed without further discussion.
The question of reciprocity with Canada

was then taken up on the resolution of the
New York Board of Trade and Transporta-
tion. This resolution is as follows:

Rt sofrwf , Tha this Board favort a reciprocity
troaty with the Dominion of Canada, provided it
be a treaty reciprocal in iu previsions.

An animated discussion followed the
motion to adopt this resolution.

The discussion broadened into the con-

sideration of the general question of re-

ciprocity treaties, and the sentiment ex-

pressed seemed to be in favor of such
treaties if they could be negotiated so as
to be truly reciprocal. Incidentally the
pending Spanish-America- n treaty came
up, and was vigorously denounced with-
out finding any defenders. ,

The reso.ution of the New York Board
was agreed to, and the general subject of
reciprocity treaties was referred to the Ex-

ecutive Conucil for a report at next meet-
ing.

The resolution of the Philadelphia Board
of Trade with regard to the removal of
disabilities in the shape oi taxsa and
licences upon commercial travelers, and
indorsing the Brewer bill now before Con-gro- ss

for the removal of such disabiUties,
was agreed to without discussion.

Tha next question, that of adopting a
resolution of the New York Board forcing
a government postal telegraph, provoked
considerable opposition.

paid, urging Congress to make the neces-
sary appropriation before the close of the
scar-io- n to put the harbors in a condition
of defense, approving the funding bill,
allowing the President to veto separate
items in appropriation bills, favoring the
extension of the Prttsidential term to six
years and making Presidents ineligible
for re election, and heartily indorsing the
recommendation of President Arthur that
Cngrevs speedily provide a definite
method of settling election disputes like
that of lS7tS and a repetition of which
seemed pnesib e in the recent election.

The resolution introduced by Mr. Gano,
of Cincinnati, urging tbe pasaage of the
bill sent to Congress by Secretary McCul-loc- h,

to provide for the postponement of
the collection of the tax npon whisky ia
bond, was taken np, and afier a long dis-
cussion adopted without division.

Keeolutions were adopted thanking the
press for its complete reports of the pro-
ceedings, and the board adjourned tme die.
