The late dynamite explosiens have set

the civilized world to thinkiDg. War
Las hitherto been carried 01 by nations,
or important portions of them, but the
new explosive, dynamite, has put it in

the power of associations and individuals

to institute a war of assasainaotin, con-

ducted with Becrecy and involving alarm-

ing danger to property and to individu
als. The world is in alarm over this new
and odious system of warfare, and is not
yet provided with an adequate defensive
policy against attacks the place and
time of which cannot usually he fore-

known or specially provided for. It is of

the first nece.sf-it- to know the causes

in at lead to crimes so detestable. The
main causes hitherto considered moat
jirominent are tho conduct of the des-

perate men who contrive and carry nut
the murderous system that has excited
the detestation of all decent and

men. But the prominent in-

dividuals do not stand alone, and their
1 a 11unsupported mnuence wouia never give

them the following that supplies them
with the fundi! by aid of which they
cany out their abominable warfare
against society, in which women and
children, and unoffending persons, are
unscrupulously sacrificed without any
opportunity to defend themselves. The
New York Tribune inquires what lies
behind dynamite? and intelligent invest-
igation must begin there, for the causes
must be known before an adequate reme-
dy can be found. If we look to Russia
the causes 6tand forth as plain
as the sunlight. The horrors of
the first French revolution were
but the carrying out of cruelties that
were first inflicted by the Bourbon gov-

ernments. So the Russian Nihilistic
crimes are but the reflex action of the
cruelties inflicted by the Czars. Under
the comparatively mild sway of England
the causes are less obvious, for its old
vicious courses against Ireland are re-

laxed, and of late years important
ameliorations have been instituted.
Even our own free country is not beyond
the reach of danger. So easily can dyn-

amite be manufactured, and so silently
and quietly can its destructive powers be
put in operation ,that the discontented and
criminal element of society are as likely
to have recourse to its destructive pow-

ers here as elsewhere. As the Tribune
remarks: "It is not the effect of the
London explosions upon Irish poli-

tics that most concerns either
England or the world. It is the
effect of fresh successes in the use
of dynamite upon that anarchist clement
which has its representatives everywhere.
And many of those representatives are in
the United States. The Mosts and the
itossas are openly teaching their abomi-
nable doctrines, and there are, even with
tis, disciples ofassassination, as the mur-
der of two of our Presidents has demon- -

strated. Let those doctrines spread, and
we may yet sec dynamite employed in
the heat of political contests, in the vio-

lence of local disputes, in strikes, and as
an instrument of private revenge. Leg-

islation against the use of an implement
of murder and destruction that can be
applied with the secrecy of which dyna-
mite is susceptible, can accomplish little.
The Tribune gays that dynamite attacks
are ''the world's great discontented ele-

ment that is making itself heard and felt,
and more strongly and frequently, through
these explosions, and in the problem cast
upon civilization the most difficult part
lies in the unlikeness of the danger to
any that has preceded it, and the practi-
cal obstacles to effective measures of any
kind." Without a body of discontented
men, the vile teachings of the dynamiters
would have no pupils, and in the present
state of things, when honest, sober, in-

dustrious men find their means of getting
a living cut off and gaze upon wife and
children destitute, there are sure to be
many despairing, desperate and reckks?
people ready to express their despair by
any means that promises to inflict t; on
other hearts the distress that is consum-
ing their own. The main difficulty in
this country, however, is the millionaire,
lie is an anomaly in a country such as
ours, incongruous with prevalent ide..
and a source of danger to society. The
more so that the flaunts his luxuries, usu-
ally gained by means that added not one
cent to the country's wealth, in the eyes
of the industry that creates every frac-
tion of the wealth the country possesses.
That industry is opposed to the arrogance
of the rich, and any turn in affairs may
reduce the workingman and his family
to destitution and starvation. To seek
out the causes of discontent and remove
them is the only effectual weapon of de-

fense ayainst the odious devastation for
which dynamite is employed.

MiLLEX UK'SH A5D 1XPOXIS.
Thercpijit upon the imports and ex-

ports of ls:t.made by the Bureau of Sta-
tistics, shows how heavily "hard times"
are pressing upon the business of the
aouniry. The year's exports were nearly
S 16.000,000 below those of 1S83, and the
imports were nearly $53,000,000 less.
Less merchandise was taken from us by
the foreigner, and we could not afford
our usual amount of foreign purchases.

A SILTER ARHLFDITT.
Since Xew York' funds went up to

a premium in Boston the commercial
people have begun to look upon the po-
sition of our silver currency in a very
serious way. They see that permanently
to maintain an eighty-five-ce- coin that
will not pay a bill outside the United
States and one that will on the same
level is an impossibility, while a rliscount
upon the inferior currency wnl bring
disaster, and perhaps panic. A Silver
Convention, notwithstanding the ex-
isting danger, has assembled at Denver,
that loudly demands "more more."
This convention demands also thut
silver shall have all the advantages con-

ferred by law upon gold. From their
own point of view this demand is ab- -
sura. jrrom anotner point 01 view
there are particulars in which it is desir
able that the two metals should be put
upon the same footing. AVhen gold is
ooined every dollar must be of the same
value of 100 cents. When silver is coined
eighty-fou-r or eighty-fiv- e cents of is by
law sufficient to make a dollar. Let the
demand of the convention be so far com-

plied with as tQ re'iulre silver to be put

upon an equality with gold to the extent
of requiring 1X) cents worth of silver
in the dollar, and the whole aspect of the
silver problem would be changed. To
put two coins of different values on the
same permanent circulating footing is
more than Congress can possibly

SENSIBLE ADVICE.
Woman was long considered as much

inferior to man intellectually as she ii
physically, and as a consequence she
lived in degradation and was treated as
an inferior. Man had so long tyrannized
over her that she dared not aspire to
any position beyond that of abject slavery
to the lords of creation. The child in a
family can be told so cflen that it is a
fool that it believes itself a driveling
idiot, and woman had so often been told
of her inferiority to man that she be-

lieved it herself and was content to be
the slave of her superiors. But time has
exposed man's vanity and elevated
woman as his intellectual equal, and her
elevation has been characterized by a
corresponding elevation of man. The
next problem to be solved is the difference
between the whites and blacks intellect
ually. Only a few years ago the difference
between the two races was regarded as
more distinct than that which was once
supposed to exist between man and wo
man. Indeed, only a few years since the
position was taken that the negro was an
inferior animal without a soul, and !

book was published to prove this absurd
ity. But the schoolhouss has demon
strated the possibilities of the blacks. In
mixed schools it is said that the colored
children learn with as much rapidity as
the whites, and that no difference can be
detected in the intellectuality of the two
races. It is certainly true that the ne
groes in the South are thriving as no
other race recently emancipated ever
prospered before. The educated colored
leaders are grappling with statesmanship
the problem how to adjust the relations
between the two races, so that both
will move on with that peace and har
niony which should subsist between
a people whoso interest .rc identical
one and inseparable. In discussing this
question the leaders of the colored, peo-

ple are showing a statesmanship and
good sense that is marvelous. As evi-

dence of this we refer to the article pub-
lished in another column, taken from the
New York Freeman., edited by T. T. Fort-
une, and written by C. S. Smith, who
made such a fine impression in
Memphis during his viit last No-

vember Id this article Mr. Smith
gives good advice to his peo-

ple and discusses their duty with can-
dor, fairness and ability. Emanuel M.
Quivers, a leading colored man of Cali-

fornia, in a recent letter to the colored
citiiens of San Joaquin county, empha-
sizes the views of Smith. He says '

In the first dr-aO- of ui freedom we maderapid strides- Vr.in mere chatties wo became
freemen, uuceus and voters. There we stopped.
That was all auy political organization could do
for us. It does not matter what the causes were
which imelled the Republican parly to make
the awful exertions which have Riven us our en-
franchised citizenship; we have it, and With
mure pride than the Roman citizen in his palm-
iest day exclaimed (Apis liomanu .ni, we can
truthfully declare (.hat we aro citizens of the
createit nation ano. the best country the world
has ever senu. Philanthropists and politicians
have reached the limit which marks their power
to help us. Whatever progress we may make
henceforth will be the result.of our individual
and united effort. Education a id wealth are the
only means your rincere fellow-travel- er can
recommend tu help us on our journey to
the rlane occupied by the dominant race.
No , sensible, intelligent member of our
race de. ires social equality. It is a myth; en
argument ued by our opponents to rebut cur
progressive efforts. Political equality and a fair
chance in the race of life are all we ask. Social
equality can never exist among colored men
themselves. A law to compel a man to associate
with whomsoever he does not wish, would not be
tolerated by members of a free republic. Every
man should feel that he is called upon to prove by
his individual conduct that we are not only
worthy the high distinction conferred upon us,
but all things being oqual, we are the rccr of any
race. The common schools ae thrown oen to
our children and y improving a few of our si.aro
moments we adults may educate ourselves.
Wealth is assured to every man who has hualth
and industry and who lets cards and whisky alone.

These are words of wisdom. Smith
and ymvers have uttered sentiments
Erf shown an ability and statesmanship
which would do credit to the ablest mem-
bers of Congress. There no is difficulty in
estimating the intellectual status of
these men, and it is hoped they will
prove to the world that great talents and
intellectual ability is confined to neither
race nor sex. Mr. Quivers says that so
cial equalily is a myth, that it can never
exist among colored men themselves,
and that no law can compel an associa
tion which society alone can regulate,
in a few words he forcibly states the
whole question. There are half a dozen
different grades of society among tl;e
whites and blacks of Memphis, and any
attempt to force an association on terms
of equality would produce a revolt, war
and anarchy. If the colored people of
the South heed the advice of C. S.

Smith they will become a power in the
land, for they will hold the balance of
power in the doubtful States. The
Southern whites could not divide so long
as they were menaced with negro rule
led by plundering adventurers. But
they can, and will, divide on State and
local issues when no longer confronted
by a solid negro vote, clamoring for the
elevation of unworthy men.

FARMERS AND TIIIMBLE-RIUCiEK-

Farmers are becoming aware of the
vast fraud, of which they are the victims
wrought by a high tariff. They have
been told that paying high taxes upon
everything they buy would bring them
high prices for "their produce, as th
tariff would create for them a mighty
home demand, and the home market
would support prices to a higher rate
than could be obtained in any foreign
market. The years have gone on, yet
still Liverpool and not the home market
regulates the prices the farmers have to
accept. How this works for the farmer
may be judged of by the price that has
been paying in the market for the last
crop of wheat. In a Western exchange
paper a Southern farmer expresses him'
self as troubled respecting the follow
ing point: "If England fixes the
price of my cotton on a free-trad- e

basis, and the mill corporations and
Congress of this nation fix the
prices of the goods which I buy on high
tiriff basis, how does the tariff benefit
me?" If there were no tariff he would
buy at free-tr-id- e rates and sell at free
trade rates. As it is he has to still to
sell at free-trad- o rates, while he is made
to buy at high-tarif- f rates. That is how
the thimble-ri- g game is played on the
farmer, and what he is defrauded of the
monopolist pockets, laughing heartily to
think how he has bamboozled the sheep
of a farmer with his "now you see it and
now you don't."

THE UMOX PACIFIC.

A Very Favorable IWrlsJon by fbe
Court of Claims.

Washikotos, February 2. The Court
of Claims y decided the g

cases of this A'nion Pacific Kailromi
Company r. thTuJnited .States. Chief-Justic- e

Kicbardaon delivered the opinion
of the court. The following is a synopsis
of the points decided: First, the amount
allowed by the Treasury Department for
carrying the mails being the same rates
allowed by law to all other railroad com-
panies, is fair Jtud reasonable compensa-
tion, and not in excess of that paid by
pnvate parties lor the same kind of se:v- -
lce. the United fctates are bound to pay
for the transportation of their passengers,
troops, etc., from Council Bluffs to Omaha
over the bridge, and between Council
Bluffs and Ogden, the sarr.e rates paid by
private parties, those rates being fair and
reasonable, and the United States are not
entitled to the reduction accorded to pas-aen-

s who purchase through tickets be-

tween Sew York, San Francisco and other
distant places unless their passengers pur-
chase tickets in like manner. The com
pany is required to pay into the Treasury
of the United htates e?.ch vear
five per cent, of its net earuincs under
the act of 1832, and nnder the Thurman
act, since its passage, in addition thereto,
so much of the SSoO.000 as, with the
said live per cent, and the whole com
pensation for the government transporta-
tions, will equal twenty-fiv- e per cent, of
its net earnings. In determining what the
net earnings are, the expenses (bona fide)
paid out of the earnings and not charged
to construction or capital are to be de-
ducted from the gross earnings, although
tbey are partly in the nature of perma
nent improvements. In stating the ac
count due December 31, 1882, the court
finds approximately that tbo United
States owes the company $2,!r5,700, and
the company owes the United States $5,- -

CUNNINGHAM,

The Man Arrested for Complicity la the
London Tower Explosion, Arraigned

for His Crime.

Poland, Queen's Counsel, fn His Opening1

Argument, Admits that lie in the
Most Important

Capture Tet Jtnde in Connection With

the Dynamite Outrages What lie
Expects to Prove.

London, February 2. The examinau...
of Jas. G. Cunningham, charged with
complicity in causing the recent explo-
sion at the Tower of London, was begun
in the BoW Street Police Court this morn-
ing. Poland, solicitor, ;ln opening the
case for the Crown, said that the govern-
ment intended to prove that the prisoner
wag an active agent in the conspiracy
which culminated in the horrible outrage
at the tower. The solicitor then related
the facts in regard to the prisoner's move-
ments at Liverpool and at London, from
the time of his arrival in Liverpool from
America up to the date of bis arrest at
the tower, a few minutes after the explo-
sion occurred; his traveling nnder the
assumed names of Gilbert and Dalton,
aud many suspicious circumstances con-
nected with his stay at both the above
cities. Poland dwelt particularly on the
mysterious disappearance of a peculiar,
box from the prisoner's lodgings in Scar-bo- w

street immediately after Cun-
ningham's arrest. Poland laid stress
upon these iacts in order to show
tbat Cunningham was' in league
with others who must have been
instructed in the line of action to be
taken in case of arrest. Poland further
said witnesses would be produced to prove
that Cunningham had tor several uays
previous to the explosion been seen loit-

ering in and around the Tower of Lon-
don. He then produced the plan of the
ower and pointed out the spot where the
exDlosion took place, at the same time go
ing into the details of the damages done
the hnildintr. and injuries sustained by
persons wounded by the explosion. He
also produced a small detonator found in
the prisoner s baggage, and said it was
similar to those usea in the previous dyn
amite outra.es. indicating that the prison
er might have been connected with those
crimes. In conclusion. Poland asked that
Cunningham be arraigned nnder the ex-

plosive act on the charge of conspiracy,
huu Baiu lie uiigut pimmui, ui a mio unfi
request that the charge be changed tC
high treason, so that the penalty of the
latter crime might be meted out to him, as
dynamite outrages could be Construed as
acts of war of a rebellions people.

Poland's notification to the Court that
the government reserved the privilege of
changing the charge against Cunningham
to high treason, so that the result of con-

viction might be execution instead of im-

prisonment, caused a commotion among
the spectators. The declaration was con-
strued into an admission that the Crown
ascertained that in Cunningham they
had the most important prisoner yet ar-

rested for dynamitic crimes. This im-

pression was confirmed by the extraordi-
nary precautions taken to prevent Cun-
ningham's escape or rescue. He was con-
veyed from his cell in Clerkenwell prison
to Bow Street Court in a strong van. Cun-
ningham was the only prisoner, but
locked in with him were several armed
constables, and on each side of the driver
armed policemen and officers with
exposed revolvers, stood guard anon the
steps leading to the van's oarred door.

Continuing his opening address, the
solicitor for the Treasury said Cunning-
ham was twenty-tw- o years of age. By
occupation te was a dock laborer. He
was not alone in the work of causing the
explosion at the tower, but in league
with others, whom the government hoped
soon to have in custody. Ihe prisoner
lived in the United Htates several years.
He arrived in England last November and
took quarters in Liverpool, in a small ho-
tel, w hen he left that place he came di
rect to London. The solicitor stated that
it could be proven that the prisoner on
the 23d or 24th of December last was at
the Bro .d srreet railway station with a
large blown trunk. This trunk was of
American manufacture. Besides tbi
trunk the prisoner had a bag. He left
both at the station over night. Next day
he called and took them away. In the
meantime he secured lodgings in White-chape-l.

Thither the prisoner had his
brown trunk and bag removed. While
the prisoner was residing there the
brown trunk mysteriously disappeared.
Some time after its disappearance
Cunninghrm changed his lodgings and
took rooms on Scarboro street. It would
be shown that the prisoner began loitering
about the tower after his removal from
Vhitecbapel and tbat he passed in and

vis .ted the tower buildings a few days be-
fore the explosion at least once. Few per-
sons were admitted in the Bow Street Po-
lice Court during the examina ion.

Before closing his addrecs, Poland said
he desired to call particular attention to
the conduct of Cunningham on the day
of the tower explosion. Within four
minutes after the explosion the lower
gates were closed and every visitor then
within the walls made prisoners. This
matter had been carefully investi-
gated and the statement as to the time of
closing the gates was strictly accurate.
But two persons had passed out from the
grounds after the explosion. These were
a lady and gentleman. They were not in
the building at the time of the explosion,
but on their way toward one of the gates.
Among those detained by shutting the
gates was Cunningham. The identity of
the lady and gentleman who had succeed-
ed in passing out had been traced, and
it was ascertained that they were
respectable people and entirely innocent
of any possible connection with the pris-
oners or friends. When the nature of the
explosion had been ascertained every per-
son detained within the tower walls --was
subjected to an examination. With the
exception of the prisoner all gave an ac-

count of themselves, submitting willingly
to examination and answering all ques-
tions. The prisoner was found among
those detained because he dared not,
after the explosion, attempt to hurry
away for fear of attracting the atten-
tion of the police. When his turn
came for examination, his conduct at
once aroused suspicion. He proved
absolutely unable to give a straightfor-
ward answer to the questions. This led
to his being subjected to a more than
ordinal y catechism. The result was he
contradicted himself many times. He was
unable to give any satisfactory account of
how he had employed the time after his
arrival in London, or any acceptable ex-
planation of his presence in the tower.
When asked what he had come to London
for. he said he came to obtain a clerkihip.
but when requested to name some of the
places he had visited in search of clerical
employment, he was unable to give a sin
gle correct address, ne answered cor
rectly the question concerning his
place of abode and gave ' the right
number in Scarboro street, but contr?-dicte- d

himself in so many ways, and be-
trayed such guilty anxiety "that he was
placed nnder arrest on suspicion of being
concerned in eomo way in the explosion.
Detectives were then assigned to hunting
np the prisoner's history and every step
thev took led to the conclusion that the
prisoner was in reality one of the pricipals
in tbe dynamite outrage. He lived nnder
one name on Scarboro street, and nnder
another on irescott street, tie swore
he had never possessed a brown
trunk of American manufacture, and
yet the cabman who drove him
from Brower street to Prescott street lodg
ings would swear this trunk was part of
the prisoner's luggage on this journey ,and
the landlady at the house would testify
that the same trunk was part ot his room
furniture during t art of the time he lived
in ler house. Another point dwelt noon
by Poland was the fact tbat no writing was
found in the lodging occupied by Cun-
ningham. Aitlftingh he did much writing
himself he carefully removed every trace
of his correspondence, as in .the books
found imong his enects every page that
had borne any writing whatever was
fonnd carefully torn out. The solictor
then procee ed to describe other evi-
dence found against Cunningham. Among
this was a detonator which Poland pro-
duced and exhibited to the court. This
fell out of a sack belonging to the prisoner.
While the police were txaming his lug-
gage Col. Majendie, chief inspector of ex
plosives, had examined this detonator and
produced a machine need in the explosion
of dynamite. The detonator was of the
kind used to produce a concussion neces
sary to explode dynamite, and was itself
operated by means of a fuse- -

Poland went on at great length, and
gave a full syno, sis of the evidence against
him, which lias Deen neretotore published.

Before the commencement of regular
proceedings a number ot witnesses assent
bled in court for tbe purpose of identify-
ing the prisoner as the man reported to
the police as having been engaged in sus-
picious movements just before the explo-
sions. Cunningham was placed in a small
crowd, but three of the witnesses, one of
whom was a woman, the other two being
constables, had no difficulty in singling
him out as the man of w hom they had
given information.
