the Law Through Which Criminals to
ofEscape Their Just Pnuislinient Can

Urgent Ifeed For Some boy
no

Means of Providing For the Pay ment of

the Expenses of Oflicers Who
Porsne Criminals. '

A representative of the Appeal, who
happened to be in the office of Chief Davis,

the Police Department, yesterday, was
furnished with an illustration of the
urgent necessity of providing some means
for the certain payment of the expenses of
officers who go to other States in the pur-
suit of criminals charged with violation of
the laws of Tennessee. A letter bad just
been received from Chattanooga giving
notice of the capture of a criminal at that
place who is wanted here, but the

police have no fund
upon which they can draw, and it is proba-
ble the scamp will be released. Hardly a
day passes that some illustration of this
kind ia not furnlshetl. Some time fiffO an
effort was made by Chief Daris to nave
something done which wonld afford a
remedy, but it was unavailing. "There'is
no law for whose passage we are so deeply a
anxious," said Chief Davis, "than one
which will make It possible for .us in all
cases to bring back criminals for trial. As
we are in close oroximitv to two States,

is often the case that petty thieves and
greater ones, as well, escape us, when we
are right upon their heels, by crossing the
river in a skiff, or taking train, horse or
boat across the Mississippi line. In one
or two instances we have felt justified in
takinc the law in our own hands and
bringing the fugitives

without as much as saying by your leave' ino the anthorifies of the Pta'e In which
the capture was made, or asking the crim-
inal himself if he desired a requisition.
The truth is, though, that the strict letter
of the law forbids th , but what is even
more important, it makes no provision for
the payment of the expenses of the officer
nnder such circumstances.
