United States marine
corps and an ancient and honorable artil-
lery company of Massocbusetb", organized
in luo8. This attracted marked attention.
The peculiar combinations of tho uniforms
of the various branches of the service
caused much comment, as did also the
large number of men in line who had
passed the meridian of life. Nevertheless,
their marching was excellent, and the
evoluiionsof the company were rewarded
by liberal applause. About eighty men
represented the Governor's Foot Guards
of Connecticut, organized in 1771. This
company claims the honor of being the
only military organization that haa pre
served an active existence 114 years. The
German Fusileers, of Cnarleston, S. C,
mustered about thirty five men, and bore a
magnificent banner with a palm-tre- e de
vice. This company was organized in 17j,
Another ancient organization was the
Richmond Light Infantry Blues, which
claims 1,93 a-- i the date of iu birth.
