The time was so short that a greater num
ber of opinions could not be obtained.
But without a single exception everyone
approached condemned tue measure in
the most vigorous terms.

MR. J. N. FALLS

said: "I see no reason for changing the
existing order of things. W e have had no
complaint for years. I am in favor of
sworn weighers, and indeed of anything
that will add to the credit ol Mempnis as
a cotton mart, but I do not see that the
City Council has any right to say how they
shall be paid."

MS. 1.. HAKAUKR

sAi.l: "We need to throw out every possi
ble inducement to buy cotton here. That
is the great fault of New Orleans, that eo
many little extra charges are made. Let
the weighers be sworn, of ccurse, but let
there be no expense in addition to that
which now exists."

MR I KXRN

said: "There is just about as much use
for it as for the hull wueel oi a wagon."

MR. DENNIS SMITH

said : "I would be very sorry to fee such
an ordinance passed by the ( ily Council,
which really has nothing to do with it.
The whole Cotton Exchange s opposed to
the ordinance as it now stands. The buy-

ers would certainly object to paying a man
for weighing their own property, and bo

far as the factors are concerned, if they
paid it it would come out of the planter.
There is no objection to sworn weighers,
however."

DR. I). T. P0KTKR. -

"The City Council has no risht to inter-
fere in the private business of the mer
chants, and they will not submit to it, you
ean deoend upon it. There is no neces
sity for sworn weiirhers in the first place.
and if there were the council could not
order the cotton men to pay them,
a measure means a tax of $45,000 on the
cotton business of Memphis, and it should
and w ill be vigorously opposed. If it is
naseed it cannot be reeartled it cannot
hold. The law as already patoed provides
ior such weighing when the parties con-
sent, and not otherwise. It would be in- -

sate to change it or attempt to do so."

"I don't have much to 3o with the cotton

tTbis estimated average is fur Ileeember and
January of tbe pretent winter, xebruary astatta-
tica not naving oeen maue up.

From the abova table it will be seen
that the average thermometers for Decem
ber, 18S4, is 41.3, which, compared with
the fourteen previous years, is higher than
the same month ot lbi 1, lsi, l(i,16i8
and 18S0 December of five of the veara
out of fourteen averaging a colder temper-
ature. Take the mean temperature for the
month rf Januarv. 1885. which in slinwn
t3 be 36.5, we find lower temperatures
Ior the tame motitti in lHiS, 18, o.
1831 an I 1884 four Januaries out
of the fourteen being colder. Tak
ing February of last year the pres
ent February s statistics will not be
given till the mouth closes we find the
mean temperature to have been 47.8
which, compared with the same month of
the preceding twelve yeais, is higher than
that ol 1872, 18.3. 18(4. ib7o. 1876. 1877,
1878,1879,1880, 1881 and 18c.: having been
warmer than the same munthsin eleven ot
the twelve years. Taking the mean tem-
perature for the three winter months
December of the preceding year, and Jan-
uary and -- during the fourteen
years we find the winters of 1S72, 1873,
lSio, lSib, 18'J, 1SSI, and 1885 (thus far),
baiow the general average almost every
alternate year. By this calculation the
fact ia also ascertained that the win-
ter of 1S7--7-

.3 waa the coldest of the
fourteen winters estimated, and that
of 18S0-8- 1 the next coldest, the
present winter coming third ia the Hat.
These statistics are authentic aa they are
taken from the official records at the sig-
nal office, and prove conclusively the fal-
lacy of the assertion that our
winters are growinz colder as the world
advances in age. It ia proper to add here,
however, that when the statistics of the
present February are ad led to those of
the current winter thfjtotal average for the
winter will no doubt b-- lowered pernaus
to as low as the oldest winter, which oc-

curred in 1872-73- ; but that does not sus
tain the theorists iu their assertions about
winters growing colder. Tha prcsen",
month has, no djubt, been one of unusu-
ally low temper iture, not ouly in this lat-
itude but all over the continent. The un-
usual occurrence of sno' storms a Lir
south as Natchez has been one of the
characteristics of tho month. And we
have experienced more trouble with float-
ing ice in the Mississippi than nsual. In
previous yeara this trouble scarcely ever
exceeded a week's tim?, but this winter
ice first appeared December 23, 18i4, caus-
ing local packet to go to bank till Decem-
ber 28th five days. Ice made its appear-
ance agi-.i- n February 13th, and has been
running ever since, with the exception of
one or two daya, but the weather indica-
tions are such as to prevent steamers from
going above this port, with one or two ex-
ceptions. List Saturday th? ice be-
gan to run " heavy sgain, continu-
ing through Sunday and yesterday, with
very unfavorable new3 from up-riv-er
