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Why do soma of the railroads no
wrongly object to a fairly constituted
commission? Such a commission has

'T its object only to see that railroads
oemduct their business upon the same
business principles other business men
uhserye. If the railroads require from
the Legislature an amount f attention
uot jriven to other businesses, it is not
becr.use of the way their customers have
treated them, but the way they hare
treated their customers. If the people
are right in their c jmplaints of extor-
tion, unjust discrimination and acta of
oppression, there oupht to be a cuiamis-sio- n

to redress their grievances. If they
are mistaken and unjust in their accusa-
tions, a eomuii.-aio-n will defend the roads
from the injustice and support them in
their rights. It is a favorite alVration
of the roads that so strenuously oppose
the formation of a commission, that the
interposition of such a body depreciates
the value of railroad shares and prevents
the extension ol railroads in the .States
vrhere they exist, uch aasertiona are
made, not because they arc true but to
promote an unjust prejudice against rail- -

road commissions. The fa.ts spcik the
.other way. and show that d

commissions are the contrary of injurious
to railroads. The conditions of tho rail-

roads in Massachusetts and Georg a, for
instance, overturn all thes interested
stateiaeuts, or rather niissateiuents.
ieomi and the prosperity of the rail-

roads iu that State may be ta'ten in proof,
as that btate adjoins our own, and the
facts are easily accessible to ui. The
Lead of tho commission there is a Ten-

nessee aian, the well-know- and re-- "

sbected Gen. Wallace, himself a pract-
ice railroad constructor and manager,
who built one of the first, if not the very

' first, railroads in this part of the South.
The reports of his board are everywhere
esteemed for their just views and f jr the
equitable statement they make as to the
djins of the commission and the
condition of the Georgia roads. The
general takes a strong interest in
the introduction of a commission into
Tennessee as calculated to promote the

' of the State, and two letters
"im appear in the Nashville

dispose of the false
iitle as to the injury done to

iiv depreciation of the stock of

' 'iLe roads, and hindrance to the building
of more roads on account of the State
hf.ving a commission. Gen. Wallace
shows, by citing the official quotations of
the stocks of the roads in Geor-i- a, Ten-n-

sec, "Kentucky, Virginia. Alabama
and South Carolina, that the iiiarket
prii-t- s of the stocks of the Georgia roads
are very far beyond those of any cf the
other Siatps cited. This is evidence not
to be contradicted. Such evidence every
legislator iu Tennessee ought to have
the eapaeify to comprehend and the
equity to act upon. Gen. Wallace
says: "The great confidence pre-

vailing amone the citizens of Geor-
gia in the stability of railroad invest-

ments under the railroad laws of the
S:atc Las been especially confirmed, and
is manifested in the increased number of
new roads projected. surveyed, and many
of them now in the actual coarse f con-

struction." That confidence has recent-
ly bee n shown iu the purchase by the
Georgia Ilailroad and Banking Company
of the Gainesville, Jefferson-an- d South-

ern railroad, and the still more recent
purchase by the Savannah, Florida and
Western railroad of tho Brunswick and
Western railroad. In answer to other
falsi assertions. Gen.-Wallac- states that
the oniy litigation ttie consmisiiioners
have respects injury to persons none
for failure in the transportation of

freight. Rates are so liberally arranged
that some of the roads are, in instances
charging below tne commissioners re
quirements, and those have stood good

for five years. The tommis-tinne- law of

the State, and the rulings of the commis
doners, have been tested in the Supreme
Court of the United States, and fully
sustained. Under these circumstances
the venerable commissioner naturally
say-- : '"I am surprised at the
statement being. made about the
Georgia railroads and the Geor
gia Ilailroad Commission by par
tios in your State." The net earn-
ings of the Georgia roads have steadily
increased since the commission rCRU

laicd them, and "there is less litigation
between the people and the railroads
than at any previous time. There are
very few cases in the courts of the State

.n account of the failure of the railroads
to discharge their duty as common cai- -

riers. It is a matter of pride to the citi-

z"ns of Unorgia that the roads of the
State, especially the older ones, compare
favorably with the roads of other States
both in their physical condition and in
the discharge of their duty to the public
iu the transportation of persons and
property."

In the South bee culture is worth more
general attention than it has yet received.
Our summers are long, our flowering veg
etation extensive, and it even Lanada
cin find the business profitable, surely
here it ought to be much more so. hile
the farmer is busy in his fields, his
bees, like unpaid servants, are busy
also storing up cheap and wholesome
food for his family, and if he please to
keep them to that extent, providing a
profitable article for the market. To the
growers of small fruits and vegetables it
is exceptionally worth while to consider
whether bee culture might not be made

THK SMOKE JI"IAAXE.
while ago there was a great agita- -

t n in favor of reducing or abolishing
the smoke nuisance in cities. That agi
tation has ceased for some time. We
tear raiher from hopelessness than from
3tiecess, for we have heard of no absolute
cure from the evil from any or all of the
improved grates, and fireplaces and
chimneys. Steam, electricity and other
agencies and inventive applications have
wrought wonders, bnt hero is an evil that
infests every house, and yet appears to
baffle all attempts to conquer it. Inveu
tions have lifted many men from poverty
to riches, and be who shall invent a rem-
edy for the smoke nuisance will reap a re
ward few have equaled. If we, the in
veutive people ixir erect tture, nave
given up ths hope of conqueriu
this great enemy of health and
comfort, the English are still struggling
with the problem, and claim to have
made some advance toward clearing the
atmosphere of the black pall that now

invades it, dims the light of heaven, and
contaminates the air we breathe. There
is au institution in England called the

National Smoke Abatement Institu
tion, which has receutly published it
annual report, in reference to which the
London Chronicle says marked progress
ii claimed to have beon made in the
troduction and adopt'on of improved sys

teius of heating, by which the influx o
smoke has been materially reduced or
entirely prevented. The English Parlia
incut has promulgated laws to aid the
efforts to suppress smoke, but their ad
uiiuistrati'jn is pronounced faulty and
iu need of revision and bette
enforcement. It is lonnd that not
only business establishments witl
their vomiting chimneys, but th
domestic ere ot the household requires
reform, and there ignorance, bull
headedness and hatred of change prov
to be serious obstacles. The report it
self states that tests made in 1.SS1

showed an average smoke density
.', while those made m th-- give an
average of only 1.75, and it is found that
grates of projier construction are now
making in sizes suited for small consum
er. in kitcnen graies tne aensuyoi
smoke has been reduced from 4.18 i

to Z.4. ih;s looks like .progress
aud should give ground for encourage
ment; but the fact of such difference be
ing made much o! shows that the En
glish, equally with ourselves, have faile
to produce au actually efficient smok
prevent! re. Bakers ovens hav
been great smoke producers, but
the report declare that five sys

terns of these ...s are practically
smokeless, andv .iy large quantities of

bread are now baked in various dis
tricls wit!-.-.u- the production of any
smoke. Here is another hopeful fact, for
if the baker can be conquered others
may surely be subdued. It is strongly
recomnianded by the smoke institution
that stokers should be submitted to ex
amination and required to take out cer
tificates. This is doubtless a good sub
sidiary measure, for an unskillful stoker
aids crcatlv to tho smoke Duisance.
The absence of a really effective smoke-consum-

if ehown by tho declaration of
the Londoa Chronicle that "a perfect
solution of the question ia attainable
only by the general adoption of smokeless
fuel like eoks or gas," and these, the
Chrou i ll- states, ha v cyme into increased
ue during the past twelve months. The
institution's report says that "the British
gas companies have hired out a large
number of gas nloves." The use of
these stoves is increasing among our-
selves also, or their equivalent,
