Washington", March 5. The White

House presented a busy scene A
stream of callers poured into the mansion
form the hour ihe doors were opened un-
til iate in the day. The President had sn
eany breakfast, and then completed the
organization of his Cabinet and directed
that their names be sent to the Senate. A
nurnbercf organizations visited the White
House before noon, and were received by
the President in tlte east room.

C.u the Americus dnb and the
Young Men's Lamicratie Club, a'l of
Philadelphia; the Kings C.untyC.ub of
Brook yn, aud a delegation fiom the
Cuunty Democracy of .New York. The
justices of the United States Supreme
Couir, headed by Chief Justice Vaite,
called about 12 o'clock, and were received
in the blue parlor. The members oi the
National Democratic Committee were
next receiwl. Many other prominer.t
persona called to pay respects, and kept
thy President engaged the entire day. No
changes have yet been made iu the
force employed at the White House, ex-
cept that Col. Daniel S. Lamont occupies
the olii e of private Secretary to the Pres-
ident instead of Fred. J. Phillips, w ho, of
c iurse, retired with Mr. Arthur. Tne

The Commissioner of Agriculture in
his resort credits Berrien county, Gs.,
with producing an averege per acre of 200
pounds of lint cotton, while the average
throughout the State is 150 pounds. Her
average of corn per ace is ten bushels,
while the general average in the State is
less. Caue grows wondeiftiliy well, 4C0
gallons of eyrnp per acre being the aver-
age yield. "Peaouta make from forty to
seventy-fiv- e bushels per acre, while an
acre in potatoes will produce from 200 to
400 bushels. Oats grow very well and
wheat can be grown. The climate is as
mild and equable as that of Florida.
