The Black Flags and Yunnan army had oc-
cupied a pass, the sides of which were in-
accessible, and built fjrls with three lines
of trenches. Before Duoc the fighting was
severe and our troops behaved more ad
mirably than ever. Ihe enemy raised
the siege of Thuyenquan yesterday even-
ing, the French garrison having fought
eighteen days after the first breach in the
boly of the fortress. The garrison sus-
tained seven assaults and caused imineusa
Iocs to the enemy. This siege should be
counted among tbe most brilliant pages of
our history. The gunboet Mitrailleuse ac-
tively assisted in tbe defense of Thuyen-
quan. Gen. Negrier's column pushed
rapidly northward since the capture of
L&ngson and has now destroyed the line
of forts which guarded the Chinese fron-
tier and blown up the fortifications known
as the Gate to China.

EXGLtSD ASI BUSSIA.

London, March 9. The Daily Atari states
that there ia a constant exchange of dis-
patches between the Eogbsh and Russian
governments.
