The river improvement convention

wh .ch will bo held in New Orleans on
Monday and Tuesday of ucxt week, will
be of great importance to the interests of
the Mississippi Valley, and measures
have been taken to secure a large attend-ano- s

from al! parti of the country con-

cerned in the improvement of water-
ways, such as is required in the West
and Southwest. Invitations have been
forwarded to every State, county and im-

portant town in the valley, and the
Governors of the Valley States have
leei requested to appoint delegates; also
the mayors and other presiding officials
of the river towns, the commercial or-

ganizations, the United States Represen-
tatives and Senators andthe Legislatures
of t:ie States concerned have been
invited to be present. The convention
so constituted can frame a policy that
Fhall obtain the approbation of the resi-
dents in the valley and unite their ac-

tion, and f.o impress Congress as to ob-

tain for the object to be attained a degree
of respect that shall at least secure safety
from such neglect as was manifested at
the last session of Contrress. Engineers
have also been invited to be preseut,
whose aid will tend to give the delibera-
tions a practical aim. We see by the
2'ew Orleans journals that the merchants
and citizens there are making substantial
preparations to entertain the delegates
and insure tliair comfort while remaining
in New Orleans. So part of the pro-

ceedings can be raqrc weighty and more
valuable than thoso, which shall tend
to bring about a union ofssai-roen- t

and aim among the people of the
Talley. With union of intention and
action the valley is lis in-

fluence and the number of its Repre-
sentatives aod Senators it has in Con-

gress, make it irresistible in Washington
when these are all centered upon one
object. That union is the thing first re-

quired is a tiif qua ii'jti) without which
effort will be abortive, and the KuVt and
the railroads that are opposing improve-
ment will laugh at our lailure and dis-

comfiture. Unhappily dimensions Lave
arisen, and opposing views are entertain-
ed. Some have been led to oppose the
whole jetty system, notwithstanding tbe
pplendid results it has produced, declar-
ing that it obstructs fh outflow to the
gulf and backs up the waters to Cairo,
and even above, caujig calamitous
floods. Whether the Plaqucmine shall
or shall not remain an outlet to the Mis-

sissippi, and whether the commission-

ern States had been bedded up for plant-
ing. These extraordinary winter waather
conditions suggested the probability of
heavy rainB and cold weather in planting
time by which the cotton crop would be
"thrown into gtass," resulting in a short
crop, as suggested in the above extract.

THE WEATEaB PHENOMENA -
