Scott iu Mexico, with
whom he formed an enduring friendship.
He rose to the rankef lieutenant-colonel- ,

and after the war was elected to many of-

battle of Sbiloh? The preparations for
the battle, 1 judged, were nearly cone
pleted, for he requested me, the next
morning, to go over to Gen. Bragg's head
quarters and ask hime todiueat our mess--
table.

GEN. BRAGG.
Gen. Bragg had previously valuntcered

his services as adjutant-gener- on the staff
of Gen. Johnston, and was doing duty in
that capacity, without giving np his own
command, in place of Col. Makall. Makall
had recently been appointed nrgauier- -

general and assigned to duty in McCown's
place, at Island JNo. 10. i met Makall at
Memphis only for a moment, and asked
him where be was going, not baying heard
of his appointment. His reply was: "Into
that internal trap, which was truly pro-
phetic, for he was forced to surrender Isl-
and No. 10 within a few davs after he
reached his command. The invitation to
our mess table was accepted by Gsn.
Bragg, and, havirg brought with me a box
of hue old wine as a present to my chief,
I suggested to mm that the occasion was a
good one to drink it. He said : "No, let
that alone; we will drink it the day after
the victory, and call it the victory wine."
Gen. Bragg was prevented from joining us
that day, and wnat became ot the victory
nine nni lu uuuecu umeauer.

As I said before, I found the general in
buoyant spirits, if I may apply that word
to a man of such dignity and great control
of his feelings. Another remark of his
I well recollect while standing with
him and other members of his staff,
looking at a regiment moving to the bat
tleground, a no regiment was clad in
new uniforms, and almost danzled one
with their shining accouterments and
glistening bayonets:

"The bayonets are in fine order," said
he. "I am glad to see it. They will have
use for tbem soon." I do not apologize
for these apparently trite remarks. for
they all show they were words well spoken
with a meaning, and were the engrossing
tbouguts ot a great man on the eve of a
momentous battle, and spoken as they
were, 1 thought tbera sulhcientiy signih
cant to remember and record.

KESTl'CKY.

numerous in the battle that was about to
t;iire place as her sons in tho Southern
s ..lea had boped. The State, either from
terror or venality, deserted the bold decla
rations made through her authorities be-

fore the cannon of the Sjuth opened upon

iuridge and Preston were the chief repre-
sentatives of the Southern thought, but
Preston was absent in Spain, aud Breck-
inridge felt the public opinion too long.
Guthrie with promptitude seized the op-
portunity aud suddenly went into close
alliance witii Mr. Lincoln. An embittered
rivalry sprung np at tho Charleston Con-
vention between Breckinridge aud Guth-
rie. The popularity ot Breckinridge

Guthrie, who received but little
support. This gave great energy to his
resentment, eo that he formed a powerful
alliance wilh Crittenden, Garrett Davis,
Dixon and other old Whig leaders, which
so deranged former party opinion that
the Ltemocracy wa bewildered. Under
these circumstances the August election
came on, and an overwhelming ma-
jority was atta ned by the coalition, under
the pretext of neutrality. Breckinridge
was compelled to fly from Washington, ex-
pelled from the Senate and deserted by
hi3 friends. Powers and others reluct-
antly adhered to the North, and Breckin-
ridge was left with only a small but reso-
lute band of friends who followed his
fortunes when he was forced to leave his
native t?tate. When, therefore, the army
marched from Corinth not more than 000
or 0000 Kentucky troops left the intrench-meut- e,

but those were high-spirite- d gen-
tlemen and hardy yeomen, the descend-
ants of the Virginians ho by their valor
and enterprise had founded the S.ate.
Such were the men who constituted the
cavalry of Morgan and the infantry at the
battle of Shiloh, being 1500 cavalry and
350J muskets, nnder Breckinridge's com-
mand.

THE KENTUCKY BRIGADES.
This composed the two Kentucky bri-

gades, afterward famous in many battles.
The First Brigade was organizsd by Buck-
ner at Bowling Green, ie being the officer
of the highest rank and in command when
Gen. Johnston arrived. Johnston wished
yeiy much to have Preaton appointed to
tha command of this splendid bri-ad- be-
cause the men were from hi) native State,
and on acconnt of the reputation and

of Preston in Mexico under Gen.
Scott, as well as the intimate and confi-
dential relations tbat existed between
them, and his reliance on his accomplish-
ments as a civilian. This 1 know, that
Preston requested him not to nrge his
appointment at Kichtnoud. He ardently
desired the honor, but urged that Breck-emidg- a

should be appointed. The recent
candidacy of Breckiniidge for the Presi-
dency gave him the foremost place in the
party and in the State, aud the great object
was to fix the unsett'ed opinions of Ken-
tucky. It was also necessary to strengthen
Johnston's army and the Confederate
causo. These reasons prevailed, so that
Breckinridge comrnasded the Kentucky
troops at Shiloh and I'rcston served as a
colonel of stall". I state these facts because
Preston never mentioned the matter, un-
less to a few friends. I now do, because
it shows the fraternal and generous spirit
that prevailed among the Kentuckians in
their exile. The course of Preston ce-
mented the strong friendship between him
and Breckinridge, and established a confi-
dence which was never disturbed until
severed by death.

ON THE MARCH TJ BII1LOH.
Iu spite of heavy roads and bad weather

we reached Monterey in the afternoon
about 4 o'clock. A priva'e council of the
six generals was immediately held in an
old leg house, from which all their stall's
were excluded. Elanton's cavalry brought
in as prisoners a major and two lieuten-
ants, one of tbem belonging to the staff' of
Col. Buckland. I be ieve that the name
of the captured officer was Mjj. Leroy
Crockett, of the Ohio cavalry. Gen.
Johnston was very anxious to rind out
whether Gen. Grant hsd thrown up any
held works. About this matter the spies
and scouts differed, some reporting that
fortifications were in active progress, as
there bad been great sound of axes in
front of Gen. Grant's line and much tim-
ber feiled. It was therefore reported tbat
breastworks had been erected. Gen.
Johnson turned over Maj. Crockett to Col.
Preaton to ascertain this important fact,
while be himself was engaged in the
council of war." Col. Preston took Maj.
Crockett apart and treated him in a hoar
pitablo manner. After refreshing him
with the best be had and finding he was
a Democrat, fraternized warmly with the
major and avoided all disagreeable ques-
tions, but nevertheless induced the major
to give an account of bis adventure. This
be did willingly and at length, in
which Col. Preston casnaliy re-
marked that he did not nuite un-
derstand the deployment of a 'squadron
of cavalry to protect Gee. Grant's in-

trenched artillery. The maior promptly
corrected him, saying that there were no
intrenchments, and that he bad been sent
out only to reconnoiter. Col. Preston im-
mediately reported to Gen. Johnston, as
he came from the conncil-roo- for a mo-
ment, that there we?e no intrenchments.
Mrj. Crockett immediately asked who
was the gentleman he had
been ta king to, to which Preston replied
that he was an old Texas c'ons! a
friend of his. The answer did not seem
to quite s disfy the major, who laconically
answered that the crowd seemed to be
gentlemen, and it appeared to him that
that there were a good many soldieia
around tbat neck of woods. Gen. John-
ston and the staff were greatly amused by
this account. The lieuteuants vere tuintd
over to Lieut. Baylor, of Texas, the fun-
eral's military aid, and myself. In going
to a big log, which denoted headquarters

I immediately lighted a candle
and awoke the general, who, snpportiog
himself on his elbow, read a dispatch com-
municating the intelligence that the col-

umn bad halted on account of the artillery
becoming mired in the muddy roads.
With a stern voice tie oxclaimeu, wtiere
were their axes : ine oideriy repueu,

1 do not think they had any." To which
the general said: "What! start on a march
to a battlefield without axes! Alter a
few moments in intense reflection be dis
missed the messenger, but not, I think, to
sleep any more that memorable night.

THE COUNCIL OF WAR.
The most important event of the next

day was the council of the generals. Tne
great Question to be determined was wheth
er the army should deliver battle or with-
draw to Corinth. The hour was about 4
o'clock in the afternoon, and the scene the
crossroads. Gens. Johnston, Beauregard,
Bragg and Hardee were in council. Gens.
Polk and Breckinridge were absent. The
commands of the two last officers were
very tardy, so tbat Gen. Beauregard main
tained that the enemy would be on the
alert, and it would be impossible to force his
strong position, protected as it was ou each
flank by the deep and overflowed creeks
emptying at right angles into the Tennessee
river. He, therefore, advised that the army
should withdraw to its original position.
behind its intrenchments at Corinth. Gen.
Johnston was of a different opinion. He
ordered Co), Preston to find and bring up
tiens. folk and Breckinridge immediately.
This was done very promptly. Gen. Polk
supported Gen. John3ton'd view and ad-

vised battle, the general was greatly grat
ilied. Just after tbe council broke up he
went immediately to dictate the order of
battle to Col. Jordan, and remarked toLol
Preston, in a low voice, all is settled, the
good bishoD isevery inch a soldier. Orders
were then issued to the whole army to bs in
position at daybreak and ready lor the hghv

GE.V. HARDER.
The night before the battle, Preston

Nat Wick iffe and myself bivouacked by
the fire, all three sharing Wictlitfe's old
California quilt, our only covering. .Gen
Hardee, that gallant and indomitable sol
dier, as he proved to be afterward, came
to our nre at about lzo ciocic. lie Daa
been going aronnd trying to hod out where
he could borrov some rations for bis men
who had been in battle array for many
hours and were without food and very
hungry. I said to him. General, lie down
here with us, it will soon be daylight and
your men will fight all tho better in the
morning for their breakfast; which pleas-
entry he did trot appreciate, and left us.
Why there has not been written a volume
dedicated to the exploits ot that accom
plished soldier I cannot understand, for
well he deserves the highest place in th
records of military history as one of the
bravest of tho brave. Before he came
around I w'as enjoying the serenades of
the army in trout ol us, aud certainly rec
ognized some of the pieces, so close were
wo to the bands.

At o:u0 o clock on the morning ot the

fii.h of April we heard Ha-dea- 's pickets
opening the battle with their bnlieida
and in ten minutes Gen. Johnston and
every member of his str.ll were in the
saddle, moving toward the firing. The
momentous actions cf our three linea on
that day are faithfully and eloquently de-

from the article before me : "A surprise
so willful, so contrived, bi ctrane, so
secmiTn.lv premeditated that it has never
been explained and can never bo ex-
plained and that the jitici lying of Hit in o
roponstb'r gmernh and thi ir hi igrajihcrs 1ms
only miuh- it tiie more inerpl icable." After
what lias been told cf this gmat and event-
ful battle by these reliable gentlemen and
military critics, I feel that it would be
presumptuous in me to attempt more than
a simple statement of the memorable
charge, which took place about t! o'clock
after we were in possession of every en-
campment on the right I was an eye-
witness and an humble aclor in this great
scene. Before, however, I proceed to give
my recollections cf the famous char.e
which decided the first day at Shilob, I
cannot omit one tf the most brilliant ac-

tions tbat came under my observation
during the whole of the conflict. It oc-

curred about 1 o'clock, and was a contest
for the last encampment on tke right.

A I B J.KGE C F TEXAN'S.
A regiment ot our troops had been re-

pulsed and were wavering. The general
rode amid them at the moment and
asked what troops were these and where
was their commander. The reply was
Texans; out commander killed or wound-
ed, I don't recollect which. Gen. John-
ston turned quickly, as if looking forsome
one. His eye fell npon tho soldier he
wanted. "Capt. Wickliffe," said he, "lead
thia regiment aud these Texans will clear
yon camp." Wickliffe leaped bis gray
charger to tho front, drew his long cavalry
saber, aud, waving it right and left, cried
out follow me, my boys. A mass of Fed-era- 's

were visible on tbe opposite hill,
drawn up in front of their encampments.
Our troops were obliged to go down the hill,
cross a ravine, and tben ascend another
t ii!, on the brow cf which the enemy stood
ready for tbe attack. To n e, it looked

and lite walking into the jaws of
death; but, inspired by the presence of
their commander, their gallant leader, the
men double-quicke- d and crossed the ra-

vine. Many dropped, and the rain of
bullets commenced on both sides. The
enemy poured into our troops a galling
lire from tbe start, but there was go halt-
ing, and they moved on. Many of them
must have crossed their bayonets in this
camp before we saw any signs of retreat.
The yell was kept up from the start, but
when they closed with a loud shout we
kecw the work was completed. All honor
to our brave Texans and Capt. Wickliffe.
A more gallant gentleman did not do bat-
tle on tbat day. He had crossed the plains
as an escort to Gen. Johubton, resigning
his position as a lieutenant in the dragoon
service, choosing to follow the fortunes cf
the South. This, I think, was a man-toma- n

contest. The infantry alone was
brought into action. It was bravely con-
ducted ot bqth sides It has always been
a regret to me tbat I could not ascertain
tbe regiments, having never seen any men-
tion made of the event in any history of
the battle of Sbiloh.

HARRIS AND HIS TKJiNESSKANS.
I had been the bearer of fiereral orders

during the day, and in the intervals had
not much to do but witness the scenes
hourly shifting before me. One of the
principal duties of a staff cflicer is to bear
orders and rally troops; but our troops
were so eager to strike the enemy on that
day tbat my time was not much occupied
in 'that way; consequently I was, with
Blight intervals, by the side of Gen. John-
ston during the morning up to the time
i f the charge. Keeling a little neglected,
I said to hiin : "You keep ail of your Bta ff
on the wing, fiying to and fro on their
horses; why do you retain me by your
side? I want more todo." He replied:
"You will have plenty of wotk to do yet."
In lees than forty minutes a messenger
caoii dasl-io- up to him, and said that
Breckinridge was sorely pressed and want-
ed help. He turned at once and said to
me: "Your chance has come. Go as fast
as you can and tell Gen. Bowen to move
up and prepare for action." Preston, I
think, had received an Older just before
to select tbe ground. Gen. Bo wen's bri-
gade was held as a reserve. I soon
Lund them' partly under cover,
where they had been awaiting orders all
tbe morning. So soon as I delivered tbe
order Bowen gaye the word, and I shall
never forget the quick glance of delight
that illuminated bis face and all the c U-

lcers and men of his brigade, which was
one of the best drilled of our whole army.
As they moved forward our path was
strewed with the dead and wounded.
Breckinridge bad suff ered a repulse. Shells
were bursting, cannon booming and volley
afrer volley of artillery and infantry were
all thundering at tbe same time. Gen.
Johnston came dashing up almost before
Bowen's troops bad been aligned, and
stopped his horse on the crest of the hill
that Preston bad selected. Gov. Harris
and myseli were the only members of bis
staff' at that moment by his side. Gen.
Bieckinridge came riding up nnder great
excitement and said: "General, I have a
regiment of Tennesscans tbat refuse to
fight. I have been doing my ntmost to
rally them and get them in." Gen. John-
ston did not answer him, but turned sud-
denly to Gov. Harris, saying: "Did you
hear that, Governor?" and repeated Breck-
inridge's words to him. Harris galloped
forward, after saying: "I will see what 1
can do." Breckinridge followed, but re-
turned in a few moments and said, again:
"Gen. Johnston, I cannot get my men to
make the charge," to which ha replied

.' Then I will help you.''
THE CHAR6K.

It was then Gen. Johnston bowed to
him and rode instantly into Bowen's

hps, nut many paces off, and motioned

mnde. I lullowpd him, and stopped by the
bin of llowitn, in position imuied ately be--
iud bit brigade.

Harris bad at-
tempted to rally and could not put them
in me ngnu noiaing a revolver in my
hand at the same time which had just
been surrendered to me by a wounded
lieutenant, a voice from behind called out,

ards'.'" It was Maj. T. Hawkins, of Brectin- -
ridg6's start, sitting on his horse with a woe-
begone countenance, his hand to bis chin,
and the blood, as I thought, spurting from
nis inroct. i asked him where he was
wounded. He replied just here, buck-
shot, only a scratch; bnt just look at my
new coat, tbe breast of which was covered
with blood and ruined forever. Hard by
was Col. George B. Hod-e- . dismounted
ana noiuing the reins of his beautiful
mare, which was bleeding to death. At
tbat instant I felt a slight shock on my
thigh, 'and looking down saw a minie- -
ball roll on tbe ground, which I got down
and picked up.

BEAEISO THE BODX OFF THE FIELD.
TrestoD, when he left the ravine, re-

quested ns not to mention that Johnston
nad fallen, for fear the army might be
dismayed. Many inquiries were made as
to whose body we were bearing to the
rear. Preston answered, "Col. Jackson,
oi Texas," and no one found ont until
night, except a few trusted and distin-
guished officers, that our general had
fallen. We took the body to the very
spot that we had left in the morning,
some two miles in the rear, over the
bloody ground which had been so stub-
bornly contested. Everywhere the evi-den-

of the sanguinary battle was in
view. The piles of wounded aronnd the
farmers' cabins, which had been convert-
ed irito bospitah, with the prostrate tents
of the enemy and the immense stores
and deserted munitions of war, gave un-
mistakable evidence of the energy of
Johnston's assault and tbe snrprise and
defeat of Grant The spot where John-
ston fell was near the utmost boundary
to which tbe Confederates drove the Fed-
eral army that day. We placed the re-
mains of Gen. Johnston under the care of
Majs. Wickam and Throckmorton. Abont
4 o'clock Col. Preston stated that he in-
tended to report in person to Gen. Beau-regar- d

for duty, and invited the staff to
join him. According to my remem-
brance. Preston, Bsnbam and myself
were the only staff officers present.

INTERVIEW WITH BEALRKOABD.
We found Gen. Beauregard at or near

Shiloh church. He received ns with great
courtesy. In his conversation-wit- Pres-
ton, he reiterated his sympathy to him
personally, and said that the victory was
dearly bought by the death of Johnston.
He directed Preston to attend to the obse-
quies, and gave him plenary power to take
the staff with tbe remains to New Orleans,
as a more appropriate place than Mem-
phis, which Preston, from its vicinity
suggested. During the conversation Col!
Preston asked if he might inquire whether
the battle would be renewed tbe next day,
or if be should delay his departure until it

as ended. Gen. Beauregard replied that
it would be useless to delay, as the battle
was virtually ended. It was nnder these
circumstances that we parted. There had
been a great lull in the battle after 3
o'clock, and many prisoners were passing
Shiloh church southward about the time
we reported. During our audience with
Gen. Baauregard, I noticed the bead of a
quail peepinz between his thumts, which
he was holding in his hands. He re-
marked to me tbat he had picked it up on
the field and was keeping it as a trophy of
the day. This little fact, tbat probably I
ought not to mention, made quite an im-
pression on me at tbe time. It struck me
as inopportune to be petting a poor,
frightened bird, when there were two good
hours left of daylieht for pursuing a crush-
ed enemy in full flight,

EN BOtTETO NEW ORLEANS.
On our arrival at Corinth the sad rites

of placing tbe remains of the general in a
coffin were performed, when we escorted
the body to the railroad and left for New
Orleans. The ride to New Orleans was
mournfal beyond description. Assem-
bling together we slowly drank in solemn
silence our victory wine. Many of us with
tears in our eyes talked over tbe loss of
comrades and the deeds of one of tbe
bloodiest days in the annals of history. In
New Orleans we were met at the denot by
Gov. Moore and his staff, Gen. Lovell and
his staff and a multitude of sorrowful citi-
zens. Tbe staff acting as
bore the remains to the C:ty Hal', where
the body lay in sfate for nearly twb days.
Thousan Is visited the illustriou dead. In
the afternoon of April, 10, 1862, with
trieved hearts we performed the last
funeral rites; followed by a large con-
course of citizens, we laid in the mayor's
tomb in tbe St. Louis Cemetery all that
was mortal of Albert Sidney Johnston.

TUB EKTl'RN TO CAMP AT CORINTH.
We returned to Corinth. The adven-

turous life of our beloved chief had closed
upon the field of honor. He died fortu-
nately for himself, but unfortunately for
bis country, in tbe full splendor of bis
manhood. His countenance in death de-
noted topes of glory which vanished in
an instant, under the random shot of a
vanquished enemy. The lofty morality
of his stoical character saved him from the
vices of the camp. His military ability
in early youth commanded the respect
and confidence of our ablest generals, and
his mje&tic courage in the fiercest ordeal
of bartle won' the admiration of the
soldiery. His friends should not deplore
his death, because be was not doomed to
Bee mighty hopes wither like those which
shrouded the head of Le.

fiRsure veins may be found in any
district of Honduras, though its principal
localities is the Atlantic slo: e, composed
of plutonic ranges of granite, metamor-
phosed gneiss and feriujrinuus porphy-
ry. Many localities and with them
Santa Crux, Yoro and Comay.igaa are
principally known to contain rich gold de-

posits, bilver is most abunditut; some
localities famous for its mines fcre La Paz
Gracias, El Paraiso, and others. Also cop-
per, tin, antimony and lead, iron, lime-

stone, kaolin, fie clays, ochers, rock salt.
Opals of a fine quality and luster are found
at Erandique, department of Gracias.
Honduras has been considered the richest
mineral portion of Central America. It
is stated furthermore, with hope of im-
parting an impulse to the mining indus-
try, the government of Honduras bas de-

creed "a rich and liberal de of mining
laws, which concede advantageous priv-
ileges to thosa who eeire to enter into
such enterprises. The importation of min-
ing machinery and implements is free, as
the exportation of metals. The republic is
governed by and through its own law?,
which are c iditied and peer to those cf th e
most civilized nation on earth."

WCCATIOK.

Public instruction is fostered in all its
branches, and primary instruction is said
to be "obligatory, secular an1 gratuitous."
In every town and village of Honduras are
these primary schools for both sexes. The
republic has two universities, one in Te-
gucigalpa and one in Santa Koea. The
government has decreed the establishment
of colleges and normal schools. Speci-
mens of ornamental penmanship by boys,
and fancy needlework by girls, in drawn
work, crochet, etc. Several are credit-
ably noticeable, among wbiob the gauze

Honduras has been freed from Spanish

rule and established as a republic since
1821. Spanish slavery was during the
same year abolished. This fifth section of
Central America is said to be tbe first land
discovered by Columbus. The capital is
connected with the principal cities of-- the
republic by 1S4-- mi.es of telegraph wire.
There are sixty-fiv- e telegraph offices. The
government has no official religion. All
residents, ''both native or naturalized for-
eigners, are citizans at the age o' twenty-on- e

who have professions, incomes, means
of support or property ; and all natives or
naturalized foreigners of the age of eighteen
who are married, and who can read and
write." The inhabitants are said to be of
a gentle, pacific character, who joyfully
welcome etrangers. With fertility of soi',
extensive and rich veins of metals, "valua-
ble privileges conceded to all foreigners
desiring to establish general business en-
terprises in the country," the government
of this interesting republic looks for aid
to a bright future.
