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rOTlOX AN D THE WAR.
The view of the probable effect of war

between Russia and England upon the
cotton trade, as expressed in the ArrEAL
yesterday in answer to a correspondent,
appears to be that of the business por-

tion of the press generally. The New
Orleans Picayune of Sunday last had an
article upon cotton. It said that the
maintenance of a good price for cotton
"is due to the comparative failure of two
American crops in succession, which has
caused a large reduction in the world's
visible supply, rather than to anywise
action of the planters. The area planted
last season, under favorable conditions,
roijrht have produced 7,500,000 bales ol

cotton, in which case the price would
have been very low." 1'e'crring to the
prospective war, the Pirniune remarks:
"If that war should involve the other
prcat powers, and hostile operations
should commence on tho continent of
Europe, it would undoubtedly prove
very disastrous to the South. On the
first intimation of war cotton foes down
and wheat goes up. What we produce
iuost largely is depressed, and what we
Wy is enhanced in value. Vie lose at
both ends. And while fighting on the
plateaus of Afghanistan may not of itself
Krcatly curtail the cotton consumption of
the world it will affect the spirit of buy-

ers and make them cautious. The rea-

sonable fear of a great European war
present before the eyes of manfacturers
may depreciate our cotton crop many
millions of dollars." Our New Orleans
contemporary draws the inference from
all this that "there is, therefore, addi'
tional reason this spring forSontherm
agriculturists to devots ruore attcntioa to
home supplies an-- i less to cotton." Brail- -

sfrcet'i states: "lu speculative lines all
American markets.except that for cotton,
made a noticeable advance on Thursday
on receiptot the news from Ijoudon." The
New Orleans Slufs rctxirts: "Itispei- -

Evidently the state of things
opening upon us is one that should be
seriously considered by planters, espe-
cially by those'who adhere to "all eotton."

TEAIISK THE PRF.I OEXl'f A5iD A
fJiKlIDKA I'.

Eight years ago the republicans stole
iiom the people of the United States the
Presidency.

Presidency feel flattered at
this attempt to take possession of their
President. It shows the desperation of
the Republican party, for it is a notori-
ous fact that the policy which President
Cleveland lias adopted is exactly the re-

verse of that of the Republicans, under
whose rule offices were considered as re-

wards fir personal and party services.
The departments abounded with Useless
offices, incompetent and in many in-

stances dishonest officials. Cleveland is
nearchin.s out the barnacles, and has in-

augurated a general system of adminis-
trative rclurm. The wastefulness and
extravagance which hsve so loug pre-
vailed, and which were constantly in-

creasing, have been supplanted bv
economy a policy exactly the reverse of
that pursued hy John Sherman's party.
For yaars officials have plundered the
government mid enriched them-
selves. Official station nearly al-

ways meant pecuniary gain : emoluments
without work.

He believes public
office is a public trust aud he holds
every official to a strict accountability,
is weeding out the dishonest and the
negligent and is putting the whole public
service of the country on a strictly busi-
ness basis. In this the Pre-ide- nt is in-

spiring the confidence oi the whole coun-
try because his policy is diametrically
the opposite of that which wide the Re-
publican party so ouion.-- - t the honest
men of all partic And c. Cleveland
is no better than his party, as Mr. Sher-
man would have the country to believe,
for the President is simply carry-
ing out the principles of the party plat-
form and the honest people who
elected him. The office-seeker- s the
men who believe that Cleveland was
elected for the sole purpose of turning
Republicans out of office and filling their
places with hungry Democrats, complain
that removals and appointments aro Dot
inaJc wore rapidly. But the people have
confience in the President, and they will
indorse his slow and cautious policy.
Proscription for opinion's sake has not
heretofore added strength to a party. In

during the short administration of
Harrison he removed WW Democrats
from office. But at the next election the
Democrats triumphed. Taylor was elect-
ed aa a but he was making
a clean sweep of Democratic office-holde-

when death terminated his career,
and at the next Presidential election the
proscribed Democrats swept the country.
These examples show that an indiscrimi-
nate removal from office adds no strength
to a party. There was not a Whig iu
office at the close of Van Buren's ad-
ministration, and yet he and his army of
office-holde- were driven from power.
The President who serves his country
best serves his party most successfully.
President Cleveland is at present master
of the situation. Never did a President
accomplish so much in so short a time.

FISH AM A JAIL-BIIC-

The law in the United States is strong,
and when conscientiously administered it
deals out justice in a way tha.t is terrible
to the guilty. In Sal; Lake we find the
Mormons, though three out of four in
population, dare not hold their annual
conference in that city, and Taylor, the
president of the Church, and Cannon,
hi associate in spiritual office, because
of the law dared not take their placei in
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the. conference at the place where it was

held. The notorious Tweed found a jail

and a convict'i uniform to be the law's

answer to his insolent inquiry, when the
law began to ;.nterfe-- e with his career in

crime, ."What are you going to do about

it?" And now another highly respect-
able culprit, formerly president ol

the Marine Ilauk, New York, the finan
cier who helped Ward to ruin Con. Grant,
is consigned to a fate similar to
that of his great exemplar, Tweed. The
New York Hn-n- states that, looking to
his lawj-er- s to get a new trial, he takes
his imprisonment in a very luatter-of-fac- t

way. IIo shows no dismay, and his
coolness surprises the prison officials.

He asked which of the penitentiaries
was uio8tattraetive,andsaid h supposed
a man could get somctiiingto tio at Keep
ing books. Ward is in the same prison,
Ludlow jail, and Fish was asked how he
would meet him when they should come
together in the corridor?

The
spirit of the past that brings innocent,
happy childhood and the respectable po
sition gained in maturcr years, and
the courteous regards, of fellow
citizens, and contra-s- i all with the
present criminal, scorned, con
demned and disgraced; Uinj on
a convict's bed, the .fcc'Iate of the out-
cast and 'cp'.aved. The voics, is it not
that of despair, uttering the bitter cry
that sorrow's crown of remorse is

the remembrance of the happy state that
is now lost forever? Is Por ,e tootii
and the agonv the ryo'r-- torturing be-

cause of th'e and unnatu-
rally acted indifference and mirth of the
day? Is there no agonizing realization
of the dread words of divine justice: "I
will laugh at thy calamity and mock when
thy fear enrm'th?"

Terror, Alexaudra or Her-
cules. Tkese floating steel forts could be
stationed at either end cf the Straits to
protect English and exclude Kussiau ves-
sels.

correspondent asked Commissioner Atkins
as be rat at his desk in the Department of
tbe Interior.

"No, I think not," he sa'd. "Tbe policy
of the eovernment tor some years past re
garding the Indian seems to have been a
wise one. aud cannot be materially im
proved upon, so far sa I now see, in its
ireneral featur s at least. The vieweof the
President and Secretary of the Interior
have already been made known, and are
prac ically in accord with the policy of the
past lew years, siyoauvmnssicuviiieiu
the same line as theirs already expressed.
1 have always believed in liberal, Honest
trt-i- i' merit of the Indian. I believe be ia
huuiHu ts mni-.l- i as the Saxon, and ia en
titled to as much consideration as any in
the dealings wnn L:m

"And aa to the malic of education ?"
"Ob, yes, I am a friend f the educa-

tional system. I tbiuk the luil an ought
to be educated, I am of the opinion that
it is cheaper to educate them then to til.t
them, to say nothing ol the matter of duly
on our part.

"Do you think favorably of the propost d
svsiem which suggests the distribution ot
the Indian youth among the whites of the
country, to be educated at the district
schools among white children and in con
tact with civilization generally t

''Yes, that looks to me like a leasible
plan. I believe the future of the Ionian
race lies in the acceptance of the customs
of civilization, and, of course, the easiest
and most natural way to accomplish this
would be bv contact with civilized people.
I think Indian schools are doing a good
work, especially those th&t are located
among the whiter. If it were practicable
to take the young Indians and tend them
to live in white fami.ies, and attend the
public schools, and learn the customs of
civil i xl life, and obtain an education at
the same time, it would be very valuable
to them as a race, and to tbe country as
well. If this were done, as it seems that
it might readily be done, and tbe young
men and women thus educated sent back
among the Indians as teacher?, the leeult
would be of great va'ne, I an sure. It
would not only be of value in raising the
Indian's to a higher level cf civilization
and customs, but would, I am sure, in-

crease our respect for them. I have no-
ticed that the men and men who know
the IndijGS best are inclined to think best
of them. The late of t:.e Indians, if they
are to remain lor.gr than few genera-
tion morei mtipt be to ming'e with the
whites, adopt, tuajfeat tut their Lab-it- s,

ana be ai.sorbed by that pr pulailon: I
unities ior u.eam a believer of

Indian. See what he b&i aecjtrip"i.hea in
the Indian Territory. The population of
tbit Ttr-rltor- coit'pr very favorably
in intelligence, cu:tttre aQ i edts
with tlirit ci! Ne1 Mexico. cr Aritina. I
look to see the Indian forntor plaed
very soon on a footing with all other Ter-
ritories and to b3 kuockijg at
the doors of CongreiS for admission as a
Sia'.e, and for tbe right of the Indians of
that section to vote aad become citizens
in every sonee of the word. I believe
they oie afproacUin chqtie when they
may safely be entrustea with tliat privi-ieg- j.

In this I, of course, only refer to
the live nations in the Indian Territory
and civiliz-t- d Iudians of J'ew York. Tne
last two mentioned hava had the privi-
lege fjr years of contac: with civiliza-
tion."

"What do yen think, General, of the
prcpcPition for breaking, .up tribal

and giving item tltir lands in sev-

eralty?"
"I am not sure that such a plon would

wor- - well at present. It may come about
probably will, but I doubt

whether it is practicable in many, if in any,
eaes at present. It has been found where
this has been tried that tbe Indian has not
yet advai.Ccd fir enough to be competent
to manage hiaown business aflairs against
the designing white nut who begins to
plot to gat Mb land away from him eo eodii
as he gets po e&sion of it. Sometimes
they make him drunk, sometimes use other
mears to induce him to deed it away, and
they too often succeed in doing sc. 1 am
of the opinion that the time for a division
of the land into farms and homes for tho
Indian has not, in many casesat leait, yet
arrived, though it may come in tbe natural
course of eent8i I expressed my opinions
on this subject only a Iw fay rinpe.Uj
Gen. Pike, who ;s thoroughly acquainted
with the Indian question, and found him
coinciding with them. He ttdnks the time
has not yet arrived to give the Indians
their lands in severalty, though he has no
doubt that it will be the proper thing to do
after a time, when they shall learn more
of ihe h"!bits of civiliaition and become
educated."

Gen. Atkins ia a firm believer M tbe
possibility of the Indian being thoroughly
civilized and adopting the habi s of the
white man, including hiBmethoJs of study
acd of business. In support of this he
points to a fact not generally known, that
there are now employed in clerical duties
at the Interior Department two Indian',
Frank h Fleeche and Sim Logan, who
are in eacli cn.t, erwellent clerks and
highly thought of by thaii fellow oWcials.
