stables, cowhouses, cellars, and the

corners and empty grounds
looked after. All this wants attending
10 in Memphis also, and each citizen
should constitute himself a committee of
one to detect and report nuisnt;es and
unsanitary spots. The ladies at home
can do very much by requiring the cre-

mation of all offal. All that is useless
rubbish, all kitchen solid refuse, even to
the cabbage-stalk- s and potato-peeling- s,

should be burned up in the etove. Sani-

tate, sanitate.

THE EHUUMl AM) I HE 1IIXUOOS
It is an unfortunate thing for the En-

glish in their contention with the llus-sian- s

on the border of Afghanistan that
the people of the country arc noted for
their disregard of engagements, and

"that their alliance does not result from
eager patriotism, but from greed for En-

glish subsidies. AVhat is even worse,
they cannot trust the people of India.
That people see iu them an intruding
power, holding the people in submission
by military force. The East India press
pive many intimations that show how
correctly they understand their own sit
ui.tion and British feeling toward them,
ai d how closely they observe the pro-

ceedings and penetrate the motives of
their masters. The Calcutta Mirror is
printed in the English lauguasre. A
copy of an article before us that recently
appeared in it says much is expected by
native and English from the ability and
experience of Lord Dufierin. But, it
asks, if Herat be taken, what is to pre
rent the Russians advancing to the very
gates of India? Prompt measures should
be taken, for it is ''cow or never." The
prospect is gloomy too gloomy. It
aa difficult to cross the iauube as the
Indus river, yet tho llus.-iaa-s crossed it
with little loss. If the English retired
to the Indus, the Hessians could con

centrate behind the mountains, and the
prospect of loot iu India would treble
tneir numbers lroiu tne Jrontier peo
ples, l or the English to assume a
merely defensive position would be to
give triumph, in the long run, to the
aggressors, as it did, says the Mirri'r
when the American Confederates were
crushed by the Northern armies. On
the line of the Indus it would be impos-
sible to assume the offensive; defeated
there they would be cut in two and
would have no other lino to rally
on. The Calcutta paper next ex-

presses its views of what should
be done, and is sure that, by the policy-i- t

describes, the English would be vic-

torious, "provided the English left be-

hind them a contented and prosperous
population, whose just aspirations they
had satisfied, and whose welfare was
lound up with their own. A people re-

joicing iu their victories and sorrowing
in their defeats, and an army representa-
tive of India, and including woll-drille-

and disciplined contingents from every
feudatory prince in Inuia." The Calcut-
ta writer considers the position of things
gloomy for the English, and regards the
aid to be given by ca'ive forces as Dot
the aid ot auxiliary subjects, but of a
national body contributing independent
aid.

MEXICO AH A Virr
As the railroad has brought us into

close connection with Mexico, and as the
treaty now awaiting legislation may
greatly increase our commerce with that
country, her growth of cotton, present
and prospective, becomes a matter of
much interest to the cottou growers of
the South. From a communication to
the New York CltrnnirU; contributed by
Mr. S. Gould, of New Orleans, we learn
that it is absolutely certain that cotton
is a native plant of Mexico, and was
woven into fabric by the natives there,
who were wearing cotton cV'.hing when
Cortes entered the couutry. A report
made to the Mexican goven.:neut places
the present annual yield of seed-cotto- n

at lt;.4.S0.00(l pounds Mexican
bales of liV) pounds each. The
cotton manufacture of the coun-
try employs eighty-seve- n mill', run-
ning L'l'.Wl spindles, looms and
machinery valued at f.t.t 171,775, con.-um-i-

2T,s2t;,'50 iouuds of cotton, at a cost
in twenty-thre- e different localities of
from fifteen to twenty-fiv- e ccntsa pound,
twelve of them twenty cents a pound up
to twenty-fiv- e cents. Cotton grows lux-
uriantly in Mexico ; iu the Laguna Valley,
which is annually overflowed, with a de-

posit of rich mud, grows a small tree
which produces cottou and lives twenty-years-

,

and there are annuals similar to
our own which commonly grow twelve
feet high, each stalk often yielding as
high as KMX) bolls, tiood labor is abun-
dant at twenty-fiv'- o to fifty cents a day,
and the latest improved implements are
used in the cultivation of the crop why
then is the total yield so small? The
reason is that the Mexican growers take
no precautions against worms, make no
fires at iiight to attract and destroy
moths, and apply no poisons to the
plants, so the worms make a clean
sweep. With the care used in the United
States, those who have studied the mat-
ter say that the Mexican crop would not
ou!y supply the home market, but Lave
an important surplus for exportation. A
number of wealthy capitals and land-
owners from Mexico are now in New Or-
leans engaged in studying the machinery
at the Exposition and ascertaining facts
about planting, with a view to adopting
such inventions and methods as will in-

crease their crops and improve their
manufactures. The result may be that,
in some years to come, Mexico will be
added to the foreign rivals of l'nited
States cotton. This faot should induce
our cotton growers to introduce mixed
crops and stock on their grounds, and
have their sons carefully instructed in

who lost their lives November 24 and 25,
lhbo. Samon, then n married man, had
boarded with Mr. and Mrs. Ford, having,
it is alleged, been on terms of intimacy
with the latter for several months pre-
ceding the traced-- . Both were more or
less audict"d to urmk. Samon was well
acquainted with tre Ruddy family, having
been a quite constant visitor at their
house. On the afternoon of Satan Wy,
November 2lth, he care t!.8!"e, having
with him a nheelUalrow upon which was
a larrt trunk. Mr. Kuddy was not at
home, but his wife gave Samoa permis-
sion to remove the trunk, which
seemed very heavy when lilted, into
the house, and also told bira be m ght
remain there that night, if her husband
di-- i not object when he returned from
work. Mr. Kuddy readily assented to this
when Ire came home, and all retired about
9 o'clock. Samon arose about i o'clock
Sunday morning, and in passing through
the af artment occupied by Mr. and Mrs
Kuddy awoke them and they saw him
look out into the street. They both got
up, and Mr. Buddy followed him on into
the kitchen. Soon afterward Mrs Ruddy
heard something fall, and going to the
do r leading to the kitchen she saw her
husband banging over a chair, arms down.
No sooner had she appeared than Samon
rushed upon her, struck her on the head
with a hatchet and felled her. to the 0 oor.
Meanwhile, the little ch Id had been
awakened by the disturbance in the
kitchen fcnd began to cry. As soon as
"amon had knocked Mrs. Ruddy down he
went into the front room, and goinu to the
bed where the baby lay he killed it,
nearly severirg the head from the body
with the hatchet. He then retired to the
kitchen and dealt Mrs. Kuddv. who had
arisen in the hope of making her escape
from the house before he came from the
front room, another blow on the Lead
with the ax, again prostrating her on the
floor. Having, as he suppnte l, kilie.l all
the members of the family, he drugged
the bodies oi Mr". Buddy and the baby to
where the wife and mother lay, m.vle a
pile oi theui and took a feather and giraw
bed ard placed them on the bedies. He
saturated the beds w kh kerosene o 1, and
alter Betting them on fire escaped from the
home. No sooner had he goue than Mrs.
Buddy, who, although sutlering terribly
from the effects of her it juries, was a da
to realize what was taking place, dragged
herself to the front window, and after a
dasprTAtn effort sneceeJed in arousing
sciuerf her neighbors. Fortunately, help
arrived before serious harm was done by
fire, either to tho todies of Air. Ruddy,
tho baby or to the house. In ttie
clumber opening elf from the kitchen
was the large trunk brought to
the hous? by Samon, and i i whijh was
discovered the body of Mis. Ford. A:i
effort had been made to dts'roy the trunk
and contents by igniting a lot of bedding
which had been placed upon and about
the tr nk and then ppriuk ed wi'h kero-
sene oil.
