Ifow can such a
condition of affairs exist if the

outlaws have been running Northern
men out of the South twenty years? Be-i'jr- e

the election there are no North-
ern men in the South, because
tHey are either murdered or driven away.
After the election they are carrying
oa all our industries and driving
everything and making huge fortunes.
"While the above extract is partly true,
it is unjust to the industry and enter-

prise of the Southern people.- -- There
are many Northern men in the South,
and, as claimed by our Utica con-

temporary, they are making things hum.
They receive a cordial welcome by our
people, who need immigration, .skilled
kbor and the leaven of Yankee thrift,
shrewdness and vim. But it is all a
niistake to assert that the Southern
people are so indolent that they rely on
Tsorthern men to carry on all their in-

dustries. Since the restoration of the
Southern State governments to honest
rule the people have gone to work and
have outstripped the North, as shown
by the census returns, in population and
general prosperity. While there are
E.any thrifty, enterprisiag Northern
men "'driving things" in the it is
not true that they are carrying on
a':I our industries. In the cities, towns
aad country the Southern people are as
cjnspieuous and busy as the Northern
uien in driving things. So soon as the
Ssuthera people secured home-rul- e they
entered upon a new era of peace and
prosperity. The New Orleans Exposi-

tion, which rivals the Centennial, is an
exponent of the South. As our

says, there are many
Northern people in the South, and we
want more of them, and they certainly

l ive great inducements to come, since
they are told that they "drive things"
aod "carry on all our industries." In-

deed the South is an inviting field for
immigration. We have a mild climate,
rich uncultivated lands in abundance
and thither the star of empire is destined
to take its way.

In a war with the llussians in Afghan-

istan the English have a peculiar diff-

iculty in the way. When a country is at
war, and the active operations are con-

ducted upon or bounding upon its own
country, as well as pa-

triotism, induces the people to do all
they can to help the defenders of their
land and to repel the invaders. When
an army is operating in an enemy's coun-
try, the residents are recognized as
enemies and are behaved toward as such.
The English in India are not among
friends actuated by a spirit of patriot-L:m- ,

but among a conquered people, and
all that can move the people in the mat-

ter is a choice of .masters. The intelli-- f
ent Hindoo cannot listen to motives of

iadepeiident patriotism simply, for his
tountry has no independence; he can
( nly ask will the 1'ussian or the
English do us the least harm and
t'evelop the least oppression and
injustice? Where such are the motives
tctuating the people ol India, it is clear
that if the desire of '

jlussian bribes and promises, or desire
lor change, should convert the passive
1 eople into active encmits, England
would be put ia a cerious dilemma.
Therefore the manner in which the na-

tives view the present aspect of affairs
in Afghanistan is one ot immense im-

portance. As matters stand, England in
ladia eannot act ruliantly as among eager
patriots ready to devote themselves for
their country's good, and who could on

that account be fully trusted. Neither
can she act toward the natives as ene-

mies. At present, as between the ltus-fiian- s

and the English, the Indian people
appear to prefer the English, but in do-ia- g

so they do not profess to like them
"asirr their ways. The Tribune is a paper
published '.j tW English language at
Lahore, India. We have before us an
srticle from it, discussing war matters,
vrhich opens by attributing the uncasi-res- s

felt by the English people on ac-

count of the advance of the Hussians
to "the suspicion which they entertain
toward the (Indian) people. From all
that is being written by them on the sub-j.:c- t,

it appears that it is not the Hussians
l.ut the natives of India they fear. Fur-tifit- d

places arc btinrj rrccled in tome
of the country for hheltcrir.g the

JCurvpcant in comos of emergency. If the
IJriiish government is to defend itself
Loth against the people of this country
;.nd the llussians at the same time,

there is not the least
chance that it will be able to hold its
iwn agaiust such immente odds." The
Tribune thinks that experience has
taught the English so as to "find their
way not to make the people their ene-

mies; the question is whether India can
Le'retained without the help of native
agency." If the native army be taken
away, continues our Lahore contempo-
rary, two-thir- of the troops are gone,
and without them the British one-tbir- d

"can only make a show on the parade
ground. Hence we fieo that the native
agency cannot be dispensed with." With
neriousness the Tribune adds: "Though
ill-pai- and consequently ill-fe- it is
they who have always had to bear the
Lrunt of battle, and it is irjion them that
ihe future hopct of tlie defenu of tlie cm-- p

re rat." Tfe argument is drawn from
this that the condition of the native

Array sho' u!d be improved and "ultimately
lilaee Voa an equal footing with that of

the European army." As things stand,
hyi the outspoken Indian newspaper,
th'iidea that the native is fighting for
Lis Country or for his own government

isalnost foreign to his mind. He will

lo, jy the Eualislj colter, mere or jess a

uiticciia y, but the native-- . Sepoy is a

kunnu tei- g and keenly feels the injus-

tice that is done him. Make him feel
that he is serving his country and his
own government, and improve his pros
pect, and there will be no need "for the
nervous alarm that has seized the heads
of our Anglo-India- n brothers." All
England's vast resources may have to be
applied, but it will be in vain "unless
the government choose to utilize the
splendid materials which may be found
in the rxoplo themselves.' 'The Lahore
journal concludes by saying: "The people
know thut the government would do its
utmost protect the empire from any
fortign invasion. But what they com-plai- n

of is that tJtey are not allowed to

shar in trying to protect their own coun-

try." We see here, from the native
press itelf, that the East Indian can
claim a right to fight for his country and
his government like others, and claim
the rights and consideration due to his
manhood. The native, as hero revealed,
claims to fight, not as a mercenary.a hire-lin.L- ',

but as a man entitled to take his
own part where his own native land is
concerned, and he feels and scorns the
indignity of being put, in his own coun-

try, below intruding soldiers from a for-

eign land. If the English should con-

cede the demands here made, under the
pressure of war, hpw would they after-
ward retain the '.domination, so con-

temptuous toward the Indian people,
they have hitherto upheld? We talk of
race in this country, but the difficulty
with us is trivial compared with that ex
isting where the race to be kept in sub
jec'.iou is upon its own land and the
rulers are foreign to it. This article of

the Lahore Tribune gives us a glimpse of
the embarrassments that are torturing
Gladstone. Add to them Irish discon
teLt, Soudan defeats, and the difficulty
of making satisfactory arrangements with
Turkey, and we can see why England
delays and hesitates.

ISDIAX RAIDEB9.
The Canadian Indian troubles are as-- ,

suniiug a yet more formidable aspect, and
the Canadian soldiers, instead of going
to help England, are likely to find full
employment at home. Attention is
called by some of the press to the fact
that although we, on this side of the line,
are not exposed to the danger, we are not
without our participation in the respons-
ibility. Indians on our territory are re-

ported to be joining the ranks of Kiel,
and that raids are organized in Montana
ttlat will spread destruction and death in
many industrious and unprotected house
holds. Nearly two-fift- of the Territory

of Montana consists of Indian res
ervation.'!. Buffalo failed there last sea
son, and the Indians are in want, and
therefore are ready for desperate deeds,
The Blackfeet, I'iegans, Gros- - Ventres
and Kivcr Crow are the tribes in the re-

gion, and if rumors are to be depended
ou it is quite time for us to look aftor
them already. The discontent of the Ca-

nadian Indians is great, and they arc
summoning their brethren of the States
to help them. Such help will be no more
grateful to the Canadians than the cross-
ing of the Kio Grande by Mexican In-

dians is to the Texans. We shall have
to l jok after these Indian raiders.

through the back nf his head,
seemingly made by a loud of stint at close
range, or by a law ball. The front part
of the skull was crushed to i feces ; an sx,
bloody, was lying near by. His bat, a
straw one, was lying near his head, with a
burnt hole through it and the band, sho

that the shot was made at close range.
After considerable inquiry I started the
trail, first, by being told that on the
evening of the 7th of March at a

at Mr. John Luison's, tho
deceased, whose name was John Blair,
had made arrangements with another ne-
gro man, Funis llaliaurton, to go with
hint into the bottom (supposed to kill
a hog) that night. That evening
about dark Ennis Halibitrton's wife, going
by the house of John Blair, the murdered
man, was told by him to tell Ennis to
come on, that he was gone. Soon after
this message was delivered to Ennis he
took his gun and went into the bottom in
the direction that would meet Biair where
he was killed. That evening shout dark
a white man met Funis Hahburton about
2"0 yards from where the botly was found,
asked him what he was doing; eaid he
was hunting his horse or mare. The white
man said: "I hear your ryare's bell to-

ward your house." IJalihurtnn then left,
going away from home; he had a shotgun
on h'.s shouldnr. About thirty minutes
after that one shot was heard by two dif-
ferent parties at different places, both lo-

cating it in the direction where the body
was found. Mnch other evidence than
the above was brought out at the inquast,
which was made privately, as I knew that
the suspected party was feRred by tho
witnesses, negroes (except one), and would
not tell the truth.

The coroner's jury, after the most thor-
ough investigation, rendered a vertict that
"the deceased was John Blair, aged thirty
years; that he bad been dead fifteen or
twenty days; that he came to his death
by gunshot wound through the posterior
portion ot the head, and the skull crushed
with a heavy instrument; and the jury
fuither believe that the said John Blair
came to his death at the hands of Ennis
Haliburton."

Upon the finding of the coroner's jury
I oiuerod the arrest of Ennis Haliburton
for the murder of John Blai', snd also fjr
the arrest of Fannie Blair (wile of John
Blair) as accessory.
