That reply
appeared in our teleeraphie 'oiunius
yesterday mornine, and is a sweeping
contradiction of the statement made hy
Komaroff, the Russian general. Koiua-rof- f

speaks of "our hank of the Ku.shk."
Lumsdcn denies that the KuFsi.tns had
any claim to cither bank of the river,
and tlis Icit bank has always been held
by the Afghans and was never subjected
to Russian occupation. This makes
the Russians intruders on territory they
were to keep away from while awaiting
the action of the commission appointed
to fix the Atgb.au boundary. An
important circumstance is that Koma-

roff had once advanced but retreated
Jisrain, and this appears to show that the
Russians were aware they had goue be-

yond their own line, and to that line
they returned. Komaroff complains that
the Alghans occupied a certaiu bridge.
Lot Lamsden states that the Afghans
had occupied it before the Russians ad
vanced to the neighborhood; if so, of
course they could not give up their posi-

tion that the enemy might occupy it.
Komaroff declares that he was compelled
to act by the Afghans approaching daily
near to his camp. . The Alghans say that
they were daily subjected to provocation
to hostilities, the Russians being appar-

ently determined to compel a conflict,
which made it necessary for themselves
to extend their lines. Komaroff con-

fesses that he moved out with one of his
companies on a ri rounoi&'.inre, to which
Lumsden answers correctly that to send
out a rcijnnolsinre was a hostile act.
A movement of this sort the Russians
called a pleasure trip, when the Afghan
commander found it necessary to threat-
en to fire upon such intrusions into his
lines; he also did his utmost to avoid a
collision by pitience and forbearance.
An imiortaut allegation of Komaroff is
that the Afghans claimed they were act-
ing under Kng'i:-h- . advice. Ia answer,
it is stated that the Afghan ommander's
reply to Komaroff contained no such
statement, but claimed that his duty
was to obey the command of his sover-

eign, and expressed readiness to make
arrangements for preventing conflict.
The Russian general acknowledges that
he marched out with a detachineat
against the Afghan position, ''counting
Mill on a pacific resuli," which is cer-

tainly a remarkable display ol Russian
simplicity. The Afghans, iu their sim-

plicity, opposed the advance of the de-

tachment sent them, which leaves
the Russian com-

mander to say they "compelled me to
accept a combat." This means that the
Russians advanced against the Afghans,
and because the Afghans opposed such a
proceeding he, fieri. Kninaroff, was rom-jirll-

This review of the report
made by the Knglish official who is on

The IlirnlA. from these
figures, concludes: "From the present
indications the truce between the

elements cannot long be
maintained. The Western meteorologists
should be on the lookout for the periodic
development of tornadoes, and renew
their efforts to forewarn threatened dis-

tricts of their approach." These facts
show that those interested in the weather
must not be satisfied to notice merely the
local thcrmonetcrs, but should compare
them with those at a distance, as reported
by the Signal Rurcau, especially with
those in a north and south direction.
