ATLANTA, GA., Muy 21.—The National
Commergial Convention took up the sil-
ver question this morning. A resolution
was offered by Mr. Havsey, of Colorado, to
the effeet that the interests of 1he coun-
try required a continuation of the ooin-
age of silver. This resolation was de-
feated by an overwhelming vote. Fully
one-half of the Sonthern delegntes voted
in the negative. A notable vote was that
of the Louisville delegation agninst con-
tinued coinage.

The one qunestion
is, shall ove road, by adopting ruinously
low rates, be allowed to bankrant others.
