Mrs. Cole's Murderers to be Hanged- -

On October 13. 1S83. Bovd Taylor, a col
ored man living at Bailey Station, wan

into Collierville, as ia charjted, by
Frank Kirkwood and ueoree Ward, two
other colored men, and on his return homo
to Bailey btation Le was waylaid and mur-
dered, and placed on the railroad track.
The next morning there "was an informal
inqneet held over his remains, and trie
verdict was that tbe deceased was killed
by railroad train. Taylor's wife and Rich
ard Cox began euit against tbe Memphis
and Charleston railroad tor $50 000 dam-
ages. The suit was to be called for trial
Tuesday, June 16th, but was withdrawn
yesterday. Itie matter was placed in
the bands ot the Commercial Detective
Service a few davs ano, and a most rigid
investigation was begun. The detectives
were not long in discovering tne lact that
Richard Cox, Taylor's wife and Frank
Kirkwood were all conspiring against tbe
railroad company. They discovered the
(act that there had been improper relations
between Taylor's wife and Kirkwood for
some time previous to Taylors death, and
that Kirkwood had threatened his life on
numerous occasions. The detectives claim
that they have conclusive evidence against
the parties concerned, wuicii tney wun
bold for certain reasons.

Cole's residence for the purpose
of getting the lay ot the grounds, and
6ubsquentiy inform"'1 tbe men, Wilson
and Davis' of her scheme to murder &Zi
rob Mrp. Cole. The across agreed to as-

sist in tbe undertaking, aid 'accordingly
entered the house of Mrs. Cola and mur-
dered her while asleep in her bed. Tbe
money, Thrash was the object cf the mur-
der, was not secured an tbe murderers
could not Sad the place of concealment,
but they carried ciT a watch, a necklace
and the diemond.ear rings.

"Shall yon attend the meeting tbe
arkethouie asked a repre

sentative of the Appeal of President Had
den yesterday afternoon.
- "No." he replied, "I don't think I'll go
down."

" Vou don't care to express your views
to the natives?"

President Hadden was nnable to say,
and could not tell exactly how he would
carry out his resolve to make the street
car company pave its part. The order
served upon the company and the opinion
oi the city attorney are copied below.

Gentlemen At a meeting of the Legis
lative (Juuncil ot the Taxing-Dietnc- t, held
on February 19, 18S5, the question of pav
ing or repairing Poplar street was referred
to tne r ire and 1'olice Commissioners with
power to act.

At a meeting of the Fire and Police
Commissioners held on March 23, 1885, the
ionowing resolution was adopted:

Retolced, That in pursuance of a resolu
tion of the Legislative Council held on
February 19, 1885, which authorized the
fire and Police Commissioners toactnpon
the question of paving or repairing Poplar
street, tne president and engineer be and
are hereby instructed to at once trocure
material and begin to repair Poplar street
wun cedar mocks with an employed force,
the work to commence at Manassas street:
the repairs to be done from the curb to
within two leet of the street rail wav tracks.
and that the president notify the street
railway company cf this fact, and require
them t3 repair within two feet outside
their tracks with the same material and
in toe same manner, or if the said com
pany prelers to use block stone in their
work the same will he accepted.

At a meeting of the Legislative Coun
cil held on the 31st day of March,
1SS5, the foregoing resolution was sub
mitted lor tneir ratiUcaion and was
adopted. In pursuance of which
the Taxing-Distri- will, on the
6th day of June, 1885, commence the work
ol repairing said street with cedar blocks,
the work to commence at Manassas street
and progress westwardly and to be done
under the supervision of the Taxing-Distri-

engineer. You are hereby notified in
like mpnner and with iike material and at
the same t:me to repair said street within
tbe lines ot your tracks and two leet out
side thereof. Any question respecting
tbe grade ot said street or tbe epecihca
tionu oi the work to be done or otherwise
touching your compliance with ttis notice
will be answered, and all necessary in
formation furnished, by the district en
gineer.

To the Honorable Legislative Council of th.
Xaxing-llistri- ol Shelby loui.ty :

In reepect to the question of the liability
ot tbe Street Railroad Uompany to con
tribute a pro rata proportion of the cost of
construe. lug or repairing the bridges over
which its tracks are laid, I beg leave to re-
port:

1. The charter of the company provides
that "said company shall keep the surface
of such roads, inside the rails and for two
feet outside, on each sidejthereof, in good
order and repair."

Prior to the 12th day of July. 1872, the
city and Street-Ca- r Company became in-

volved in a litigation, in which the liabil-
ity of the company to construct and main-
tain tbe pavements within the rails of its
tracks and for two feet outside thereof
was involved. That litigation washiialiy
settled by a contract dated July 12, '1S72,
which is printed in the city ordinances of
1873, pages 226, 227, 228, 229 and 230. The
clause of the contract bearing on the ques-
tion in hand is as follows:

"The ra lroad company shall bo c n- -
struct and keep in repair tbe tracks
of its railways that the seme
shall not become a nuisance, or impede or
interfere with pnolic travel, ant anall at
its own cost and epense acjUBt its tracks
to the pavements that are now laid dowa
and also to pavements that ma
after laid down on a " ""T.u:v, ol the streets

ifi L ?a l7iB city nas anJ reserves the

, any ume it sees litv to do so, to
take up an old pavement or to piit down 3new cue, 0 make any clian(,e"or alter-

thereby ; and the railroad company shall
keep in good repair tbe portions of the
streets inclosed within the tracks of i(s
railways and two feet on each (lido of the
tracks; &nd the jail.oad company shall re-
pair the pavement on the said portions t;
the said streets as of ten as mav necessary
to keen the same i" & g00d condition as the
Lucent portions ui the said streets; but

this contract abajl not be so con-
strued as to impose upon the rail-
road company the obligation to lay
or pay the cost of a new pavement
on the streets or any part of them.
Nor ia anything in this contract
to have the effect of exempting to excus-
ing tbe Memphis City R tilroad Company
from auy obligation or the performance of
any duty imposed upon it by its charter."
Pages 228 and 229.

There would seem to be no doubt that
the effect of this contract is clearly to pat
npon the company the obligation to keep
in repair any pavement laid by the city
within the tracks, and for two feet outside
thereof; and to leave to the terms of the
charter the question of the company's ob-
ligation to lay a new pavement The first
question to be considered, therefoie, is as
to the obligation of the company, both by
contract and by its charter, to repair. This
question may arise:

1. Ia a case in which tbe city hag al-

ready onco laid a pavement, which has
become so worn or decayed as. to necessi-
tate its being taken up and the laying of a
new one. For example: Main street
about 1867 was paved with the Nicolson
pavement, and since that time the Nicol-
son pavement having worn out, has been
repaved with stone. Under i s contract
and charter obligation to "repair," to "keep
in good order and repair," was tbe street-
car company bound to do the repaying?

2. In a case in which the city is for the
fiist time laying a pavement on a street
ocenpied by the Btreet-ca- r company with
its tracks. It ia plain that a distinction
may ba taken between the two cases; that
under its contract and charter obliga-
tion to repair, to "keep the surface of such
roads in good order and repair;" the
company may, in the case first supposed,
be held under obligation to repave, out
and out I am of opinion that it would
be so he d.

In the other supposed caae the question
is much more difficult It depends en-
tirely upon the e fleet to be given to tbe
terms of the charter, it being quite clear
that the company did not, by the contract
of July 12, 1872, assume such an obliga-
tion. By the charter the company is re-
quired to keep the surface of the street in
good order and Ire pair language that
would seem to have been adopted by iha
Legislature under the idea that the city
would have the street in good order at tbe
time the company would occupy it with
its tracks; and with the intention
to require the company to keep
it bo. When, however, the city
puts a new surface on the street, that v,
paves a hitherto nnpavad street, can the
company be compelled to lay the new
pavement within its rails and for two feet
outside thereof? This question has been
in controversy between the city and Ilia
company since the letter's organization,
and for its ultimate settlement will no
doubt require a decision by the court of

last renort. While I cannot xnress any
confi li nt opinion about it, I it will
br-- held that it was the p'y, L 1,1 theLeg- -

at ire to enact that the couiuany should
keep and maintain the surface of the street
within its rails, and for two feet outside.
In the same condition In which the citv
should maintain the balance of the street,
and that, therefore, if the city should pave
an mineno unpavea street, tne company
mast pave no much as is occupied by its
tracks. Where a street passes over a
bridge the obligation of the company is no
doubt the same as it is in respect of any
other 'portion of the street I do not be-
lieve that the company can be required to
contribute any part of the building or re-
pair of the bridge structure proper.

The Report of the Special Grand Jury
Troddea Upon and tbe Prisoner.

Released.

The trial of tbe butchers who have
slaughter-house- s on Wolf river was held
in the Criminal Court yesterday before a
jury. Those arraigned for trial were
Thos. Foltz, Nick Hooth, the Batchers'
llide Association, C Wnrtzberger. A. bee- -
sell, Wm. Gelz, L. Foltz, J. A. Carver and
Wm. Warner, and the v made a hard hunt.
The prosecution was instituted on account
ot the following report of a special grand
jury:
To the Chairman of th. Grand Jury, fchelby

County:
Your committee beg leave to submit the

following aa tbe report of their observa-
tion and investigation of tbe slaughter-
houses, aoao factorv and meltino-tinniw-. all
situate near to and in the immediate neigh
borhood of the City Waterworks: Pur-
suant to agreement, your committee met
on Thursday morning. March 19, lc8o.
and proceeded to make tbe investigation.
w e nnd a branch or bavoa running east
and west crossing Second Btroet north of
Bicktord avenue, emptying into Wolf
river, about 200 yards south of the water
works. Upon both sides of the afore
mentioned bayou and east of Second street
there are several slaughterhouses. We
find blood, offal, refuse and dead animals
thrown into said bayou. To particularize:
Messrs. Aick liooth, J. A. McCarver, Andy
W. Warner, Yates, S. Foltz and others
occupy or own the said Blaaehterhouses.
On the avenue leading to the waterworks
and west of Second street, Messrs. beeasel
& Wartzburger use a slaughterhouse the
drainage from which is very t ad, in fact.
no drainage at all. To use the language
of G. U. Guthrie, whom we found in
charge, "We propose getting some hogs to
eat and clean out the reluse from our
slaughterhouse. We did observe
gully, or what pretended to be
drain, leading to tbo south of it, to
tbe first mentioned bayou, but to our
minds nothing but tbe rainwater flaws
through it South of tbe waterworks
some 500 yards stands an old brick bnild
ing, now used by the Butchers' Hide and
Melting Association for melting tallow,
grease, and salting hides and skins. We
are informed that this establishment is
very offensive and a nuisance to tbe whole
neighborhood. Just above and north
of tbe water worts on the east bank
of Wolf river stands a small slaughter
house, at present used by Theo. Foltz
mis place is used almost daily lor slauzb-
tering. We saw the blood, refuse and
offal thrown out of the building to the
ground where it makes its way to the river
below. Your committee now regret the
necessity of calling attention to what we
consider one of the foulest p'.aces in ex
istence. About of a mile
above the waterworks at the water's edge
stands an old frame building ueed and oc
cupied Dy Ll. u. v imams as a soap fac-
tory. To say that I lie premises are effan-
sive does not describe it. Keallv it is hor
rible and sickening, so much so that It was
with much difficulty that your committee
could go through the building. Tbe place
is filthy and the smells arising therefrom
are nauseating. The worst part of this
filth-reeki- place is that it is on the bank
of tbe stream that sapplies onr peop'e
witu drinking water, it is horr ble to con
template, much less drink the water that
is contaminated with filth and oltal
from such an establishment as this.
Yonr committee are of the opinion
that this soap factory and the
slaughterhouses should be removed to a
point below the city ; and we further be-
lieve that the health and prosperity of the
citizens of this city depends to a very
great extent npon the extermination of
the nuisances named in this report

We recognize the fact that large sntui of
money are invested in the enterprises
herein rtferred to, and to remove them
will jeopardize tbe interest of many; but.
Mr. Chairman, we honestly believe they
all should be removed at once. Warm
weather will soon be upon as, and nnless
the aforementioned nuisances are abated
the health of the city wiil be affected
thereby.

This gentleman was also asked if the
combination embraced the purchase of the
uameron process, which has created some
talk 01 late, but answered no. Tbe gen
tleman referred to absolutely refused to
give any further information, saving it was
only private bnsiness. Efforts were made
to bud others interested, but without avail.
That there is some scheme on foot is be-
yond the shadow t.f a doubt, but just
what it is no one seeina to know, and only
time will solve tbe problem. i
