SLOWLY DYING.

Gen. Grunt's Condition Very Serious,
and Another Physician Telegraphed

for from Sew Tort. -

1 he Disease Taking Its Regular Course,
Which Is One of Increasing De-

bility Tho

General Surprise Bis Family and Dr.
Douglas by Taking a Short

Walk.

Mount McGregor, N. Y., June 17.
When Gen. Grant sunk into his pil-

lowed chair on tho piazza of the Drexel
cottage here, soon after his arrival yester-
day, the thermometer on a pillar in front
of him marked the temperature at eighty-thre- e

degrees. Mr. Drcxel said that
was an excessive heat for the locality.
Clouds and rain at sunset beat the mer-
cury down to overcoat temperature. On
through the night until 3 o'clock gusty
winds swept the rains over tho mountaiu,
but the sun came out over the mountains
this morning and found no clouds. At
10 o'clock the thermometer before the
general's window marked sixty-fiv- e de-
grees. Dr. Douglas felt encouraged when
he came out at 9 o'clock. He thought
the general had slept well, although he
had been called to attend him three
times during the night. The huskiness
of his voice was considerably relieved,
but its loss had been owing to general
weakness rather than to fatigue, and its
recovery would be slow. Col. Fred
Grant said of his father this morn-
ing: " He had considerable rest
last night, and this morning his
voice has improved so that we can
understand him when he tries to whisper.
When I went to his room a little while
ago, he whispered very faintly that he
found his voice a little stronger
but that he should not try to use it, hop
ing that with caution it would grow
strong enough so he could talk again.
15ut. added Col. urant. the failure ot
father's voice is owing to debility, and he
is growing weaker all the while. The
change of air he feels just now, hut, as I
said, his weakness constantly grows upon
mm. A iittio wnite tent with email
flags fluttering from it is pitched close to
Gen. Grant's cottage. It is occupied by
S. W. Willets, an old soldier, in uni
form, who has been employed to protect
the general .from intrusion by strangers.
TUE GENERAL SURPRISES U1S PHY

SICIANS.
After his rest, about 3 o'clock, and

while his physicians and nurse were
asleep, the general drew his silk hat over
his skull cap, signaled Harrison to his
side, and walked down the cottage
steps. He walked slowly along the path
way over an easy slope to the brow of the
mountain, a hundred yards away. Sev-
eral times he paused to rest, and at
length sat down on a rustic settee, when
a chair was placed for his feet. He re-
moved the handkerchief from his mouth
and essayed to speak, declining support
for his feet, but his voice was not audi-
ble, and the general recognizing the fact
shook his head. The fact that a
mesa of frogs had been caught during the
morning at one of the little mountain
akes near bv. was mentioned to the

general, and he was asked if he would
attempt to eat them. Again the general
tried to speak, but the attempt did not
results in words that were audible, and
again he declined by shaking his head.
His attention was directed to the monu-
ment that marks tbe surrender of
Burgoyne, twenty miles away, but
the elevation of his he.d to gaze
so far away seemed paiuful, and
his head bowed, his chin dropped
to his breast and his eyes rested on nearer
objects. The neck and diseased portions
are strained, and pain follows when he
holds his head erect. Five minutes
passed while tho general sat on the bluff.
and he then arose by steadying himself
witn tne arm ot tbe settee and his cane,
and retraced his steps to the cottage. No
one was more surprised at the general's
walk than Dr. Douglas. He was
amazed that the general should have
attempted it, but was amused by his se-
lecting the time when the doctor was
asleep to steal over and take a peep from
the bluff. Later in the afternoon Dr.
Douglas, in rcferriug to tbe general's
actual condition in connection with his
walk, expressed himself thus: "The
disease is following its characteristic
course, which is a course of
steadily exhaustion. e do
not look lor a cure from this
change. Xjthing oan be a curative, but
we do hope to prolong his life, and that
is tho most that oan be expected. Under
the exhilarating effect of this atmosphere
and oi this cool day he has, for instance,
walked over there to the knoll. He
might do that easily, and not be able
to do the same or next day.
The couwe of the disease is, as said, one
of increasing debility,"

IKK GENERAL AFTER HIS WALK.
When Gen. Grant reached his cottage

after his walk to the brow of the mount-
ain this afternoon he was much exhaust-
ed, and sank into a chair in the parlor of
the cottage. Very soon he indicated by
signs that he wanted some writing mate-
rials, which were procured for him, and
he then wrote for nearly halt an hour.
The result was two letters or papers.
One was headed ''Memoranda for My
Family." In it the general had written
that he thought he was tailing, and for
certain instructions that he desirtd car-
ried out he referred his family to other
aud more definite memoranda prepared
by him before leaving New York. The
other note he folded and addressed to
Dr. Douglas. He handed both the pa-
pers to Col. Fred Grant, and tht un
dressed to the physician is understood to
nave Deen ot similar import as that to
me lamuy. j. ue atternoon wore away
with the general Bittinj: outside on the
pia-iza-

. alter having written oa ttntl
The sunset found him stiii on the piazza,
and when dusk deepened on tho east tide
oi tne mountain he was yet sitting silent

lighted inside, and the light streamed
out into the growing darkness, tbe sick
man was yet outside, though the air was
chill and a stiff breeze was swaVng the

after S o'clock, the general weut inside
tne cottage, and Dr. Douglas wrote and

At V o clock the general retired, and
Dr. Douglas then thought thit his throat
and neck appeared better ti;a on Tues-
day night. It is possible that the gener-
al's walk this afternoon tested his waning
strength too greatly, and the reaction has
brought to him a sense of weakness
that be himself feels is not
to be lightly disregarded. Whether his
weakness ht is the immediate re-
sult of undue exertion or whether
it is the weakness ot reaction after his
journey is a question that the doctors
may presume to answer.

At lU o'clock tSe general seemed to
be sleeping iu his room. Tbe family at
that hour, as during the entire evening,
were gathered , in the parlor, and Dr.
Douglas was with them for the night.

At 11 o'clock they retired and the cot-
tage was dark. Dr. Sands leaves New
York at 11 o'clock and will
reach here in the morning.
