The meeting wva called to order by
President Hadden, who said the subject to
bad been so fully discussed on the streets
and in the newspapers that he supposed

ofthere waa not an intelligent man in toe
who did nut fully understand it. of

"Some rapid work has been done in the
past three weeks, tie said. A written
DroDoaition to settle waa made by Messrs.
Amy and Garrett, and the necessary legis-

The colossal bronze statue of Col. Wm.
Wadley, late president of the Central

Railroad and Banking Company, and
originator of the plans for consolidating
1200 miles of the various railroads that now a
form the Central system, and the organ
izer of an ocean steamship company, was
unveiled at Macon, ija.,Thursday, with im
posing ceremonies. The Central and lines
nnder its control ran special trains, carry
ing thousands of employes to Macon. The
address waa delivered by tbe Hon. Joseph
B. Cummmg, ot Augusta. The statue waa
formally delivered to the city of Macon by
Capt John A. Davis, of Albany, and re-
ceived by the Hon. A. O. Bacon on the apart of tbe city. The statue ia the
work of Robert Gushing, of New
York, and receives commendation for its
correctness aa a likenesa and aa a work
of art. It ia ten feet high and ia mounted
on a base of Quincy granite. It repre
sents Col. Wadley in civilian's dress, hia
left band resting on a classic pedestal, on
which is a scroll inscribed with an outline
map of the Central railroad system; his
right band banging easily by his side and
holding a alonch hat. Tbe monument waa
erected by voluntary subscriptions from
over 4000 employes of the Central's line
and the ocean steamship company. It is
estimated that oOOU people were present.
