The New York Chronicle's
table of clearinghouse returns, for the
week ending June 13th, exhibits a decided
decline in the aggregate from the total of
preceding weeks only four cities, of
which Memphis is one, show gains over
the previous week. The clearings of the
twenty-seve- n cities reporting show a
total loss of 17.3 per cent, against the
preceding year. Chicago has a loss of 2
per cent, against the year before for the
same week, Cincinnati of 5.6, St. Louis
of 5.5, New Orleans of 23.9, Louisville of
C.2; Kansas City has a gain of 42.5, and
Memphis of 40.S. The total of the
twenty-seve- n reporting cities shows a
loss of 15.5, as against the previous
week. Returns of seven principal
cities, up to June ll'th, five days,
show a total loss in them against
the same time the year before of 11.0 per
cent., and against the week before of 17.3
per cent. Wall street transactions are
recovering strength after their long

The feeling there is better
and holders are more hopeful, and, says

the Clinmiele, "could they be positive of
honorable legislation with regard to silver
coinage, the future of the market would,
in their view, be assured."

granted to the owners of silver bullion to
deposit it in the Treasury and receive in
return silver certificates which are legal
tenders equally with the present gold
dollars." On what ground is this claim
made for a product of a mere $10,000,000

ysar, when cotton, with its 300,000,000

a year product, has no dream of making
any similar condition with the Treasury?
That ground shows the emptiness of the
claim; it is that "the population of our
country- - is rapidly increasing and the
money supply is rapidly diminishing."
Last week such was the excess of sur-

plus money lying in the banks unem-

ployed that, u t tiled above, bankers'
balances were difficult to loan at one per
cent. And no wonder, for the surplus in
New York alone, according to the state-

ment of the New York Indicator of June
15th, had an increase that week, making
the surplus nearly $02,000,000. That
authority adds: "Although loans are of-

fered as low as one per cent, per annum,
the banks find it impossible to invest the
money in their possession. A reserve of

Dearly forty-tw- o per cent, of the deposits
is now held, or about seventccu per cent,
more than the amount required by law.
The gold reserve alone is $23,000,000

more than the legal requirement, while
the deposits exceed the loans nearly ."

In the face of facta like these,
it is plain that the silver-wasp-s have do
ground whatever for their claim to com-

pel the government to buy ill of their
product which they fail to sell elsewhere.
How far the country is or is not depend-

ent upon silver, is shown by the fact that
the official report of March 11, 1831, a
time when business was highly pros-

perous, shows that the national banks
of the United States held a total
currency, outside of silver or silver
certificates, of $150,107,301, while the re-

port of May C, 1SS3, shows that the cur-

rency, exclusive of silver and of silver
certificates, held by tho national banks,
amounted to $200,425,271. Let the
reader compare the two sets of figures
and think of the condition of trade now,
and he will be at no loss to understand
the ulter inability of silver to sustain
commerce, and to perceive the entire
groundlessness of the insolent claim
made by Congressman Weaver. In the
words of the Chronicle, is not all this an
indication to Mr. Weaver and Lis fol
lowers that no excess in the volume of
the currency in the country, or at the
command of borrowers, can cause busi-

ness activity? It seems so evident that
currency only facilitates exchanges, and
nover can make or cause them, that we
do not see how any one can be deceived
on the point? Here are plain facts and
clear figures, the force of which no in-

telligent reader can fail to comprehend.

portance, involving the employment of
an army of workingmen, and the expen-

diture and receipt of vast sumi of money.
Albert Williams, jr., chief of division in
the L'nited States department having
such matters in hand, has in press a re-

port upon the mineral products of the
United States for the years 1833 and
1SS4, advanced sheets from which now
lie before us, from which we learn the
following respecting our metallic and

natural products. Of coal,
the total product in lSsH was 100,900,-29- 5

long tons, having a value of $143,703,-073- .

The total output cf all coals
showed a net gain over 13S3, in tonnage
of 4,038,320 long tons, and a decline
in value of $15,720,277 owing to twenty-fiv- e

cents a ton decrease in
the spot price. There ware 4,673,805
short tons of coke made in 1854, worth
$7,242,873 at the ovens. This produc-
tion consumed 7,951,971 short tons of
coal. The amount of coke made was
090,916 tons less than in 1383, and the
value was $878,729 less. The production
cf crude petroleum in 1881 was was

barrels of 42 gallons each. The
total value, at an average spot price of
85 cents, was $20,476,294. As compared
with 1883 the production was 089,529
barrels greater; but the total value was
$5,203,953 less, the average spot price

About
$140,000 worth of gold qu.rtz was saved
as specimens, or made into jewelry and
ornaments. The salt production in 1834
was 6,514,937 barrels of 280 pounds

The
Galveston discoverer points out that the
mosquito is always found where there is
swamp, and marsh, and miasm, for there
is the haunt of malaria. The mosquito
is vulgarly regarded as an especial South-
ern pest. This is a mistake; wherever
the malarious influence is there is that
benevolent dispenser of the remedy for
it. Try the woods around the most north-
ern point of Lake Superior, and you will
find him of lordly proportions and keen
in the pursuit of his medical profession.
To come upon him in the very acme of
his glory, travel up (he iled river of
the iTorth to Winnipeg, and even on
the very coasts of Hudson's Bay he
will find you if you fail to discover him,
which latter is not likely. The Galves-
ton discovery informs us that the

surgeon, when he approaches
those whom he would benefit, if uninter-fere- d

with in the discharge of his benefi-
cent duties, will first insert his lancet,
then with a minute syringe withdraw a
minute quantity of blood. The wound
is thus rendered fitted for the reception
of the hypodermic injection, consisting of
a peculiar liquid the secret of whose com
position the mosquito family retain among
themseive. The effect upon individuals
not accustomed to the operation is irri
tatin and disagreeable. This effect,
however, if too remedy be properly sub-

mitted to, ceases to be objectionable, and
even persons are found who enjoy the
little excitement of the skin as snuff- -

takers do the irritation of the nostrils.
To use mosquito.-bar- s where malaria pro-vai- ls

is utterly against all common sense
and prudence. He who does so is
like a person who enters a small-po- s

hospital without having been vaccinated.
He is prey for malaria. The poison en-

ters his pores, the skin having no resist-

ive forco to absorb it, and all the well-know- n

and lamektble consequences fol
low. If obliged to visit or dwell in a
malarious district, allow the use of no
mosquito-ba- r. Freely expose the person
to the benevolent visits you will not fail
to receive. If a swelling of the face fol.--

low and some soreness appear about the
punctures, you will know that the reme-
dy is at work as a counter-irrita- to the
malarial poison. A second night the
difficulty of admitting the mosquito
visits will be less, &c 3 in a short time
they will cease to be noticed, or C7ea be
come enjoyable, as a smoker in the end
enjoys what at first sickened him,
Among fishermen, woodchoj.pers and
others aceustomed to low, damp locali-
ties, will be found persons who never
shared the malaria raging .1' around
them, because they never evaded th
mosquitoes they knew them to be their
best friends and the guardian of their
health. Such is the mosquito cure.

COLONIZING THE MJGRO.

What V. U. Holland Has to Say Again la
Favor of It.

He Thinks tbe Appeal Opposes His
Neheiacs for Interested Pnrposes.

The following letter appears in the
Alma (Ark.) Leader of the 12th in-

stant, and is reproduced in the APPEAL
by request and to give Mr. Holland the
benefit of our widely-extende- d circula-
tion in Mississippi. Alabama and Tennes
see, as well as his own State.

Colonising the Colored People.
Editor Alms Leader:

1 'lease allow me space in your valuable
paper (the champion of liberty) to answer
a tew words of derision and a large amount
of inconsistency in a recent issue of the
Memphis Appeal, in answer to my last
article on colonizing my people.

lo begin, the Appeal heads its article
'Criminal Inhumanity." Well, as it did

not state whether it was criminal in-

humanity for our people to migrate to a
new country, where they can get free
homes in a healtv climate (where an
abundance of all kinds of wild game
abound, such as buffalo, antelope, deer,
turkey, etc.,) or whether it was to
remain in a thickly populated, dilapidated
and exhausted country, or not, I must
say I believe it means that it is to remain
where we are.

In another sentence the Appeal in-
timates that we want the government to
give us a territory to set up a new re
public. iNow, this is inconsistency by
the wholesale. We do not want any such
thing. Would not accept it if proffered.
We do not want to nor do we expeot to
get from under the giant arm of protec-
tion by the United States government.
All we want is what is ours, and we ex-
pect to get it in free and fertile homes by
migrating to New Mexico.and other Ter-
ritories adjoining.

It strikes me very forcibly that tho
Appeal is opposing our niigratit g for
self-motiv- ; and it certainly would trim
a few slices off the rations of the white
Eeoplo of the old State for a few months,

we are gone the Appeal, as
well as all others, will see tho great good
it will do the country. To illustrate, a
better class of white people from tho
North and East (people who have not
lived with the colored) will move into
the country vacated by the negroes, and
it enough should not come to fill our
places the country can grow up in grass
(a more profitable crop than cotton), tho
people can raise stock and fertilize and
reclaim their old, wornout and exhaust-
ed land. These are facts, and I chal-
lenge contradiction.

To illustrate further (in favor of us
migrating), I am indebted to the Atlanta
Constitution for the fact that the South
is paying the North and West $332(00,- -

000 a year for meat and bread, etc. Now,
what does this prove? It simply proves
that the South is largely inhabited with
a set of ignoramuses, who are toiling, as
the old saying is, fifteen months a year in
cotton to purchase their meat and bread,
and then they do not get more than half
enough. And to illustrate still further,
1 feel it my duty to call the Appeal's
attention to the fact that there is no
demand for nearly one-thir- d of the cotton
produced, and that is another reason why
my people should migrate, and quit toil-
ing and starving to produce something
that has no demand and value.

Now, in conclusion, I wish to say
that the Appeal, and all others who op-
pose our migrating, remind me of a
drowning man catching at the traditional
straw. You know your inconsistency in
opposing our migrating, and think it is
your last and only chance to save your-
selves, but after we are gone a few
months you will see your true and tried
old land grow up in God's intended crop,
you will begin to raise stock, fertilize and
reclaim your land, and cultivate the most
fertile spots, and ship your surplus grains
and meats to foreign countries, as you do
cotton now. So," I would urge that you
turn your attention from the negro, and
raise more crass, stock and fruits, and
establish butter and cheese factories, and
you will live happier than you ever have
before.

Baccalaureate Marcus Anrelias and tbe

ot's Creed.

New Haven, Conn., June 21. Presi-
dent Porter, of Yale, preached his bac-
calaureate sermon at Battell Chapel yes-
terday morning. His text was the fifth,
sixth, seventh and eighth verses of the
first chapter of Second Peter. Among
other things President Porter said:
"Matthew Arnold, in his essay on Mar-
cus Aurelius, raised tho question
whether that stoic had ever seen the
Christian sect which was persecuted
during his reign in any such way as to
understand its characteristic views and
spirit. He thought it impossible other-
wise that his attention would have been
called and his heart touched by the
nobleness and gentleness of the Christian
character.

Theo-
dore Parker also scorned to find
in Chist anything more than the
world's ideal man, says this man
(Christ) has consummated the world's
idea, and there can never be anything
higher or better. George Eliot, whose
early life seems to have been steeped in
zeal for the namo and cause of Christ,
but ViiiO afterward denied His personal
power, could find nothing to give His
inspiration or comfort in the gloomy de-

pression of her later creed which could
take place of Thomas a Kempis and the
crucifix.

MOltUISOJi'S TARIFF Bill,.
Another Bill be Introduced as Soon

as Congress fleets.
Washington June 22. In an inter-

view y with an Associated Press re-
porter, Bepresentative Morrison, of Il-
linois, said that be purposed to introduce
another tariff bi.l at the first session of
the next Congress.

"At what time during the session?"
was asked.

"As soon as I can get ready after Con-
gress convenes,' he replied.

"Will the bill provide for a horizontal
reduction as did the measure you intro-
duced during tho last Congress?"

"They say they do not want a horizon-
tal reduction. The truth is they do not
want a reduction of any kind. I will
provide in the proposed bill for about
such a reduction in amount as I provided
for in my last bill. It is probable that a
number of bills for reducing the tariff
will be introduced, but personally I
know of no ono who contemplates pre-
senting such a measure for considera-
tion."

PESStOXS.

Operations of 4he Burean for the Past
Weefc.

Washington, Juno 22. During tho
week ended June 21th the Board of
Review of the Pension Office has sent to
the certificate division for the issue of
certificates ot tension of 888 original and
lfJ7 increase claims. There have been
rejected tKiS cliirus, and 531 have been
sent back to the adjudicating division of
the office for further evidence, making a
total ot 33S0 cases disposed of. The
number for tho week ended June 13th
was 3203, and for the week ended June
0th was 278-1- About fifty per cent, of the
increase claims acted on by the pension
office for the month ended June 15th
were rejected, and this is about the
average per cent, of such claims rejected.
It frequently happens that a pensioner
when he applies for increase is found not
to be entitled as .high rate as he is re-
ceiving, and his application for increase
results in the reduction of his rate of
pension per month.

IXDIAX TROUBLES.

Threatened Outbreak of the Cheyennee
t Fort Rena.

Washington, June 22. The War
Department has received reports from
Fort Beno, Ind. Ter., dated the 20th in-

stant, to the effect that great excitement
prevails at that place over a threatened
Indian outbreak by the Cheyennes. The
Indians known as the Southern Chey-
ennes are mating preparations to go on
the warpath. Throops have been dis-
patched to quell the disturbances. A few
days since troops were sent to quiet a
local disturbance among the same In-
dians. The War Department officials
are not informed as to the cause of the
threatened outbreak Saturday. If these
Indians go on the warpath there will be
great difficulty in quieting them. The
Cheyennes are reported to be as trouble-
some to deal with as are the Apaches.
The country,, however, in which tho
former live would be more advantageous
to tho soldiers) pursuing them than is the
rough rocky country in which the latter
are being followed.

News was received at the War Depart-
ment late this afternoon to the ef-

fect that the difficulties with the
Cheyenne Indiaus are becoming very
serious. Gen. Augur has ordered lour
companies of the Fif th Cavalry to go to
the scene of tbe disturbance in addition
to tho companies previously sent. This
makes ten companies at lleuo, and three
additional companies are held in readi-
ness to go at a moment's notice. Gen.
Augur recommends tho appointment of a
commission to ascertain the cause of the
discontent. The Southern Cheyennes are
located in the western portion of the Ter-
ritory. The jountry is level and devoid
of trees, except along the streams. Owing
to its great ei tent it is very easy for the
Indians to keep out of the way of troops.
It is believed here that the Indians are
well supplied with arms and ammunition.
The last trouble with the Cheyennes oc-

curred about nine years ago, and con-
tinued for more than a year. It
was caused by Indians of that
tribe massacring a portion of a
family moving overland. The massacre
occurred in Kansas. The father, mother
and daughter were killed and four re-
maining children taken captive. Tho
daughter who was killed, before she was
captured took the life of an Indian with
an ax as he attempted to get into the
wagon in whi ch the children were gath-
ered. Prior to this massacre the Chey-
ennes became unfriendly towards the
whites. A n umber of men disguised as
Indians had t urned a bridge on the Kan
sas Pacific riilroad, for the purpose of
stopping a train that they might plunder
it. After the destruction of the bridge,
soldiers were sent to capture the men im-
plicated. An officer chanced, one day,
to see an Indian standing alone at a dis-
tance. He drew near, fired, and killed
him. Tho Indian was the son of Lone
Wolf, the great Cheyenne chief. When
he was buried, 400 ponies were
killed above his grave. Though Lone
Wolf himself didn't participate in the
outbreak whijh followed his son's death,
it was thought that the shooting ot the
young Indian greatly influenced the
tribe to go on the war-pat- The massa-
cre of the Georgia family followed, and
the one year's; fighting began.

CENTRAL AMEIUCAX AFFAIRS.

The President's Views as Cilvea by
Prominent Oiueial. ' 5

Washinoion, June 22. The Sunday
Herald yesterday published an interview
with a member of the government, who
will have more or less to do with carry-
ing out the Pres'dent's views upon Cen-
tral A mericati affairs. The Herald says
that the personage interviewed isot'the
highest officii.! rank and too good a diplo-
matist to say anything that ought not to
be told. His remarks, in fact, were as
follovrj:

"Admiral J ouett's last dispatches in-
dicate that there will be trouble in Cen-
tral America very soon unless something
is done to prevent it. The matter has
not come before the Executive for con-
sideration because there has been no oc-
casion for it. But I can say this much,
the principle enunciated by the Presi
dent in his instructions to the Secretary
of the Navy touching the occupation of
Aspinwall and Panama will be strictly
adhered to. The United States will not
permit irresponsible parties in any coun-
try to endanger the lives and property of
our own cjtijens by revolutionary organ-
izations against the local government.
To put down Ilestan we made a great
departure from the usages of the country
in respect to our diplomatic relations
with other nations. If a similar condi-
tion occurs again the same authority will
bo used. It may as well be known now
that while there is no annexation scheme
intended, nor has any system of perma-
nent, garrisons in the troubled .States
been considered, whatever the emer-
gency demands will be done. Beyond
that I do not wish to say, tor it would be
the merest speculation. The American
Cation must maintain the dignity of its
position. ' That in true Lemocatio doc-
trine. The only thing I wish to state
positively touching the policy of the

reT! to its foreign relations
is this: It proposes to exercise a proper
influence in the affairs of other States
wherever that influence is required,
That should be coiumedsarate with our
position among the nations. Circum-
stances will develop our foreign policy.
It will be regulated by the necessities of
the events, a nd will be guided and direc-
ted upon tho highest humanitarian prin-ple- s

and in accordance with the needs

of anglo-saxo- n civilization. This is all
that needs be said.

Dr. Cyrus Thomas, in charge of
the division of mound explorations, will
take the field with two or three assist-
ants soon after the beginning ot the fiscal
year, going first to Wisconsin to examine
and study the effigy mounds of that local-
ity, and later in the season to Mississippi
and Tennessee.
NEW INTERNAL REVENUE COLLECTORS.

The W says: Out of the eighty-fou- r
internal revenue collectors in this coun-
try, sixty new ones have been appointed.
The remaining officers to be changed are
ono each in Colorado, Delaware, Florida,
Indiana, Maryland, Missouri, Montana,
New Hampshire, New Mexico, hio and
Wisconsin, five each in Illinois and New
York, and three in Pennsylvania.

DID NOT INQUIRE INTO niS POLITICS.

Kezyzanowski, who was recently reap-
pointed as Inspector of Customs at New
York, is an active Republican, a reporter
asked Secretary Manning about it.
"Why," said the Secretary, "I did not
inquire into the man's politics at all.
His reappointment was asked for by a
large number of good citizens on account
of his excellent war record. Another
reason urged was that he was in a ' very
necessitous condition. Although be is
rather old he is able to do the work of
his office satisfactorily, so I reappoint-
ed him at a salary of $1 a day."

GRASSHOPPERS IN CALIFORNIA.
California is suffering considerably from

the ravages of the grasshopper, and spec-
imens of the insect have been sent, from
several parts of the State to Prof. Iteilly.
He finds them to bo the melnnoplus

and the ealoptenus diffen ntialis.
Tho last named is common to all parts
of the land, and seldom proves very de-
structive, while the other is peculiar to
the Pacific slope, and is probably doing
the present work ot destruction. He
recommends the use ot coal-oi- l pans,
found so useful against the eastern spe-
cies, and further refers the California
farmers to the remedies described in the
reports of the Entomological Commis-
sion as the best yet discovered.

A NOTED SCHOLAR DYING.
W. R. Smith, long superintendent of

the iiotanical wardens, is supposed to be
dying from inflammation of the bowels.
Senator Beck and Attorney-Genera- l

Garland remained with him on Saturday
night, and Secretary Bayard has spent
much time with him. Mr. Smith is one
of the best authorities in the country on
all matters connected with tree plant
and flower culture, and he has had the
advantage ot a personal knowledge ot the
best cardans in Great Britain and on the
continents. Beside these specialties he
is a scholar of wide reading, and his com-
panions have been among the ablest pub-ii- o

men of the country for thirty years.
"0TCE A TURK, ALWAYS A TURK."
Representative Findlay, of Maryland,

had an interview with the Secretary of
State y in regard to the action of
the Turkish government toward a Turk
named Chisafondy, who became a nat-
uralized citizen of the United States.
Some years ago this man left Turkey and
went to Greece, where he became nat-
uralized. Afterward he came to the
United States, settled in Baltimore and
became a naturalized citizen of this
country. A year ago he returned to Tur-
key. The government of that country
refused to recognize his American citi-
zenship and demanded his allegiance to
his native country on the ground that
"once a Turk, always a Turk." Three
months ago he escaped from Turkey and
returned to America.
