The Cheyenne Troubles,

Wasarsaron, June 23.—Noaddition-
al advices have heen received at the In-
terior Departiment to-day concorning the
troubles existing at the Cheyenne and
Arapahoe Indian Ageney in the Indian
Territory, bat the situstion is regarded
48 threstening. This agency was last in-
spected by Inspector Gardner on Septem-
ber 23, 1534, who, after stating the little
advangement made by these [ndians, re-
ported in substance as follows: “MPhe
Indians bure no desire to become
farmers of try to become self-supporting
as long as the government supports them
in idleness and they receive a cash pay-
ment of £— per head from leased lands.
The dog soldiers prevent those inelived
to work from working, consider them-
selves masters of the situation, and have
defied the ageut and the military at Fort
Reno, Agent Dyer has made a fair state-
ment of the situation and should he push
these people in the matter of farming he
will meet with resistence from the dog
soldiers, and in such case the military
force at Reno is entirely too small, num-
bering only 209 soldiers. It should be
inereased o ten companies. The Indians
number:  Arapahoe, 21%; Cheyenne,
3769; children at school inthe States,
304; total, 6Z71. These Indians are
well armed and well supplied with am-
munition, and the male adults over eigh-
teen years number from 1300 to 1400,
At the Arapahoe school the pupils num-
ber fifty-seven, and at the Cheyenne
school thirteen. The Indians say they
will not send any more children to sohocl
until they have a talk with the Grest
Father in Washington.”

Suc_rctarf Lamar has invited Col. Wm.
MeMichnel, of New York, a member of
the Board of Indian Commissioners, to
serve u8 & member of 4 board to investi-
gato the diffierences and troubles existing
at the Cheyenne agency, and he has sig-
nified his acceptance, and will report to
the secrotary at once for instruotions.

Wasmxoron, Juse 23 —From Fort
Bowie, under date of June 13th, Gen,
Crook raporis that he has resson to be-
liove that a small party of Indians are
still in the mountaing on the upper Gila
river.

When the ship arrives
at this port the mon are of course counted
to see whether or mot the boat elnims
more transportation than she is really
entitled to. After that iz done the men
are apportioned off to the sub-contraotors
by the agent of the general eontractors,
and each one is charged with the trans-
portation of the men who go to his
camp, aod he is responsible to the gen-
eral chut for same, and in order to save
himsell he needs must charge each man,
Many of these men leave the contractors
to go into other portions of the republie
betore they bave paid their transporta-
tion. Must the contractor umﬂly pay a
mun’e fare for him to come to this coun-
try just for a pleasure trip? 1 do not
think impartial justice would require
that. The only resource left for the
contractor is to apply to the local anthori-
ties to prevent mwen from thus lesving;
nod if they bave already gone, then it be-
comes poccssary for the authorities to
send soldiers after thewm to bring them
back. In one of the articles tﬁnt has
fullen under my notice particular stress
seemed to have been laid upon the faet
that bare-focted soldiers were sent after
the runaways.

1 have.bad oa oo average
twelve patients in this hospital sinee T
took charge on February -Iru?l. und there
have been only two deaths in itsinece that
date. The fare that we have for thesick
ig not what I would select, were it possi-
ble to get better, but this is Ceutral
Amerioa, and nol the States. 1 have had
all of the medicines needed—a stock of

{ drugs that would have been seleoted to

r;nutioe generally, in a loeality of this
ind, by one who intended entering into
a private practice. The presgriptions
are compounded by a competent drugeist.
Quinine, of coutse, is more generally used
than any other drug, beoanse of its offi-
cacy in the treatment of malarial troubles,
but gs for “etuffing” men with it, the
idea is absurd, it wonld he eatirely too
expensive, you know. It posts as much
as #4 and & an ounce here. The burial
of men simply in blankets, withont
eoflins, seems to grate rather harshly on
some sonsitive nerves. It is dove, not
from choice, but from pesessity, as there
are no such things as planks or boards
fifteen or twenty miles in tho injarior,
and no chance ta ge} shem thiére, consg-
gaently whena n:n.ha is unfortundto enoug
