Mr. Burchard Wil Try Conclusions

Witk the Prestdent.

New Yonk, June 28 —A Washington
ial to the Feening FPost says: r.
urchard, director of the mint, accord-
ing to present intormstion, has decided to
teat the power of the President to remove
him trom office. There are two offices in
the Treasury which were crested by spe-
cinl statute, the tenure of whieh it is as-
sumed makes it impossible for the Presi-
dent to suspend the incumbents unless
the Senate shall consent. The offices
are those of direotor of the mint and the
Comptroller of the Carrency. The law
under which the director of the mint
receives his appointment is as followa:
“He shall be appcinted by the Presi-
dent by and with the advies and consent
of the Senate, and shull hold hisoffice for
the term of five yeais, unless sooner re-
moved by the President upon reasons to
be communicated by hin to the Sepate."
The claim is that the phrascology of
this act differs from all gencral statutes
as to appointmonts, and that, though the
director may be suspended during the
recess, his office will revert to him should
the Senate fail to confirm his sucees=or.
Thease who take the contrary view main-
tain that the special sintute creating the
office, if it means what the fricods of the
incumbent claim, isa violation of the
constitutional right of the President to

appoint to effice. :
A request has besn made for the resig-
nation of Mr. Burchard. He will un-
doubtedly refuse to resign. He is notin
sympathy with some of the financisl
views of Treasurer Jordan, and is in
some respects opposed to the Secrelary's
policy. ¥From the outaet of the adminis-
tration he has interposed legal and other
objections to the plans of the new Treas-
ury officers. There have been many
conflicta of opinions, and Mr. Burchard
is regarded by the new Treasury officers
us an obstructionist. It bas beeu the
intention for some time to secure bis re-

moval, and 15 superiors were not
quite certain what effeot  would
be gmiven to the special statute
under which he holds his office.

It had beea hoped that he would resign,
charges huving been made against him.
One is that he permitted o defaultiog
subordinnte to resign. Others are thst
he is guilty of errors of judgment, ineffi-
ciency, lack of executive ability, and has
been careless in his management oi the
silver purchases, Mr, Burchard's frionds
hold that it is due t0 himself not to re-
sign when such churges are made, Nov-
ertheless, Secretary Manoiog awaits his
resiguation. Mr. Burchard, as far as ean
be learned, does not wish a contest with
the adminiatration, but intends to pro-
tect his owan reputation, and has deetded
oot o retire in the face of charges, He
has surrendered all the political fupe-
tions of his offce and claims that he san
support the financial jolicy of the ad-
ministration,

The Reapprafsement of Merchandise

WasainaToN, June2d—A committes
representing the merchants and im-
porters of New York had a heariog to-
day at the Treasury Depariment belore
Secretary Manning, Assistant-Secretary
Fairchild and Soliwvitor Me('ue, o the
general gquestion of the reappraisement
of merchandise.

Wasnixoron, Juse 24—The out-
brouk of the Cheyenve Indians which
was threatened Saturdey Jast Las been
brewing for a yearor longer, Army offi-
ainls here attribute it to a dissatisfaction
on the part of the lIadians at the leasing
of their reservation to cattlemen. The
Cheyenne Reservation is ono of the largest
in the Indien Territory. It comprses
about 4270000 acres. Of this amount
more thau 3,000,000 acres sre controlled
by eattlemen who sre graziog vast herks.
The Indians ave divided on the question
of leasing the lunds, the majority appar-
ently being opposed to it.  Itis=aid here
by officiala that catilemen have resorted
to guestionable methods in securing con-
trol of ranghes. Reports on file ab the
office of the Commissioner of Indian Af-
fairs indicate that the leasing of lands
was the original esuse of the trouble
amoog the Indisns. These reports are
from Agent Dyer, on the Cheyenne
Reservatidn, who ranks asoue of the hest
agents in the lodian service. He was
appointed to his present position about
one year ago, Immedistely atter sssum-
ing his duties he informed (he Interior
Department that trouble was threat-
ened, and that wunless precaution-
ary measures were taken,an omibreak
would be inevitable. He asked that 1060
cavalrymen ba seut to the reservation.
Asa reason for his statement Agent
Dyer said that his predecessor had not
exercised striet soatrol over the Indians;
that they had been allowed to do as they
wished. Mr. Dyer on assuming the
duties of the ageney endeavored to oon-
trol the |adians, He reported to the
Commissioner of Indian Affairs that
they laughed at his attempts and bonsted
that the governmeat could do nothing
with them. Agent Dyer was in Wash-
mnn some weeks since. e urged that
: cavalrymen be seat to the reserva-
tion as soon &s possible ““to seare the ln-
dinns" and show them that the govern-
ment had a suficient [oreg to punish
them i megessary.” Ho thought it this
method of influencing them was adopted
they would he qont.r;f]cd without blood-
shed on either side. lie said the Ehey-
ennes were a8 warlike as the Apaches;
that they were well armed and could put
from 1200 to 150).warriors on the war-
path at aoy time.
