-- A CHILI RECEPTION.

The Ezprrleneef tbe Month American
Commluilon at Valparaiso.

ACoaulry Where the United State la
Below Par.

WAsnisiTO!i. July 2. The South
American (.'ommission. under dat of
Santiago, May 14th, have made their re
port to the b. cretary ot state of the re-
sult of their visit to Chili. The re
port says:

ValparasoiM almost an hngllsh colo
ny. Ice iMifrli-- i l language is used almost
exclusively in trade, and the leading
merchant) are subjects of Great Uritaiu,
there being but three distinctively
American houses in the place. The
amount of goods importea from the
Ijnited States is very small beyond what
are brought by these firms, the great ob-

stacle to an extension of this trade being
the disposition of Lnghshmen to trade at
home and their ability to do so on ac-
count of the high freights between New
iorkaud Valparaiso, which are" nearly
donble the cost of transportation be-
tween Valparaiso aod Loudon, Havre or
Hamburg, in tact no goods are import
ed lrom the United States except when
they cannot be obtained elsewhere, and
then it is found much cheaper to ship
them to Chili from New York via Ham-
burg or Liverpool.

The report describes the meeting of
tne 1 resident oi Uhili by tne commis-
sion, and says a scries of propositions
were submitted to him. It continues:
The first was a suggestion that the old
treaty of amity, commerce and naviga-
tion between the United States and
Chili, which long since was terminated,
might be renewed with advantage to
both countries. In reply to this the
President said he could not see auy ad
vantage to Chili, and was not disposed to
euitr mm auy mrmer couveuuuos witii
foreign countries.

The second proposition involved the
idea of a reciprocal commercial treaty
between the two countries, under which
the special products ot each should be
admitted free of duty into the other,
when carried under the flag ot either na
tion. This did not meet with any greater
favor from President Santa Maria, who
was not disposed to make reciprocity
treaties. His people were at liberty to
sell where they could get the best prices
and buy where goods were the cheapest.
In his opinion commerce was not aided
by commercial treaties, and Chili neither

from nor gave to other nations
especial favore. Trade would regulate
itselt and there was no advantage in try
iog to direct it in one direction or the
other. So far as the United States was
ooneerned. there could be very little trade
with Chili, owing to the fact that the
products of the two couniri.s were al-

most identical. Chili productd very lit-

tle that we wanted, and although there
were many industrial products of the
United States that were used in Chili, the
merchants of the latter couutry must be
allowed to buy where they eold. and
where they could trade to the greatest
advantage. ith retercoce to ttie pro-
vision that reduced duties should be al
lowed odIj upou goods carried iu Chilian
or American vessels, be said that Chili
did not want any such means to encour
age her commerce; her potts wee open'
to all vessels ot the world upon equal
term?.

It was suggested that there might be a
larie commerce between the two coun- -

tiiesif the low-grad- e giiano, which is
adapted to the cultivation of cotton in
the Southern States, and is not sought
for in Kurope, could be exchanged for
the manufactured products ot the United
States. The President very frankly and

The next topio seemed to be received
with decided favor, and not only the
President but the ministers present also
joined in expressing their acquiescence.
It was touching the establishment ot a
common silver coin of the value of
the United S'.ates gold dollar, to be
coined by each of the American repub-
lics, of an equal degree of fineness and to
an amount which should be agreed, to be
legal tender in all commercial transac-
tions between the citizens f this hemis-
phere. This proposition, which had
already been assented to by Mexico,
Venezuela, Guatemala, Coita Rica,
Ecuador and Peru, was accepted by
President Santa Maria as a long step
toward the nionetization of silver, and, if
adopted by the American republics,
might, iu his opinion, compel the Latin
Union to accept a double standard, and
increase the value of one of the chief
products of Chili. His government, he
said, was ready to enter into a conven-
tion with the United States and the other
American republics at any time to secure
such a desirable result.

The fourth proposition, which invited
the viows of the government of Chili to
the practicability of holding a congress
ot delegates from all the American re-
publics, to adopt measures to secure
peace and promote prosperity among the
nations of this hemisphere, met with
disfavor. His excellency could not see
the advantage of such a gathering,
('hiifhad learned by experience that
nothing eoub be gained, and that the
gtneral weltare was uot promoted by in-

ternational conventions. Ho could not
think of any measure a congress of this
goxt would agree upon, and while his
govern JO tut jras anxious to avoid war
and secure a sttlrment of in-

ternational disputes, the jrofuoitiun did
not find any lavor in his eyes. If the
United States desired to call such a con-
gress. Chili would consider the invita-
tion, but reserved the licbt t i decline in
cae the government so desired

The filth and last proposition was a
geoft-a- l one, and invited the suggestions
of Chili as' to the best riodes of increas-
ing trade between that country an I the
United States. The President repeated
orLal he had said previously about the
impossibility of securing a large trade,
but thought if there Could be direct
communication by steam from the ports
of one country to those of another com-
merce would be greatly aided. If any
steamship company id th United States
jtouiu esiaousn such communicator uo
bencvoa me Congress of Chili wnnM
give it a subsidy such 13 was given to the
1 aciho Steam Navigation Company of
Liverpool, That line receives an annual
subsidy of o0,O00 in silver, and the
Lhihau Company, whjet. emnlovod ves-
sels along the coast between Valparaiso
and Callao, was given $150,000 a year,
under the condition that its vessels were
always subject to charter by the govern-
ment, aod might be used as transports
and cruisers in time ot war. Similar
aid would be afforded to any such com-
pany desirous of trading along the coast
of Chili, as it was the policy of the

TtiE president's address.
President Wheeler read his annual

address a paper replete with wit, wis-
dom and philosophy. He said the
tendency of young men of the present
day was to forsake the legal profession
for a busii ess career; and this was not
surprising when it was understood that
the profusion of the law was not a
money-makin-g one. It had been said
with some degree of truth that a lawyer
worked hard, lived well and died poor.
No young man should be admitted to a
refpeotible lawyer's office who did
not possess a good English educa-
tion, at . least. Illiterate attorneys
were a disgraee to the profession. The
system of examioatioa adopted jh Ten-
nessee and other States for applicantsfor
law licenses' was "a mere farce.' Mr'.
Wheeler said tho'preseut system of ex-
amination should be abandoned and a
State board of examiners substituted
therefor. He would make a law jicpose
mean something. Good judges made
good lawyers, while bad and inefficient
judges and bad lawyers of necessity went
hand in Laud. All had seen the shame-
ful waste of public time ia the court-
rooms prestd;! ifcr by l., ndo'ens
inefficient judge?, who sit ail day with
their 'feet eot-ke- ii upon the dpk and
aUow things to go pret y much as they
might. He was inclined te lay a lar,;e
share of the aierespect lor our courts at
the door of our judges. What, he said,
could be thought of the courts
of several towns in Miesouri where
a notorious ' highwayman was ac-
quitted and the scep.es tht followed
bit. several acquittal? "'Who can wonder
that the citizens of Cincinnati should
burn down jails and courthouses? Some
Of the blame for these 'hingsare attached
to tbe lawyers themselves. He knew of
lawyer iu this Stito who had collected
money for their clients and failed to pay
it over, and yet he had never knpwa a
casp of disbarment iu '1'eanessee. There
were good lawyers in America who had
done things lor which ihty would be
debarred in England. He spoko of the
acts of the last General Assembly,' andsa;d it was to be lamented that every
General Assembly felt it to be incumbent
upon them to change the revenue laws.
Of course, the last Assembly changed
the mtfuhatjios' lien law. If thU could
not have b en done he doubted if any
session could have been held.
