DOUGLAS DEALS.

The Judge Holds a Handful of Trumps
in the Cohen-MeCracken Army
Case,

Damaging Order Bprend' Upon the Min-
ntes of the Conrt—Trial to be
Had To-Day.

There was a rare scene in the Criminsl
Court at 2 o'clock yesterday afternocn.
The judge sat upon the bench with the
robe of the law abont him. The attorney-
general occapied his usua' chair within
the bar, awaiting an issue, The seats were
filled with eager spectators and represent-
atives of all the city pepers, waiting for
the jndge to vindicate himlel( from 8 se-
rious charge at the expense of the sttor-
ney-genersl, or the attorney-general to
clear his skirts at the expense of the judge.
Two thieves had been : et st liberty npon
a promise to serve their country in uni-
form, and the two chief peace officers of
the county, esch of whom had saddled
the responsibility upon the other, were
abont to makea public

TEST OF THEIR AGILITY

in kicking it off. The hour for the per-
formance to begin had been formally an-
nounced for 2 o'clock, and began prompt-
ly at the appointed time.

Judge Douglass stuted that he hLad seen
certain stat *ments in the AppEaL regard-
ing his course in the case of Cohen and
Mo¢CUracken which reflected upon him in
his official capacity. It appeared to have
narrowed down to o question of veracit
between him and the attomey-gwwn}:
and while he had no desire to push the
maiter o any extreme, he was very anx-
ious to have the record correct. The
indge then picked up = copy of the Ap-
rEAL which was ready st ?xis hand, and
read, in a voice choked with feeling, a
paragraph statiog that the
ATTORNEY-GENERAL DENIED

having agreed to the bargain with Cohen
and MeCracken; that he had vigorously
protested against it, and that they could
have been convicted.
“Now, Gen. Turner,” gaid the judge,as
he laid the paper down and leisurely drew
off his epectacles. "1 want to know if that
statement was made by you.”
“1 willtell your honor exactly how it
was,” began the all-:r:ux-wuuni. who
went on to say thet Bach, Cohien’s brother-
in-law, wanted him to agree to the relesse
of the prisoners if they would enter the
army, and that bhe had vigorously protested
spainst it; that Bach then sauf e eounld
not swear to the identityof the articles
said to have been stolen by Cohen from
him; thet he replied to b that he
would

HAVE TO IDENTIFY THEM
unless he went back on his testimony be-
iore the grand jory. “I stated to vour
honor,” Gen. Toarner went on to eay,
“that the father and brother-in-law of
Coben would not testify mgainst him, and
that a8 they were the chiel witnesses I did
not know what to do. You said if t-at
was true we had better do the best we
vould. I protested to you against Bach’s
eourse in the most vigorous terms., Ast)
the statement in the Avpear, all I have to
say is that T was correctly reported, except
that I said to the representative of the Ap-
reAL that I did not make the protest in
opeén court. ILelieve he will bear me out
in that statement, It was not my inten-
tion to cast any reflaction npen your hoaor.”
[he attorney-general then resumed his
seat and

vrating Judge Donglass from all blame in
the matter.

[aruer remarked to me that he lolly in-
Jdoreed the articie in Lthe conclusions
(rawn, but that he hoped while I was
eriticieing the Conrt for ite aclion in the
matter that | would leave him out. I re-
plici] that nothing would afford me more
plegsure than to set him aright i I had

been ujnst, aud be then

upon which the pavagraph wse based.
[ did not ask Lim weather his protest was
private or public, and he certanly did not
qualify the statement that he had vig r-
ously protectad by sayiog that he had not
done 8o in open court. He is mistaken
when he makes that assertion.” Tarning
to Gen. Turner, Judge Douglass asked him
if he saw the paragraph in question, and
he replied that Le did not.

“And what
have you to say about it? Did you tell
the Ledger reporter that Cohen waa re-
leased over your eolemn protest?”

Cohen
and the State vs. MeUOracken are incorrect
in this, that they fail to show that the
snid proceedings were at the suggestion
a~d approbation of the attorney-general,
G. . M. Tamer, and it further appearing
that certain publications have been made
in the ArreaL of date the lat of July,
1545, in the wards as followa:

From the Arrear of July 1st: “Attorney-
General Turner tiates that the bargain
with Cohen and McUracken wes made
againet bis vigorous protest. He declined
to entértain for 2@ momwent a proposition
so nnheard of, and statad hia reasona in
the plainest tsrms to Jundge Dooglass and
the attorney for tne delendants. Before
the grand jary Cohon's brother-in-law,
Bach, swore positively to the identity of
the stolen articles, and n,on his lesti-
mony alone they could have been con-
virted."”

From the Ledger of July 1st: “The
attorney.-general, ip reply to an inquiry
concerning what [arther sotion would be
taken agminst Morris Colien, paid t2a
Ledger roporter this morning that he had
peen (sformed that Cohen bad returned
to the eity, ana o* had ordered a capias
for his arrest. The satiornéy-general was
loud in his denuncistion of the lormer
proceedings, which Le pgid wassn out-
rage which he gtoutly resisted and protest-
od against, but the Uourt overruled his
protest, and he had nothiog to do hut sub
mit. The sttorpey-genaral furtherstated
that Nathan Bach, one of the presecutors,
in his endeavors to accomplish his puar-
pose, stated to him that if be was put on
the witness stand he would be unable to
identify the stolen articles, notwith-
standing the fict that _at a former trial at
the Police Court Mr. Bach was most posi-
tive as to the property bLeing that which
had been stolen from his dence. The
attorney-general was awarp ol this fact,
and would noi agree to the priscner’s re-
lease withont & formal trial, When Cohen
19 re-arrested the attoney-general said
that the indictment against him would be
revived and the accused held for trial,”

the said attorney-general himseli had
stated to the court that he could not prob-
ably sustain the indictment against said
parties, and recommenided that they bs
e upon payment or securing the
cost, and thet he asserted thet said parties
be taken to some place and enlisted in the
United States army, and that the stiorney-
general informed the Court that as the main
witnesses for the State were the father of
Coben and the brother-in-law of Cohen he
did mot think he eould make out a
case for the State; wherenpon the Court,
upop sach statement of the attorney-
general, agreed zolaulidmeabemlre{l.

Tobhe Thrown Open (o the Pablivcon the
