The Early Downfall f the Kew Min-

istry Predicted Leading Ques-

tions In British Politic.

London, July 4. The results of the Par-
liamentary elections, which took place
during the past week to fill the vaconcies
Ciused by the change of the Ministry,
have rather alarmed the Liberals. They
were beginning to feel sure of an easy vic-
tory in the coming general elections, but
the Tories have more than held their own

special poll nes, and have increased
their majorities in such hotly contested
boroughs as Wakefield and Woodstock.
Liberal election agents in many provinces
sent in ducouragiug reports about the out-
look. They say agricultural voters are fall-

ing away from the Liberal interest, and
that laborers appear indifferent about tak-
ing advantage o.the enlarged franchise.
These agent furt&er declare that in most
rural regions in England both agri-
cultural laborers and workingmen this
year especially are under the influence or
control of local 'squires, parsons and farm-
ers. This is accounted for by the fact that
limes have for a long period past been

.voters are under more than or-
dinary obligations to their employers and
patroni The squires, parsons, farmers
