of Aungust, 1834, Sbhechan was arrested
at Auckland, New Zealand, in Docember,
1554, and on_bis arcival at Cork in May
last his brother-in law was arrested, The
evidence avainst the prisoners is vary
strong, as is alzo the feeling of the people
of Cark, the prisvoers being hooted sever-
al times when being taken tonsd fromthe
wagistrate's gours during the preliminary
examination, There are no arrarian
crimed on the calendars and very litile
ordinary cases of crime to be tried.

INDIAN LAXND S,

The Lease Ounirage Arooght to the Al
tention of ¢ Aathorities,

Wasainaron, July 6—Secretary La-
mar has received a letter from Gen.
MeUook, ex-Governor of Colorado, re-
lating to the power of the govervment {o
prevent a legal oecupation of lands in
the Indian Territory. The writerasserts
that the law declares that the Secretary
of the Interior has full control of all In-
dian affairs under the laws, subject to
direction by the President; that certain
contracts may be made by individunls
with Indiaes relative fo serviees in pro-
curing the payment of ¢laims, but no
authority exists for making cootraelis of
any other nature, and if made they are
nnll and void; that no purchase, grant,
lease or other conveyance of lands or of
any title or claim thereto from any Io-
dian nation or tribe of Indians shall be
of any validity in law or equity unless
the same shall be made by treaty or con-
veation eéntered into pursuant to the
constitution; thatonly the [United States
oan make any contract with aoy Indian
nation or tribe affecting lands, whether
hy purehase, lease or otherwise, and the
United States can do =0 only by formal
agrecment, and that the President may
employ the militaty to remove trespass-
ers from the Indian lands. Gen. Me-
Uook substantiaws the abnve poiuts by
clintions from the Revised Statutes, and
declares that the Upited States can
make ngreements respecting Iodian lands
only with the Indians themselves, and
not with third parties, and ouly with
the Indinns by agreewent ratified
by Congress. Notwithstanding the
positive  prohibition of the law
against the lesasing or conveyance of
lands by Iadian tribes, substantially all
the lands in the Indian Territory sst
apart_for exclusive Indian occcupation,
Gen. Mcl'ook says, are in possession of
white wen under the lease of Indians
who had no power to lease, and with the
tagit recognition of the Department of
the Interior (under a former administra-
tiou), which he believes had po power to
recogoize or assent to any such lease or
possession. The following is given as a

which is nothing more than nominal? Is
that the way the government of the
[inited States should eare for its wards?
If such lenses were legal, il suthority
existed to make them, they would still be
obtainiog from the Iodian wards with the
assent of their guardian valuable prop-
erty rights and privileges for a pittance.
If the legality o1 the leases were doube-
ful, they should vot be permitted the
countenance of an administration pledged
to set its face against corruption, cuﬁu-
sion and wrong. Being, a8 they un-
questionably are, we hold, unauthorized
and illegal, as well as im rovident, should
there be an instant’s hesitaflon in dis-
avowing, and in the summary exercise of
all the power and authority of the gov-
ernment in dispossessing the holders
uader them? Continuing his argument
declaring the illegality of the lease, Gen.
MeCook continnes: Both under the eom-
mon Jaw  and the eoactments of
Congress, all parties, other than Indians,
ocoupying those lands are trespassers.
The intention of the law setting apart
this domain was that it should be en-
joyed by the Indians for the purpose of
making to them civilized homes, en-
couraging them in habits of industry,
and elevating and improving their con-
g‘htim:lli '}:h}: n&:tt:.lgl acts now lrc(tihnl..
instead of the Indian possessing and en-
joying the benefits designed tor them,
this country i= overrun with specnlators
and adventurers of every degree, who
have despoiled them of their property
and practically sequestrated their birth-
rights, destroying their opportunities of
self-support and leaving them nothing
for the future, while keeping them de-
pendent on the government. These men,
wha for the last three years have en-
Jjojed court protection snd have boldly
insisted upon sn official recognition of
their claims, are in  many instances, for-
vigners who owe po allegiance to this
overnment, and in all cases evade every
uty and obligagion which the laws im-
pose u _Amnig::n citizens.

8:45 O (lock A.M. — Great orowfs
hung around the barns of the car com-
pany on Western avenue all the morning,
buy the large foree of police was sul-
ficient to suppress soy signs of incipient
di=order. Under the protection of the
officers five oirs were placed upon the
Randolph street lin¢, and miade the
journey down town y_iti:om éncountéring
any serious opposifion, aud have now
started on the fetur® irip, eArfrying how-
ever, ooly policemen.

THE FIRST TRIP.

Althongh the West Division Railway
Company annouaced that the cars would
ba started st the regular time this morn-
inz on four difi“rent r/mteq simultaneous-
Iy, uamely, Madison, Lake’ H\ul‘ﬂlph
and Van iiurcu, the plan evidently fell
through. The regnlar time is 4:40 o'clock.
No car startzd till two hours later, and
then only one instead of four routes was
chosea for the start—HRandalph street.
The delay wes occasioned by a consulta-
tion heid this moroing between officers
of the company and the Polica Depart-
ment. The ftaft oft Haudolph sirest
was wade at 745 o'click urfa'f extiotly the
same circnmstances as on Friday lase, fx-
cept that to-day the cars headed on West-
ern avenue toward the Iake, instead of
toward Madison street. It was again a
eontingent of ten cars. he only event
of the trip ovcurred upon reaching the
South Sitiu. when the ery of *‘rats" was
facbly shoutad from the fourth-story
window of a large building. The police-
men did oot accept the challenge, and
the cars proceeded down town. Au
State street the cars were switched with-
out incident or aceident and the return
trip started, A heavy rain began before
the retura trip was begun, which is like-
Iy to disperse the ernwds and leseén the
excitement.,

TRHOUBLE STILL FRARED.

11 O Clock A.M—Cars are now run-
ning on Lake and Randolph streets. Two
trips down have been made on the
latter, and a second trip up isnow beiog
made, Everything was quiet at the sec-
ond trip down. The cars were run a
block and a half apart and the police
proteciion was diminished. Padsengers
crowded the cars and fares are being
taken. The strikers congregated in
proups of three und four along the route
and look threateningly at the conductors
and drivers. FPeople along the route
starcd at the cars ax if they were s new
invention, and in some cases horses were
scared at the approach of the vehicles.
Trouble is still feared, and it is thought
that as soon as a car is left uneuarded by
the police the conductor and driver may
be severely handled.

EVIDENCE OF DISORDER DISAPPEARING.

Noon.—The street-car company has
sont out four ears on Van Buren street,
which made the down town trip unmo-
Jested. The eompany declares it will not
start the Madison strect live until it can
move all of its cars, The men in charge
of the cars are nearly all new men, none
of the strikers having as yet shown sny
sign of entering the company’s employ.
No erowds are reported at aoy poiot,
The police believe that the evidences of
digorder are disappearing.

ENLARGING ITS SERVICK.

2:15 O'Clock P.M—The street rail-
way company, under the protection of
the police, is imurl_v inereasing its serv-
ice, and up to this time without any out-
ward signs of violence. Four to six po-
licemen are to be found on each car, but
the number of passengers being carried
is increasing. The company put a large
number of cars on the Madison street
line at 1:30 o'clock this afternoon which
have been operated without molestation.
The police do not allow aoy great crowd
to nsscamble at aoy point along the four
routes now covered by the cars,

SLIGHT DEMONSTRATION.

2:30 O Clock P.M—A slight demon-
stration was made near the cornerof Jef-
ferson and Randolph s rects shortly be-
fore 1 o'elock, but a police-wagon com-
ing up dispersed the gathering. One of
the new d‘:-l;\'cm was struck by s flyiog
stone about noon, but the perpetrator
was not secn or arrested.  Beyond these
occurrences nothing of a disturbing nat-
ure has been reported.

ATTACKS ON THE OARS,

Shortly before 4 o'clock this afternoon
the situntion among the lines of the
West Division street railway began to
assume a more serious aspect. The
erowds on the street began to iocrease in
size and boldness, features which cul-
minated in an attack on a Van Buren
street car near the comer of Robey
street.  The car left the barns on Wess-
ern avenue in charge of a “scab” con-
duetor and driver, and was guarded by
four policemen. It  was closely
followe by & second car simi-
larly manned. At Robey and Van
Buren streets a crowd of over 300
men and boys had collected. They were
in sympathy with thestrikera, They be-
gan hooting and scoffing at the “scabs.”
The police in the two cars jumped from
their seats and made a charge at the
crowd to disperse it, thus leaving the
ears, which contained a few passengers,
practically unp .
the crowd made a detour, and seizing the
car, threw it from the track aod npset it
into a ditah. The horses were cut loose
and torned adrift. The driver and eon-
ductor were severely clubbed and fled
for their lives. Several shots were
fired b*' the police, but without
effoet. The patrol wagon filled with
polioe was guickly summoned§to the spot
and after dispersing the crowd essorted
the disabled car back to the barns, at-
tached to snother vehiele. A second
attack wrs soon moade, tnis time on a
Madison steeet car, s Jittle west of Robey
street.  The conductor was badly beaten
and the car overturoed into the ditch.
The teamm was cut loose, and,
as in the former case, officers
arrived promptly on the scepe and put
the assai to flight.
